Ruth Cunningham is a classi-
cally-trained musician and a 
sound healing practitioner. She 
combines these skills to impro-
vise music that connects people 
to the healing and spiritual 
power of music, specializing in 
improvised sacred music from 

varied spiritual traditions in both liturgical and 
concert settings. Ms. Cunningham was a member 
of the critically acclaimed womenôs vocal quartet 
Anonymous 4 for ten years. With them, she per-
formed in concerts and festivals throughout the 
United States, Europe and the Far East and made 
ten recordingsðnine of medieval chant and po-
lyphony for Harmonia Mundi and one, Voices of 
Light by contemporary composer Richard Ein-
horn, for Sony Classical. In 2007 she rejoined 
Anonymous 4 and is once again touring and re-
cording with them.  Ms. Cunningham received a 
Bachelor of Music degree in performance of early 
music from the New England Conservatory of 
Music and for sixteen years taught recorder and 
Renaissance flute at the Amherst Early Music 
Workshops.

In the program Light and Shadow, there are two 
Gregorian chants, chants in Sanskrit, improvised 
settings of Latin Marian devotional texts, as well 
as music by Hildegard of Bingen and settings of 
poetry by Elizabeth Cunningham.  In the middle 
of the program, Ms. Cunningham creates a sound 
journey, which utilizes her skills as a sound healer.  
This improvised piece is an intuitive musical re-
sponse to the performance space and those gath-
ered for the concert.  The entire concert is thus a 
journey through light and shadow.

New York Polyphony 
is rapidly gaining a 
reputation as one of 
the finest classical 
vocal ensembles of a 
new generation.  Fus-
ing elegant vocalism 
with expert ensemble 

singing, the four men deliver dynamic, histori-
cally-informed performances in a range of styles.  
From the simplicity of plainchant to the dense 
chromaticism of contemporary  works, the New 
York Polyphony sound is strong, unified, and 
distinctive.  Their debut CD, I sing the birth, was 
released on Avie Records in October of 2007.  
Since then, it has enjoyed strong sales and consis-
tently excellent reviews.  BBC Music Magazine 
named I sing the birth Editorôs ñChristmas 
Choice,ò and Gramophone called it ñone of the 
seasonôs best.ò  Since its founding in 2006, New 
York Polyphony has maintained an active per-
forming schedule.  Recent engagements include 
appearances at the Ardee Baroque Festival, Dub-
lin, Ireland; Five Boroughs Music Festival, New 
York City; St. Thomas Church, Fifth Avenue, 
New York City; and two concerts presented by 
the Pipeworks Festival, Galway, Ireland.  Their 
2009-2010 season commences with a tour of the 
Midwestern United States.  This acclaimed vocal 
quartet releases its second recording, Tudor City, 
in the spring of 2010.

Kyle Babin is Director of Music 
at Bradley Hills Presbyterian 
Church.  He holds a Bachelor of 
Music degree (summa cum 
laude) from Rice University, a 
Master of Music degree from 
Yale University, a certificate 
from the Yale Institute of Sacred 

Music, and a Doctor of Musical Arts degree from 
Manhattan School of Music.  His organ teachers 
have included Clyde Holloway, Martin Jean, and 
McNeil Robinson.  While at Yale, Dr. Babin was 
the recipient of the Charles Ives Prize in Organ and 
the Richard Paul DeLong Prize in Church Music.  
He was also awarded the Bronson Ragan Award by 
Manhattan School of Music.  Dr. Babin has played 
recitals in numerous locations in both the southern 
and northeastern United States, including such 
notable New York City venues as the Church of 
Saint Mary the Virgin, The Brick Presbyterian 
Church, and Park Avenue Christian Church.  In 
July of 2009, he was one of sixteen organists from 
across the world invited to participate in the Inter-
national Organ Festival at St Albans, England.  Dr. 
Babin resides in Washington, DC. 
 

This program features the forty-six rank Holtkamp 
organ.  Designed by Walter Holtkamp, in consulta-
tion with Donald Sutherland, the mechanical-action 
instrument consists of three manuals and thirty-four 
stops.  Many distinguished organists have performed 
on the organ, including Marie-Claire Alain, William 
Albright, Vernon de Tar, Calvin Hampton, André 
Marchal, Albert Russell, Donald Sutherland, and 
Dame Gillian Weir.

Donald Sinclair Sutherland 
serves as Coordinator of the 
organ department at the Pea-
body Conservatory of Johns 
Hopkins University.  Known as 
a skilled artist, choral conduc-
tor, scholar, pianist, and harpsi-
chordist, he has received several 
recognitions, such as the 

ñExcellence in Teaching Awardò by the Johns 
Hopkins Alumni Association and the 
ñDistinguished Alumni Awardò from Syracuse 
University.  Mr. Sutherland received his Bachelor 
of Music and Master of Music degrees from Syra-
cuse University, where he later taught.  In 1971 he 
became Director of Music at Bradley Hills Presby-
terian Church, where he served until 1999.  Mr. 
Sutherland has performed throughout the United 
States, Canada, and Europe and has adjudicated 
several international organ competitions.  In 2007 
he was appointed Director of Music Emeritus at 
Bradley Hills.   

Brass Roots Quintet 
was founded in 2007 
and is comprised of 
Peabody Conservatory 
undergraduate stu-
dents.  Coached pri-
marily by trumpeter 

Joe Burgstaller of the Canadian Brass, the group 
has distinguished itself as one of the foremost 
chamber groups in the Baltimore area.  With an 
extensive collection of repertoire ranging from 
Baroque to Tango to traditional Dixieland Jazz, 
the quintet prides itself on a unified musical inter-
pretation and sound.  Brass Roots has received 
praise from world-renowned faculty of the Pea-
body Institute, as well as high acclaim from audi-
ences throughout the East Coast.
