Reverend David Gray Called to Bradley Hills as Pastor 
The Reverend David E. Gray was endorsed with enthusiasm 
by our congregation on December 14, 2008, as Pastor/Head 
of Staff.   A welcoming reception for him and his wife, Bridget, 
and their two sons, Andrew and Brendan, was held on 
December 13. 
 

David has a very dynamic and diverse background.  Currently 
he is completing his Doctor of Ministry in Church Leadership 
at Wesley Theological Seminary, serving as Ministry 
Associate for University Ministries at National Presbyterian 
Church, teaching for the Reformed Institute and working as 
the Director of the Workforce and Family Program at the New 
America Foundation.  In June, 2008, he left Georgetown 
Presbyterian Church after six years of ministry as Ministry 

Intern, Associate Pastor for Youth, College, and Young Adult Ministries, and 
Associate Pastor (Stated Supply).  He also brings experience from the non-profit and 
government sectors. 
 

David grew up in Dayton, Ohio, and received his Bachelor of Arts degree in history 
from Yale University.  He also has a Juris Doctor degree from Northwestern 
University School of Law, a Master in Public Administration degree from the John F. 
Kennedy School of Government at Harvard University, and a Master in Divinity 
degree from Wesley, where he was an honors graduate and received a President‘s 
Merit Scholarship. 
 

In addition to his work at the New America Foundation, David‘s experience also 
includes time spent as Assistant Brand Manager at the Procter and Gamble 
Company, as a staffer on Capitol Hill on the Senate Subcommittee on Government 
Management, and as Deputy and Acting Assistant Secretary for Policy at the U.S. 
Department of Labor. 
 

For part of his introduction to Bradley Hills, David wrote, ―I am full of hope as I think 
about joining with you in serving at Bradley Hills.  I am looking forward to getting to 
know you and to your getting to know my family.  I am excited about what we might 
accomplish in ministry together.  I am grateful to God for the opportunity to serve, 
lead, learn and grow along with you.  The hope I have that together we can grow in 
Christ gives me great joy and peace.  I look forward to our journey together.‖ 
 

The Rev. Gray will begin his ministries with us on February 2.  During the interim, if 
you wish to speak with a pastor call Rev. Winnette.

Session Notes 

At the Annual Joint Deaconate and Session 
Meeting, each of the elders and deacons took a 
moment to reflect on their time working with Rev. 
Jon Smoot and to share their appreciation for our 
Interim Pastor.  Many spoke of being inspired by 
his preaching and enlightened through his 
engaging Bible studies. 
 

When Jon first arrived at Bradley Hills, he was 
grieving the loss of his father, facing the illness 
and loss of his sister, and we were grieving the 
departure of our beloved Susan Andrews.  Jon‘s 
steadiness was both reassuring and comforting.  
Through his leadership, he challenged us to 
rethink who we are as a faith community and 
helped us to imagine the possibility of what we 
could accomplish together. 
 

Through his passionate preaching, he gently, but 
firmly stretched us and reminded us of our call to 
be a witness beyond the church‘s walls, not just 
to each other.  Each sermon left us with plenty to 
ponder during the week and prompted us to 
perceive our place in God‘s world in new ways. 
 

Jon‘s enthusiasm for teaching was palpable and 
as a result, his Bible study classes were always 

overflowing.  Exploring Scripture with Jon was 
not only illuminating, it enabled us to apply 
ancient lessons to our contemporary life.  His 
love of language and history provided a new 
framework for biblical interpretation. 
 

During our Session meetings, Jon has been a 
strong moderator and his steady leadership and 
guidance during sometimes difficult discussions 
and decisions has served us well.  When things 
got contentious, he was quick to remind us that 
we were not to represent just our respective lay 
ministries, but to work together for what is best 
for Bradley Hills.  He was also quick to inject a 
funny quip when we needed it most.  We all 
came to appreciate the Reverend‘s very 
irreverent sense of humor and his wry take on 
life. 
 

We are grateful to Jon for being our companion 
and teacher for more than two years – certainly 
longer than he had anticipated.  While we bid 
Jon and Mary farewell, we remain joined 
together through the love of Christ.

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Telling the Stories 
The question ―What is Evangelism?‖  has multi-
ple answers. 

Bradley Hills worked this year to try to define 
Evangelism, to demystify it.  The Lay Ministry 
read articles and had discussions, received in-
put from a former Clerk of Session, and held two 
brainstorming sessions with the Congregation in 
June.  As a group we analyzed the feedback 
received and defined several immediate actions 
and some longer term ones. 
Our conclusions were essentially that everything 
we do at Bradley Hills is Evangelism.  Whether it 
is worship or welcoming or mission outreach, 
whether having a Nursery School in our midst or 
hosting concerts, in essence we are telling two 
great stories:  the Gospel story and the Bradley 
Hills story.  The Bradley Hills story is the combi-
nation of the stories of each of us, our own per-
sonal journeys and how having Jesus in our 
lives has impacted us. 
And now we have an additional story to tell.  We 
can share the good news and the excitement of 
the pending arrival in early February of the Rev. 
David E. Gray as our Senior Pastor. 
Bradley Hills is not the only congregation within 
the PCUSA studying the evangelism question, 
nor are individual congregations alone in their 
efforts to discern its essence.  The 218th General 
Assembly passed a resolution called ―Grow 
Christ‘s Church Deep and Wide.‖  The National 
Presbyterian Evangelism Conference in Nash-
ville over Labor Day Weekend was attended by 
over 500 Presbyterians.   A keynote speech at 
the 2008 Presbyterian Church (USA) Multicul-
tural Conference in April was about Evangelism.    
And just last month about 75 Presbyterians met 

