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Notes

Following the recent outbreak of Swine Flu, the
importance of good hand washing practices was
emphasized. The World Health Organization has
issued new Guidelines on Hand Hygiene, offering
specific recommendations to improve hygiene
practices and reduce transmission of germs.
While these guidelines target healthcare workers,
they are useful to all of us in the public sector as
this is where disease prevention can really begin
and following these guidelines can help to keep
you and your family healthy whether a family
member has a cold or at any time of the year!

Indications for hand hygiene

Z Wash hands with soap and water when
visibly dirty, when soiled with blood or other
body fluids, or after using the toilet.

Z Hand washing with soap and water is
preferred when exposure to potential spore-
forming pathogens, such as Clostridium
difficile (also known as C. diff), is strongly
suspected or proven. This is a condition
which often comes into play when a person
has been hospitalized or taking antibiotics.

Z In all other clinical situations, use an alcohol-
based hand cleaner as the preferred means
for routine hand sanitizing, if hands are not
visibly soiled. Wash hands with soap and
water if alcohol-based hand cleaner is not
available.

Z Hand hygiene is needed before and after
touching the patient; before touching a device
used for patient care such as eating utensils;
if gloves are used; after contact with body
fluids or excretions, mucous membranes,
skin with a cut or scrape, or wound
dressings; if moving from one contaminated
body site to another body site on the same
patient; after touching inanimate surfaces
and objects in the immediate vicinity; and
after removing gloves.

Z Hand hygiene is needed before handling
medication or preparing food using an
alcohol-based hand cleaner or hand washing
with soap and water.

Z Soap and alcohol-based hand cleaner should
not be used together.

Hand hygiene technique

Z Rub a palmful of alcohol-based hand cleaner
over all hand surfaces until dry.

Z When washing hands, wet hands with water
and apply enough soap to cover all surfaces;
rinse hands with water and dry thoroughly
with a single-use (paper) towel. Whenever
possible, use clean, running water.

Z Use the towel to turn off the faucet, and do
not reuse the towel. If you are in a public
bathroom, use a towel to open the door and
discard the towel in a trash receptacle near
the door or crumple it and carry it to a trash
receptacle outside of the bathroom.

Z Liquid, bar, leaf, or powdered soap is
acceptable; bars should be small and placed
in racks that allow drainage.

Additional tips

Artificial nails should not be used, and the length
of natural nail tips should be less than ¥ of an
inch.

Not surprisingly, | keep boxes of disposable
gloves in the kitchen and other locations in my
home! If you do use gloves, for example when
handling raw meat, here are some guidelines for
glove use.

Z Glove use does not replace the need for
hand cleaner or hand washing.

Z Gloves should be used if contact with
potentially infectious body fluids, mucous
membranes, or broken skin is anticipated.

Z Gloves should be removed or changed and
disposed of in a trash receptacle after
contamination.

In most circumstances, it is not necessary to use
antibacterial soap and, in fact, doing so on a
regular basis may contribute to the rise of
antibacterial resistant bacteria, and over long use
may affect thyroid and other body hormones.
More research is being done on this topic but,
meanwhile, you just need to banish germs from
your hands, not kill them.

It is important to teach children these guidelines
when they are young so that they become a
lifelong habit. Soap and water are the preferred
method of hand cleaning for young children who
may put their hands in their mouths as the alcohol
content of hand cleaner is high and young
children have ingested too much alcohol through
the consistent use of hand cleaner.
