arlier this spring I wrote a review for the Reformed Institute of Metropolitan Washington 

of Christian Smith's book, Souls in Transition. The book focuses on the religiosity of 

young adults. The transitions and disruptions of this age often negatively impact the 

religious lives of these young people. It's an important subject because churches such as ours are 

looking for ways to appeal to college age students and ˈ ñtwenty-somethings.ò  Souls in 

Transition gives a hopeful wordðdonôt give up! 

One of our Sessionôs goals for this year is to honor and extend the intergenerational nature of our 

congregation. Smith writes that the witness of parents, teachers, pastors and other role models 

shapes the moral and religious character of young people even when it might not seem so. Our 

intergenerational focus at Bradley Hills is so important in shaping the lives of young adults. 

As it turns out, young adults are also a potential mission field for churches. Many of the problems 

that used to worry social scientists when they looked at teenagersðunwanted pregnancies, drug 

and alcohol abuse, violence and behavioral problems are now reaching crisis mode among many 

populations of young adults, ironically at a time when interventions have made great 

improvements for teenagers in these same areas.  Fortunately, as Smith notes, having a faith 

connection can help provide stability and improved outcomes for ˈemerging adults. While many 

might be pessimistic about some parts of society, many young people remain generally optimistic 

about their own lives. And so we do well as a congregation to look for opportunities to connect 

young adults to the life of the church. Many are interested in religious pluralism, interfaith efforts, 

music and arts, worship and mission. Young adults will tell us what they are interested in if we are 

willing to listen to them. 

During this time of year, many young adults are in transition. There are high school and college 

graduations. School years end. New jobs begin. 

The life of our church is in transition at this time. Many programs slow down in the summer. 

Others take a break. Our worship moves to one service at 10:00am starting June 6. The change of 

routine in the summer is a reminder that we can and should transition our lives to a slower pace at 

times. 

Young adults are not the only ones whose lives are in transition. All of us are moving from one 

spiritual place to another. One principle of life that stays the same is that life is full of change. Our 

task is to embrace the changes, learn from generational differences, honor each spiritual walk and 

look forward to the soulful transitions of life.

The 219th General Assembly (2010) of the Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.) convenes in Minneapolis this coming July. Elder and 

minister commissioners will come from each of the 173 presbyteries of the PC(USA), similar to the makeup of the House of 

Representatives and the Senate of the U.S. Congress. Roughly one thousand commissioners and advisory delegates will set about 

their task to work through a list of business items in the form of overtures. Two of these overtures in particular will be of interest to 

many in our congregation. First, our BHPC Session endorsed an overture, drafted by Clarendon P.C., to remove the section ñG-6ò 

language from our Book of Order that stands as a barrier to the ordination of gay and lesbian clergy. This overture, and others that 

support removing such barriers to ordination, will be considered by the assembly and, if approved, will be sent back to Presbyteries 

for approval before going into effect.  Secondly, after nearly two years of study, travel, and vigorous discussion, the Middle East 

Study Committee (MESC) of the Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.) has approved its final report to the General Assembly (2010). The 

MESC was established by the 218th General Assembly (2008) to ñprepare a comprehensive study, with recommendations, focused 

on Israel/Palestine within the complex context of the Middle East.ò There are three parts to the report and together they are available 

for sale in Scottôs office. Our former pastor, Susan Andrews, was a member of the Committee. The report both affirms support for 

the state of Israel and expresses concern for Israeli occupation in the Middle East. The Middle East Study Committee report will  be 

considered by the General Assembly, first in committee and then on the floor of the full assembly. Following General Assembly 

action on this topic in 2004, BHPC played an active role from 2004-2006 in developing mediating language with the support of BJC 

that maintained a strong concern for justice in the Middle East and recognized the complexity of relationships in that part of the 

world.

Supporting Music at Bradley Hills 

Church musicians and music ministers strive to give God their very best. While this can be a simple song straight from the heart, 

without instrumental accompaniment, it can also be a full orchestra or brass quintet with organ and timpani for the most festive of 

occasions. As Director of Music, my wish is to have all of these at Bradley Hills as a means of conveying in the best earthly terms 

that glory on the other side of the veil.  In practical terms, this translates into finding sufficient funds to provide first-rate music of all 

styles in order to enhance our worship of God.  This involves employing instrumental music on special occasions, outreach mission 

concerts to the wider community, and offering an unparalleled acoustic in which local, national, and international musical groups 

may perform. 

