In many ways, life is also a series of journeys.  In 
education, work, and relationships, there are beginnings, 
destinations and unexpected turns along the way.   
 

Our faith life is a both a journey and a series 
of journeys as well.  Faith is not static, 
but is organic and ever evolving with 
the experiences of life.  We 
sometimes take steps forward in faith 
and sometimes steps back.  Yet God 
is always in front of us, inviting us to 
move forward.  A hallmark of God‘s 
covenant relationship with Israel was a 
series of journeys for God‘s people, 
from Israel to Egypt to Judah to Babylon 
and all the time returning, longing, 
finding, losing and faithfully seeking the 
Promised Land.  God‘s new covenant 
includes Jesus‘ journeys to teach 
throughout the Holy Land – all part of Christ‘s eventual 
journey to the cross in Jerusalem.   
 

Over the next few weeks, we will journey together at 
Bradley Hills through Lent.  Lent is a season of self 
examination, reflection, repentance, preparation, spiritual 
discipline and service.  In Lent, we consider both the state 
of our lives and the world, and the possibilities of what 
they could look like through the life Christ offers us. 
 

I invite you to join us on this journey towards Jerusalem 
this Lent.  Our sermon series throughout March will focus 
on our spiritual walk. Our Bible studies and devotional 
times help us to reflect on our lives and help us to draw 
closer to our Lord.  
  

Right in the center of our Lenten walk, there is a 
community event I invite you all to participate in.  Led by 
our Church and Society Lay Ministry and Property Lay 
Ministry, along with our Session, our Children‘s Lay 
Ministry and our Worship and Arts Lay Ministry, we have 
prepared an important Lenten Day of Service for our 
congregation.   On Saturday, March 21, we will come 

together for fellowship and service to help people in a 
variety of contexts. Both in the morning at Dennis Avenue 
in Silver Spring and then working at the church from 2:00-
4:30 in the afternoon to clean and repair parts of our 
church and to provide food, groceries, hygiene kits and 
cards for those in need.  This will be an intergenerational 
service day.  Some of the ways you can help include: 

Landscaping improvements at Dennis Avenue in 
Silver Spring; Landscaping and grounds 

clean up at Bradley Hills P.C. (Spring 
Fling); Cooking up a storm in the 
church kitchen to feed the hungry; 
Providing groceries for Bethesda 
Help‘s food closet; Assembling 
hygiene kits, baby care kits and 
children‘s activity kits for local 
families in need; Sewing and 
creatively decorating bags to hold 

these kits; Creating cards and notes 
for our neighbors in need; Delivering 

donated groceries to the food closet; 
Collecting and purchasing items for hygiene 

kits, baby care kits and children‘s activity kits – please 
do what you can and include your children in the 
collection process throughout Lent.   
 

As inspiration for our service day, we will conclude our 
day with an Evening Concert by our Acting Music Director, 
Kyle Babin, at 7:30 at the church. 
 

It will be an important day for our church community to 
come together.  If you cannot make it on March 21, there 
are opportunities to still participate.  See our website or 
contact the church office for more information. 
 

Lent can be a time of rethinking our priorities.  At this time 
of great need in our community and world, we as a church 
feel called to give more to help.  This includes not only 
financial resources, but our time to serve others.  Service 
to others is an important Lenten discipline and I hope 
you‘ll join us on Saturday, March 21 or participate in some 
way during this Lenten time of service.   
 

I look forward to walking the road to Jerusalem with you 
this Lent.

The most significant item of business was Session‘s approval of the 2009 Budget, one of our 

leanest to date.  The budget was arrived at through a very open process, and we are appreciative 

of Financial Stewardship Lay Ministry‘s inclusive approach to crafting it. 

 

Each Lay Ministry was asked to submit a budget that would sustain current programming, with no 

expansions.  In addition, a ―wish list‖ could be presented in the event the stewardship campaign 

exceeded expectations.  After receiving input, Financial Stewardship invited Session and Chairs to 

meet and discuss ways we could cooperatively approve a consensus budget that was finally 

approved. 

