
Grace and Peace to you! 
 
Have you ever noticed how the Apostle Paul opens and closes his letters?  When Paul writes to churches in Rome, 
Ephesus, Philippi, Corinth, etc. he tends to open his letters with greetings and end them with salutations.  He includes a 
number of different values, but more often than not, tŀǳƭ ǿƛǎƘŜǎ ǘƘŜ /ƘǊƛǎǘƛŀƴǎ άƎǊŀŎŜέ ŀƴŘ άǇŜŀŎŜέ ƴŜŀǊ ōŜƎƛƴƴƛƴƎ 
and end.  Paul wanted to encourage the early Christians to know that God was looking out for them, cared about them 
and would show grace towards them.  He wanted them to know and experience peace, even as they faced persecution 
and anxiety. 
 
The book ends of our new order of worship at BHPC contain those two elements as well.  We begin our worship 
services with the words, ά¢ƘŜ ƎǊŀŎŜ ƻŦ ƻǳǊ [ƻǊŘ WŜǎǳǎ /ƘǊƛǎǘ ōŜ ǿƛǘƘ ȅƻǳ.έ  We end our services with each worship

peace be in the hearts of every Christian.

DƻŘΩǎ 
love for us can give us a sense of peace in an anxious world.  God calls us to be peacemakers as a result.  Peacemaking 
is an important theme for our mission work this month.  Our adult education classes on May 3, 10 and 17 will build on

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May is Stroke Awareness Month.  Stroke is the 
third leading cause of death and the leading 
cause of disability for all Americans!  Stroke can 
happen to anyone regardless of age, gender or 
race.  The whole family is affected when a 
stroke occurs.  It is important to protect 
yourself and your loved ones by knowing the 
stroke risk factors and also the warning signs. 

Think of a stroke as a Brain Attack in the same 
way that a person can have a heart attack.  It is 
important to act quickly in stroke as 
medication may be able to be given that can 
dissolve a clot!  Remember the letters in the 
ǿƻǊŘ άC!{¢έ ǘƻ ōŜ ŀōƭŜ ǘƻ ǘŜǎǘ ŦƻǊ ǎȅƳǇǘƻƳǎ 
and then call 911 if you have any doubt  about a 
ǇŜǊǎƻƴΩǎ ƘŜŀƭǘƘ. 

Face:  Ask the person to smile.  Does one side 

of the face droop 

Arms:  Ask the person to raise both arms.  

Does one arm drift downward? 

Speech:  Ask the person to repeat a simple 

sentence.  Are the words slurred?  Can he/she 
repeat the sentence correctly? 

Time:  If the person shows any of these 

symptoms, time is important.  Call 911 to get to 
the hospital fast.  Brain cells are dying. 

Stroke Symptoms include:  

SUDDEN numbness or weakness of face, 
arm or leg - especially on one side of the 
body. 

SUDDEN confusion, trouble speaking or 
understanding. 

SUDDEN trouble seeing in one or both 
eyes. 

SUDDEN trouble walking, dizziness, loss of 
balance or coordination. 

SUDDEN severe headache with no known 
cause. 

 
{ƻƳŜ Ǌƛǎƪ ŦŀŎǘƻǊǎ ŦƻǊ ǎǘǊƻƪŜ ŎŀƴΩǘ ōŜ ŎƘŀƴƎŜŘ:   

Age ς The chance of having a stroke almost 
doubles for each decade of life after age 55 but 
it can happen to young people as well. 

Heredity and race ς Your stroke risk is 
greater if someone in your family has had a 
stroke.  African Americans also have a much 

higher risk. 

Sex ς Strokes are more common in men 
than women but, at all ages, more women than 
men die of stroke. 

Prior stroke, TIA or heart attack ς The risk 
of stroke who has already had one is many 
times that of a person who has not.  Transient 
ischemic attacks (TIAs) ŀǊŜ άǿŀǊƴƛƴƎ ǎǘǊƻƪŜǎέ 
that produce stroke-like symptoms but no 
lasting damage. 
 

Some stroke risk factors can be changed, 
treated or controlled: 

High blood pressure ς This is the most 
important controllable risk factor for stroke. 

Cigarette smoking 

Diabetes ς While diabetes is treatable, the 
presence of the disease still increases your risk 
of smoke. 

Carotic or other artery disease.  The carotid 
arteries in your neck supply blood to your brain.  
A carotid artery that has plaque buildup may 
become blocked by a blood clot shutting off the 
blood supply to the brain. 

Atrial fibrillation ς This heart rhythm 
disorder raises the risk for stroke.  ¢ƘŜ ƘŜŀǊǘΩǎ 
upper chambers quiver instead of beating 
steadily and forcing the blood forward.  Blood 
can pool and clot which then may enter the 
bloodstream and travel around the body. 

Other heart disease and high blood 
cholesterol.  Folks with heart disease of almost 
any kind have a higher risk of stroke as well as 
folks with high cholesterol or low HDL (άƎƻƻŘέ) 
cholesterol. 

Poor diet ς Diets high in saturated fat, trans 
fat, cholesterol, sodium, and calories contribute 
to stroke risk.  Five or more servings of fruits 
and vegetables per day are still a good rule to 
follow. 

Physical inactivity and obesity ς Try to get at 
least 30 minutes of activity on most or all days. 