in New York for a ‗Growing Christ‘s Church 
Deep and Wide‘ consultation.  [More information 
about these events is available on the PCUSA 
website.] 
The Rev. Martha Grace Reese, the keynote 
speaker at the Multicultural Conference, recently 
directed a four-year evangelism research project 
funded by the Lilly Endowment.  In discussing 
her research Rev. Reese  noted that  ―….in 
churches where real evangelism is taking place 
the motivation is members who have a love for 
their church and a living relationship with 
God…..There is a sense of being on an adven-
ture with God and they want to share that….‖  
Reese also stated ―They love Jesus.  It‘s not 
rocket science.  They are churches that the peo-
ple have a relationship with and it‘s real and it‘s 
vibrant and they talk about it.  It‘s wonderful.‖ 
According to Reese, ―There are churches all 
along the line that are doing a beautiful job of 
helping people come to faith, or being respon-
sive to the Spirit.  And they‘re growing.  And not 
just growing, they‘re healthy, they‘re alive.  You 
walk in and you feel the Spirit.  And it‘s powerful.  
It‘s like stepping into an electric current.  It‘s 
really amazing.‖  [Quotes from Rev. Reese re-
ported in Press Release 08298, April 17, 2008, 
Evan Silverstein, Presbyterian News Service.] 
So, as you share the Good News of Jesus 
Christ and the wonderful Bradley Hills‘ story and 
the palpable excitement clearly evident in our 
congregation as we prepare to receive our new 
Senior Pastor,  consider joining your Evangelism 
Lay Ministry to help us find a way to engage 
every member in the important work of inviting 
and witnessing.

Parish Nurse’s Notes 

Many, many thanks to all who responded so quickly to the medical emergency that took place during Jon‘s last sermon.  The woman who 
was ill was quickly transported to the emergency room by ambulance and went home the same night.  Our staff has recently been re-
certified in CPR and we do have a defibrillator in the building that was not used in this case.  Please remember that ushers are there to 
assist you if you are not feeling well.   I intentionally sit on an aisle in the back where the ushers know where to find me.  We are 

blessed to have so many professionals ready to step up to help. 
 
Now that the New Year is here, many of us will have made some resolutions about diet and exercise.  Remember when you were young 
and went grocery shopping with a parent?  What you focused on then was the picture of the food on the label and perhaps the toy or 
prize inside! 
 
Reading the nutrition information on the labels of products is what we need to focus 
on now.  Pay particular attention to serving size, which is the first thing listed on the 
label. A serving size is the suggested amount of food that should be eaten in one 
serving. It is listed as a general household measurement, such as pieces, cups or 
ounces (for example, 7 potato chips or 1/2 cup of cereal).  Serving size is an 
important part of a healthy diet. Eating very large servings, or portions, can 
contribute to weight gain because as the portion size increases, you're also eating 
more calories.  Remember, serving sizes may be extremely small (for example, 
only 7 potato chips or 1 ounce of cake) to make the food seem low-calorie or low 
fat, so be careful. If you double a serving size, you must also double all the other 
values on the nutrition label.  This is particularly important in low fat or low sugar 
foods, which might not be low in calories at all!  
 
A healthy diet contains a certain amount of fats, carbohydrates (especially fiber), 
protein and vitamins and minerals each day. You should also limit certain types of 
unhealthy ingredients, such as saturated and trans fats. The nutrition label provides 
a list of percentages (called the Percent Daily Value) that tell you how much of a 
certain nutrient one serving of food contains compared to how much of that nutrient 
you should consume daily.  One serving of food with 5% or less of the daily value 
is considered low. One serving of a food with 20% or more of the daily value is 
considered high but you want to think of other ways to get the daily intake of that 
nutrient up to 100%. 

 
The Percent Daily Value is based on a daily diet of 2,000 calories - which is great for active youth, but a bit more than those of us who are 
in our middles and watching our middles need. So, remember to adjust the percentages if you need less than 2,000 calories per day.

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The Ahli Arab Hospital is the only Christian hospital in the strife-torn Gaza area. It faces an increased patient load and a shortage of 
medical supplies. The Gaza Strip in Palestine is one of the most crowded regions on the earth.  The UN has declared Gaza a humanitar-
ian crisis.  Massive unemployment, an embargo on food, water purification services and vital medicines have made the day-to-day lives 
of ordinary Palestinians a struggle for survival.   
 
For 130 years, PCUSA has been a presence in Gaza, principally through its support of this hospital for the city‘s 850,000 residents. Last 
year, the hospital treated 30,000 outpatients and 3,800 inpatients, while at the same time taking services to isolated villages where the 
elderly and malnourished children rely on this outreach. This hospital is also a source of medical education for doctors and nurses who 
otherwise would be cut off from professional opportunities. 
 
BHPC‘s support for this Extra Commitment Opportunity (#862371) makes us part of PCUSA‘s World Mission and Partnership Network. 
With each contribution from the outside world, the message is sent to Gaza‘s residents that they are not alone in this struggle, making 
hope and resilience possible.