In recent years, there have been limited resources for instrumental music in worship. Thus, we have only used brass during the 

liturgy once each year (on Easter).  That is all that the instrumental music line item in the budget has allowed. Ultimately, 

instrumental music (at least for Christmas and Easter) should be fully supported by our budget, but at the present time, this is not a 

reality.  We must therefore work together as a community to find a way to support special instrumental music on limited occasions.  

One resource is the restricted fund for Friends of Music.  With the revival of concerts at Bradley Hills, which draws on the 

incredible music history of this church, we have raised a significant amount of money through freewill offerings and through 

generous donations of Friends of Music.  By increasing our attendance at concerts, we can support general music at Bradley 

Hills.  From 1972 to 1991, ñBradley Hills Presentsò featured famous musicians from across the world, bringing national and 

international attention to music at this church.  We can draw on this magnificent past to attract audiences once again to Bradley 

Hills, which ultimately enables us to spread the word about the mission of this great place. 

Therefore I invite you to consider howðeven in a small wayðyou can support music financially at Bradley Hills.  By giving money 

for instrumental music that you would like to hear at Christmas and Easter, we have greater and better options.  Your support could 

also mean attending each of our wonderful concerts, which is simple and fun!  We have one of the finest acoustics in the greater 

Washington area, and I feel that it is our mission to share this glorious space with the wider musical community.  I am thrilled to see 

the response we have already had to our concert series, but there is much more room for growth. We have such great potential and 

resources at Bradley Hills.  Now, letôs work together to make the most of what we have and what we can give.  Thank you, as 

always, for your support!

National Cancer Survivors Day is an annual, worldwide 

Celebration of Life that is held in hundreds of communities on 

the first Sunday in June.  This year it will be held on June 6.  

While I am not yet aware of any specific activities planned, I 

generally see events posted in the Health or Weekend sections 

of the newspaper so watch there if you are a survivor. 

June 14 ï 20 also brings us National Menôs Health Week. The 

purpose of Menôs Health Week is to heighten the awareness of 

preventable health problems and encourage early detection and 

treatment of disease among men and boys.  This is a good week 

to call and schedule that appointment youôve been putting off!  

A free downloadable version of a booklet, Blueprint for Menôs 

Health, is available at www.menshealthnetwork.org/blueprint/.  

Each chapter focuses on a single condition or group of related 

conditions affecting men.  If you do not have internet access and 

would like a copy, please contact me. 

At Bradley Hills, I have found that male cancer survivors are an 

especially lonely group!  It has often been noted that men 

generally donôt talk about their feelings as easily as women.  I 

have recently found two wonderful resources of which I want to 

make you aware . . . 

The first is a session sponsored by the Montgomery County 

chapter of the American Cancer Society called ñMan to Man.ò  

It will meet on Thursday, June 3, 2010 from 6:00 ï 8:00 at the 

American Cancer Society located at 11331 Amhearst Ave., 

Silver Spring, MD 20902.

The second resource is a facility on Grosvenor Lane (in between 

Old Georgetown Road and 355) called The Wellness 

Community.  This cancer support community is a non-profit 

organization dedicated to providing free emotional support, 

education and hope for people with cancer and their loved ones.  

I attended an educational program at this facility as well as an 

orientation session.  Though located in a small office building, 

the facility has a homelike atmosphere with a kitchen, sitting 

area with chairs and sofas and smaller rooms for more intimate 

sessions.  They have a calendar of events each month that 

includes educational programs, yoga classes, mind-body classes, 

support groups, a knitting group, book group, etc.  Especially 

notable was the extensive library of information near the office.  

This is a WONDERFUL resource for those diagnosed with or 

undergoing treatment for cancer and their caregivers.  Everyone 

I encountered there was kind and knowledgeable.  Having a 

place to share experiences and questions can help people learn 

to cope and grow. 

For those of you experiencing any kind of health problems, 

including cancer, please donôt overlook the resource of our 

pastors and parish nurse.  We are always ready to meet with you 

privately to listen to your concerns and I am especially focused 

on helping folks find resources and educating themselves about 

a disease process.  We are all great believers in 

the power of prayer and prayer chain requests 

can be as public or private as you wish.  Being 

prayed for does not necessarily mean being 

announced from the pulpit so please ask to speak 

to us.