 

Members of Church and Society passionately reminded Session of our call to allocate more money 

to mission giving.  It is painful during these difficult financial times that we cannot fulfill our 

expectations as Christians.  To that end, Pastor Gray has requested an all-church Mission Day on 

March 21.  The call to service will provide opportunities for hands-on activities with local agencies, 

and serve as a reminder of the numerous needs that are going unmet in our community. 

 

The revised Personnel Policies and Practices Manual was presented for final approval.  As with the 

budget, this followed sufficient time for input from Session and BHPC Staff.  Many Session 

members expressed concern about the reduction in paid holidays from 13 to 11, especially due to 

the fact that the budget only increased salaries by 2.5%.  Session enthusiastically supports and 

recognizes the value of all of our Staff and their dedication to Bradley Hills and agreed to 12 paid 

holidays, including Columbus Day. 

 

It is easy to get caught up in the ―business‖ of the church and lose sight of our true mission.  We are 

to be grateful to our brothers and sisters on Church and Society for their passionate and prophetic 

voices, continually reminding us of our call to be Christ‘s witnesses in this world. 

 

Session looks forward to working with Pastor David Gray, and exploring new opportunities to live 

out our Christian faith.

During the season of Lent, there will be noticeable changes in the character of music during 

worship.  The texts of the choral anthems will align with the ―Road to Jerusalem‖ sermon series, and 

the pieces will be more meditative.  Additionally, the use of organ will be rather sparse during 

Lent.

When Easter Sunday arrives with brilliant brass and full organ, the paucity of Lenten 

music makes much more sense.  Music should enhance the drama of liturgy, especially in delineating 

the liturgical seasons. 

 

As a brief evening respite from the Lenten musical restrictions, I will perform an organ recital at 

Bradley Hills as a conclusion to the church wide Lenten Service Day, on Saturday, March 21.  The 

recital begins at 7:30 p.m. and will feature a wide variety of music, including pieces by J. S. Bach, 

Georg Böhm, Pierre Dumage, Jan Pieterszoon Sweelinck, McNeil Robinson, Louis Vierne, Marcel 

Dupré, Georg Muffat, and Joseph Ermend-Bonnal.  The recital is free of charge, but a free-will 

offering will be collected.  Furthermore, it is requested that attendees bring canned goods or other 

food staples that will be donated to those in need.  A reception will follow the recital in the Gathering 

Space.  Please join the Bradley Hills community for a day of fun, service, and music!

Participating in a spiritual formation group will require discipline, focus, and more attention to 

the world around you. 

Our lives are busy enough.  Why would we want to add one more thing?  Between the internet, the 

television, and the newspaper, we get all the information we need to make it through our day.  

Spiritual formation challenges us to become more aware of what is happening around us. It requires 

that we look at things in a different way.   Why would we want to add the extra stress of asking 

―‖Where is the Divine in all of this?‖- especially when there are no easy answers to this question. 

 

Your reasons for doing things will change. 

We all do things for a reason. The problem is we have never really examined many of these reasons.  

Being asked ―How might God be calling you to respond to this situation?‖ might lead to some 

answers that could change the way you live your life.  This could be really dangerous. 

 

Spiritual formation will lead to changes in your relationships. 

Most of us have spent a lot of time getting our relationships to the point where we can live with them.  

In spiritual formation, as we begin to look more closely at our lives and our relationship to the Divine, 

there will be consequential changes in the way we relate to the rest of the world.  Barriers come 

down.  There is more compassion and forgiveness than clear justice and absolute truth. This is very 

dangerous and could change everything.  Our lives are already in a tenuous balance.  Why would 

anyone want to upset this delicate balance? 

 

Your concept of God will change. 

As you become more aware of the Divine in your life (and trust me, you will) there is a good chance 

that your ideas about the nature of God and God‘s relationship to the universe and you will change. 