The important thing to remember is to act 
quickly if you suspect that someone you are 
with may be having a stroke.  It is better to call 
911 and let the paramedics assess the situation 
ǘƘŀƴ ǘƻ άǿŀƛǘ ŀƴŘ ǎŜŜ.έ

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This month my book club is reading the novel 
Home by Marilynne Robinson.  Many of us at 
church read Gilead by the same author.  This 
book is not a sequel to Gilead but an entirely 
independent novel that takes place 
concurrently in Gilead, this time in the home of 
Reverend Robert Boughton, WƻƘƴ !ƳŜǎΩ ŎƭƻǎŜǎǘ 
friend.  Both books tell the story of the prodigal 
son from different perspectives.  Robinson says 
she chose the parable of the prodigal son as 
the central theme of the novels because it is so 
powerful.  LǘΩǎ ŀ ǎǘƻǊȅ ŀōƻǳǘ ƭƻǾŜ ŀƴŘ 
forgiveness. άLǘΩǎ ŀōƻǳǘ ǘƘŜ ŦŀŎǘ ǘƘŀǘ ƭƻǾŜ ƛǎ ƴƻǘ 
earned. [It] is one of Jesus' most radical 
parables because it completely overturns all 
notions of deserving, all notions of how you are 
scoring relative to other people in life." 

Two years ago our spiritual formation groups 
prayed with scripture of the prodigal son over 
an 8-week period.   For many this was a 
profound experience.  Some were graced with 
the invitation to forgive old wounds. Others 
were enlightened with wisdom about areas in 
their lives that were blocking them from 
ǊŜŎŜƛǾƛƴƎ DƻŘΩǎ ŦƻǊƎƛǾŜƴŜǎǎ. Then there were 
the ah ha moments that were for some life-
changing.  And finally there was the woman 
who was given the gift of reconciliation, the 
process that, unlike forgiveness, requires 
conscious mutuality.  Reconciliation takes place 
when the offender recognizing the offense, 

desires to be forgiven, and is willing to receive 
forgiveness. 

Over the eight weeks we were invited to 
assume the different roles of the characters of 
the story.   As we did, to our surprise, the 
character flaws of the sons were revealed 
within many of us, leading us to praying for 
forgiveness and wholeness.  What we learned 
was that, in the words of Henri Nouwen, 
άCƻǊƎƛǾŜƴŜǎǎ ƻŦǘŜƴ ǎŜŜƳǎ ƛƳǇƻǎǎƛōƭŜ, but 
nothing is impossible for God.  The God who 
lives within us will give us the grace to go 
beyond our wounded selves and say, ΨLƴ ǘƘŜ 
name of God you are forgiven.Ω  [Ŝǘ ǳǎ ǇǊŀȅ ŦƻǊ 
that grace.έ 

Spiritual reading and praying with scripture are 
two spiritual practices that are formational and 
can be transforming.  Often we read the Bible 
to learn about the history of the Hebrew 
people and the early Christians. We read the 
stories and sayings of Jesus, trying to 
understand who he was and what relevance he 
has for us today.  Praying with the Bible takes 
us away from this common form of reading for 
information.  As we slow our reading, savoring 
the words, we allow ourselves to open to the 
healing grace of God that can touch our minds 
and hearts and bodies.

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Peacemaking Funds at Work in Palestine:   Teaching Nonviolent Responses to Violence

in Palestine is the Al Watan Center in the West 
Bank city of Hebron.  The Al Watan Center 
attempts to meet needs of the Hebron 
community by providing a meeting place for 
adults and an after school program for children.  
Palestinian communities have few resources 
such as the YMCA provides here in Bethesda, or 
the Boys and Girls Clubs that serve the inner city 
in our country.   The founder and director of Al 
Watan, Nayef Hashlamoun, a Muslim 
committed to peacemaking, visited Bradley Hills 
in August 2008.  His persuasive message to us 
was that the most popular and successful 
programs offered at the Center are workshops 
in conflict resolution through non-violence 
means to the predominantly Muslim 
population.  Al Watan submitted a strong 
proposal for three non-violence workshops to 
ōŜ ƘŜƭŘ ƛƴ IŜōǊƻƴ ōȅ ȅŜŀǊΩǎ ŜƴŘ.  BHPC 
responded favorably by combining budget funds 
with 25% of Peacemaking offering collected on 
World Communion Sunday 2008.  With these 
monies, Bradley Hills applied to partner with the 
Peacemaking Committee of our Presbytery to 
direct nearly $8,000 to the Al Watan Center, 
enabling it to offer a series of workshops on 
conflict resolution.  
 

It happens that the workshops were scheduled 
to begin the very week the Israelis began 
bombing Gaza.  Initially the people of Hebron 
were so upset and angered by the war against 
their fellow Palestinians that the workshops 
were postponed for a couple of weeks.  The all-
day workshops were launched in late January 
2009 --one was held for community leaders, 
both men and women together, one workshop 
for young adults, and a workshop for women 
only.   
 

Participants were enthusiastic and positive 
about their experience, saying that it helped 
them to feel more hopeful about their 
future.  Others begged for a chance to receive 
the training and so an additional workshop was 
offered and filled immediately.  Participants 
have each committed to train ten others, thus 
extending the impact of the program.  And 
there is more demand for additional training to 
be offered.   
  
By reaching across religious and cultural divides 
with these workshops, we offer hope, new skills 
and self-esteem to people who have felt 
frustrated, isolated and alone, and we 
demonstrate that in Christ there is no East or 
West.