This is huge!  This means that everything you ever believed may be up for grabs!  If our God is the 

right size for us, why would we want to make our lives more difficult?  There is plenty about the 

universe that we do not understand but we are getting by- and God conveniently serves as both a 

scapegoat when something goes wrong and the source of a miracle when we need one.  Upsetting 

this applecart is surely unnecessary. We do not need to know ―Who is God?‖  We have a place for 

her and she is just fine there. 

 

Spiritual formation leads to a call to respond. 

With an increasing awareness of the Divine, you will be drawn to respond in deeper and more 

meaningful ways to the world.  But we are busy enough already- probably too busy- and things are in 

such a fragile balance right now.  Oh sure, we have some tough problems, but we will muddle 

through.  Muddling is not so bad.  And at this point you do not want to know ―What is God calling you 

to do?‖  The answers might require some radical changes in your life. 

 

Spiritual formation groups lead to deep and meaningful connections in our community. 

We are already too connected as it is. Between the car radio, the television, IPhones, the internet and 

Facebook we can be in touch with anyone at anytime.  Why would we want to spend time with others 

in our community listening to and sharing our wonderings, our yearnings, and our experiences of the 

Divine? Oh yes, and did I mention the silence? 

 

It is my hope that you will now be able to recognize some of the dangerous dynamics inherent in 

spiritual formation.  While its demands and consequences will only make your life more complex, if 

you are courageous enough to believe that you can make significant personal change, deepen your 

life, and maybe co-create a new world, then spiritual formation might be for you.  It all depends on 

your answer to the question ―Where is God?‖ in the things you choose to discern, pursue, and live out 

in your life.

March is Colorectal Cancer Awareness Month.  Colon cancer forms in the tissues of the large 

intestine while rectal cancer forms in the tissues of the last several inches of the large intestine.  In 

2008, about 108,070 new cases of colon cancer and about 40,740 new cases of rectal cancer were 

diagnosed and it is equally common in both men and women.  Close to 50,000 people died of this 

disease but it is one of the most easily prevented cancers because it can develop from polyps 

that can be removed before they become cancerous. Colon cancer often has no symptoms until 

its later stages -- when it is more difficult to treat. Therefore, your best bet to beating colon cancer is 

to catch it early by having testing done before any symptoms appear. 

 

Signs and symptoms of colon cancer include: 

 

Z A change in your bowel habits, including diarrhea or constipation or a change in the consistency 

of your stool for more than a couple of weeks 

Z Rectal bleeding or blood in your stool 

Z Persistent abdominal discomfort, such as cramps, gas or pain 

Z Abdominal pain with a bowel movement 

Z A feeling that your bowel doesn't empty completely 

Z Weakness or fatigue 

Z Unexplained weight loss 

 

The most common screening test for this type of cancer is the colonoscopy during which the doctor 

can see the inside of the colon and rectum with a long, flexible, lighted tube.  The person having this 

test will need to follow a special diet for a few days prior to the test and then, the day before the test 

will cleanse the intestines of waste by taking medicine that loosens stool and increases bowel 

movements.  The day of the test, the patient is not allowed to have anything to eat or drink until after 

the test is over.  Colonoscopy usually takes 30-60 minutes and is generally performed under light 

sedation.  The patient is usually discharged 1-2 hours after the procedure. Polyps can be removed 

and tissue samples called biopsies may be taken during the procedure.  While the preparation is 

unpleasant, most people remember nothing about having the test done! 

 

Routine colonoscopy to look for early signs of cancer should begin at age 50 for most people—

earlier if there is a family history of colorectal cancer, a personal history of inflammatory bowel 

disease, or other risk factors. The doctor who performs this test is called a gastroenterologist and he 

or she can advise patients about how often to get a colonoscopy.  

 

If you have questions about this procedure, I urge you to speak to your doctor or you are welcome to 

contact me.  While nobody likes to talk about certain body parts, the important thing to remember is 

that this is a type of cancer that may be able to be prevented with a test!

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In the Lenten season we honor and remember Christ‘s forty days in the wilderness.  We have our 

own wilderness times when we feel the sadness of our lives and struggle with our demons.  We, like 

Jesus, can feel abandoned by God.  We push on during these times, willing them to go away.  It is 

lonely and uncomfortable. 

 

Yet, when we come out of the wilderness (and we always do eventually), there is often a nice renewal 

of energy.  It is somewhat like the childbirth — after the waiting and the labor, we are given a gift.  We 

are resurrected from the darkness, reborn.  God may be asking us to struggle in order that we may 

truly appreciate the gifts that appear.  It is up to us to see the gifts and learnings we have received 

from our wilderness times.  Often, quiet joy is birthed from the struggles of our lives.  And it is good. 

 

Our lives are cyclical — ups and downs, struggles and joys.  It is the nature of God‘s good design.  If 

you feel that you are lost in a wilderness time, please ask  for help.  Find someone to ―abide‖ with you 

during the difficult times.  And if you think counseling might be helpful, please talk with the pastors or 

contact me directly.

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Member NewsñWashingtonians of the Year 2008 

For 37 years, the Washingtonian Magazine has honored men and women who give their time and talent to make this a better place for 

all of us.  This year two of our BHPC Members were honored. 

 

Doreen Gentzler co-chairs the Washington Area Women‘s Foundation (WAWF).  The group‘s members each contribute and invest in 

local  programs helping women and girls.  For Gentzler it started six years ago, when a friend asked her to join a giving circle of 25 

friends pooling small contributions to make a bigger difference. The group turned to the WAWF for philanthropy training—learning how 

to define one‘s mission, evaluate potential grantees, and decide where to invest. 

 

Becky Wagner started a nighttime shelter in 1982 with 150 volunteers and a hot meal for all.  Today she heads the Rockville-based 

Interfaith Works, which coordinates the social services of  140 member congregations of all faiths plus some 7,000 volunteers. Since 

taking her job in 1999, Wagner has expanded its staff from 14 to 70 and its budget from $800,000 to $4 million. Part of that came from 

absorbing four small nonprofits and exercising economies of scale—but part is because the needs are growing.

Children from the Anacostia Children‘s Center, 

Dennis Avenue Health Center, the Amigo Pro-

gram and the Women‘s Collective received per-

sonally selected and wrapped holiday gifts. Chil-

dren from DC‘s Central Union Mission received 

our last minute extras and undesignated gifts. 

Several dozen church members, 20 Long and 

Foster agents, Nursery School parents and ap-

proximately ten other members of our larger 

community provided children‘s gifts. On three 

separate occasions, some of our adults, Mid-

dlers and other teens from the community gath-

ered to wrap and sort the extra gifts and the 

donated clothing. If you had peeked into the 

Sanctuary on the night of December 12, you 

would have seen about a dozen ―elves‖ merrily 

at work. The last minute sorting and bagging 

effort on December 14 was something to be-

hold. Our donor groups arrived with cars, vans 

and trucks and drove off with all sorts of great 

gifts for all sorts of great children.

Angel Gift 

Tree funds were carefully set aside to allow for 

the purchase of warm clothing. As the wish lists 

came in for each of our recipient groups, we 

noticed that several children were requesting 

winter coats. The same week that the early cold 

hit so hard, we were able to shop for and deliver 

coats to each of the families that had made their 

needs known. This was the first year that coats 

were repeatedly requested as Christmas gifts. 

Due to your generous hearts, we were able to 

respond immediately rather than waiting until 

mid December to deliver the coats. We also 

made sure that these kids received a gift when 

mid-December rolled around.  

 

It is obvious that the need for children‘s coats 

will be even greater this coming winter. We are 

again setting aside funds so that we will be able 

to help at least some local kids stay warm when 

we are preparing for Christmas of 2009.  

 

THE CRISIS IN GAZA ï A CONNECTIONAL 

CHURCH AT WORKðIn 2007 and again in 

2008, the Ahli Arab Hospital in Gaza was in-

cluded as a giving option in Angel Gift Tree.

The Angel Gift Tree 

donations that were received for the hospital in 

December were quickly pooled with those re-

ceived in January, enabling us to provide fast 

monetary assistance.
