Dear Bradley Hills Family,

The church I attended while in Seminary had a
large sign over the doors that you could not
miss as you exited the Sanctuary: “Crew Only,
No Passengers.” The implication was clear –
ev eryone has to pull on their oar in this boat
called Corpus Christi – the Body of Christ. That
is not a duty, but it is a privilege and a calling
from God that all of us share – f or those of us
who call ourselves members of the body of
Christ and members of this church. Sure, we’re
in stewardship season and all of that, so you
can rather cynically read this column as a call
for yourmoney. It is not.

In the incarnation of God in Jesus Christ and
God’s life and purpose f or the world expressed
through Jesus, we learn our identity and
mission as the continuing incarnation of God in
us through baptism and the Holy Spirit. We are
crew on a boat with a common task. We are
blood sisters and brothers in the new family and
the new reality that God is creating and
exhibiting to the world – through us. For that,
we need everyone not just to sign onto
membership, but to actually display the new lif e
we are receiving in Christ. The church is not a
civ ic institution or club that we join, in which we
choose to participate or not depending upon our
whims andyour schedules.

Please read below as to what our Book of
Order, the Presbyterian Constitution, says
about church membership. How do we see
ourselves in this picture – as activ e rowers in
the life of faith and discipleship, or passiv e
passengers, content to let others row for us?

From the Book of Order, Chapter 5 – “The
Church and Its Members”

A faithful member accepts Christ's call to be
involved responsibly in the ministry of his
Church. Such involvement includes:

proclaiming the good news,

taking part in the common life and worship of a
particular church,

praying and studying Scripture and the faith of
the Christian Church,

supporting the work of the church through the
giving of money, time, and talents,

participating in the governing responsibilities of
the church,

demonstrating a new quality of life within and
through the church,

responding to God's activity in the world through
service to others,

living responsibly in the personal, family,
vocational, political, cultural, and social
relationships of life,

working in the world for peace, justice, freedom,
and human fulfillment.

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During a brief conv ersation I had with
General Assembly Moderator Joan Gray at
the National Elders Conference, shetold me
of her Baptist upbringing and how she had
come to love and appreciate Presbyterian
polity. In fact, she co-authored a book on
the subject that I refer to often.

I too have grown to lov e the Presbyterian
form of gov ernment, in particular, how we
elect Elders as representatives who
together as a Session govern the congrega-
tion. Most important, we are guided by the
Holy Spirit through prayerful deliberation.
As spiritual leaders, we do not take this
calling lightly and constantly strive to
discern where God is directing us as a
community of faith.

At the Session retreat last February, we
studied the report of the Visioning Task
Force, a product that grew out of “Holy
Conversations” with the congregation.
Since that time, we have taken seriously
your desire to make Bradley Hills a more
dy namic instrument of God and considered
ways to become more effective Christian
disciples.

One of the strongest desires was for more
connectedness. To that end, there are now
many small groups for faith sharing and
spiritual development. The “Faith at Work”
education series provided an opportunity for
many to witness to how faith informs their

career choices and interactions in the
workplace. “Cuisine and Connections,” our
new Thursday evening program, brings us
together as a church family for a meal,
conversation, and timefor reflection.

To better gov ern the church, Session has
studied our organizing structure and
determined that reducing our size f rom 18 to
twelv e will bring Session more in proportion
to our active membership. Elders will now
focus on vision and strategic planning, and
act as spiritual leaders. In turn, this will
create more opportunity for lay leadership at
the committee lev el. Also, the lay ministries
will be regrouped and renamed to more
accurately ref lect their areas of interest.

At the October meeting, after months of
study, Session made a difficult decision and
agreed to begin setting aside a significant
amount of money into a reserv e fund each
year in order to properly maintain our
building. This, as well as future cost-cutting
measures, is an effort to prepare for a
soundf iscal future.

Session meets on the third Tuesday of each
month and the meetings are open to
ev eryone. You are always inv ited to join us
as we pray, study the word of God, and, of
course, work.

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Holy Listening

Last year, my position was created out of the expressed desire f or a deeper felt
spirituality in our church. What does this mean? It didn’t take me to long to
translate this into the desire f or a deeper connectedness with each other without
hav ing to add another thing to our to-do list. So how do we go about doing this?
I would like to suggest holy listening.

Holy listening is the spiritual practice of listening f rom the heart
and listening to the heart. Being truly listened to is one of the
greatest gifts we can give each other. Holy listening is more
than simply not interrupting others when they talk or not finishing
their sentences f or them. It calls upon the skills of patience,

silence, presence, and appreciation. This may sound like a meditation practice
because it does incorporate many of the same principles. Listening f rom the
heart is being open and waiting f or the other to speak what is really in their
heart. As we practice, we become present to others in such a way that they will
feel saf e to speak what is in their heart. The experience is almost as though I,
the listener, can call forth the full expression of the “listenee” simply by the way I
listen to them. Sometimes I don’t have to speak or ask questions but simply
listen to their heart with my heart.

Holy listening involves learning to listen to our
own heart before we speak. It doesn’t
usually happen in ordinary conversation
because it opens us up in ways that may be
uncomf ortable. Risking vulnerability with

another takes courage. What if they take what I say and use it
against me? What if they laugh at me? What if they ignore
me?

The rewards of taking that risk are
extraordinary . First, we will
experience the wonderf ul feeling of
fully expressing our true self. Then
we will feel the intimacy and sense
of relatedness wit h another.

Connecting with someone on a heart level is
a holy experience.

So what I am suggesting is simple but not necessarily easy. As with any other spiritual
discipline it takes practice. Let’s all practice being holy listeners and I do believe we will feel
the deeper sense of connectedness we long for at Bradley Hills.

Starting inJanuary there will be another new opportunity to learn and practice holy listening.
Jane Gray, f rom BHPC, will offer Group Spiritual Direction once a month f rom January to
June. Jane is a graduate of a two year program at the Shalem Institute for Spiritual
Formation in Bethesda, and has been offering spiritual guidance for many years. More
details to f ollow.

Each year I use part of the Parish Nurse
budget for continuing education opportuni-
ties to improv e my nursing practice. This
year I attended the International Parish
Nurse Symposium in St. Louis and I am
alway s grateful for the opportunity to re-
charge my batteries by being among
hundreds of others who also feel similarly
called. This year, I was particularly thinking
of Bradley Hills while I was there – during
the keynote speaker’s address and in
sev eral of the workshops I chose to attend.
Two workshops of note had to do with
collaborating with a changing professional
pastoral care team, which certainly seemed
appropriate giv en our time of transition at
Bradley Hills!

The Rev. Wayne Muller was the primary
speaker and preacher over the course of the
2-½ day conf erence. His topic was
“Sabbath” and the topic, itself, made me
think of some of Scott’s sermons and
examples on the same topic and also the
frenetic way we approach life in the
Washington area. In addition to presenting a
serious message, Rev. Muller had hundreds
of people laughing out loud as he got his
points across! Here are some of the
messages that stood out in my mind . . .

Commandment # 4 is the only one that
starts with the word “remember.” From
Exodus 20: 8 Remember the sabbath day,
and keep it holy. 9 Six days y ou shall labor
and do all your work. 10 But the seventh day
is a sabbath to the LORD your God; y ou
shall not do any work-y ou, y our son or y our
daughter, your male or female slave, y our
liv estock, or the alien resident in your towns.
11 For in six days the LORD made heav en
and earth, the sea, and all that is in them,
but rested the seventh day; therefore the
LORD blessed the sabbath day and
consecrated it. Rev. Muller kept referring
back to this commandment saying that in
today’s society we do not remember to rest
at all! It has become a standard greeting
when someone asks how you are – the reply
being, “Oh, I am so busy!” Many people
today put on an armor of busyness that
makes them f eel important to themselves
primarily and perhaps to others. It is as
though being exhausted all the time is
something of which we should be proud
when, in fact, we could be a role model f or
the balanced life God wants for us.

Sabbath is more than the absence of
work. It is a day when we can take pleasure
in the peace and delight that can only be
enjoy ed in a span of time – time for play and
ref reshment and rest and renewal. Many
people feel guilty when they take time to rest
or read a book or go for a stroll (different

from going for a f itness walk!) Sabbath is a
time to enjoy being with friends or f amily or
ev en just spending time with yourself – away
from cell phones, call waiting, e-mail, fax
machines, housework, laundry, errands, etc.

Sabbath can be an hour or a day and it
doesn’t necessarily fall on Sunday. The
fact that Americans don’t get enough rest
(sleep) is well documented. Consider a
portion of the 23rd Psalm, “The Lord is my
shepherd, I shall not want. He makes me lie
down in green pastures; he leads me beside
still waters; he restores my soul.” Rev.
Muller pointed out that we most often read
this passage as someone is dy ing or at their
memorial serv ice. We need to look at this
passage differently now so that we can enjoy
the calm waters and obtain rest and peace
for our bodies, minds and spirits now.

Rev. Muller also believes that we have
forgotten the concept of “enough.” In our
driv e for success, we are drawn in by
promises of more – more money, more
satisfaction, more lov e, more inf luence, more
possessions, more security – so that we
can’t even remember what “enough” feels
like. He asked each of us to turn to someone
else in the room and describe a time when
someone did something simple that changed
our day. As we described those meaningf ul
moments, it became clear that each one had
to do with somebody being present to us and
truly noticing how we were f eeling. It was
“enough” to allow grace to happen. He
suggested that, on arising, each one of us
should ask ourselves, “What is the smallest
thing I can do today that will be enough?”
Of ten, presence is enough to change
someone’s day – either from the giving or
receiving end of things. And it is important
for all of us to remember that receiv ing the
gif t of presence allows grace to flow to the
giv er as well as the receiver! Our job
description in life is to “do the right thing”
and, often, doing the right thing means just
showing up and paying attention – pay ing
attention to how another person is f eeling, a
beautiful sunset, the beauty of flowers, the
delight of a child, etc.

His speech ended by his pointing out that
there is no scripture that says, “I want y ou to
be exhausted,” but rather, in John 10:10 we
find Jesus saying, “I came that they may
hav e life, and have it abundantly.” In order
to appreciate the abundant life we are meant
to hav e, many of us need to slow down and
put increasing amounts of “Sabbath” time
into our lives.

Our Thursday “Music & More” children’s and
Youth program is being taught by two v ery
gif ted musicians who not only hav e solid
experience in the choirs they are teaching,
but also havev ast musical skills bey ond. To
giv e y ou an insight of ALL their abilities, I
thought I would introduce them to you with a
short bio on each of these two talented
musicians who have been added to the
BHPC music department.

Our Children’s director, Vera
Kochanowsky is a graduate of the Oberlin
(BM Music Education) and New England
Conservatories and holds the Doctor of
Musical Arts degree f rom Stanf ord Univer-
sity where she specialized in the perf orm-
ance practices of the 17th an 18th centuries.
Ms. Kochanowsky was also the recipient of
a Fulbright grant for harpsichord and early
music studies in Europe.

Since arriving in the Washington, DC area in
1990, Ms. Kochanowsky has been active as
a harpsichord soloist, chamber musician
and singer, performing with such ensembles
as the Bach Sinfonia, Musikanten, the
Mount Vernon Orchestra, the Washington
Kantorei and Collegium Cantorum and has
also appeared at the National Gallery of Art
and the Montpelier Cultural Arts Center in
solo performances.

From 1991-1998 Ms. Kochanowsky taught
Kindermusik classes in her home stu-
dio. During this time she was also a
member of the faculty of the Preparatory
Music Division at American University where
she offered Kindermusik, recorder and
elementary theory classes.

In 1997, Ms. Kochanowsky founded the
early music vocal ensemble Carmina and
she has served as its director since then. In
2006 she founded a second vocal group for
women, Illuminare, which also specializes in
music written bef ore 1700.

Vera directs the Children’s choirs grades K-
1, 2-5 and 6-7.

Our Youth director, Clayton Nunes, was
born in in São Paulo (Brazil) in 1976.
Clayton started his musical career playing
one of his f irst compositions as a special
guest in a music school recital at the age of
7. Having as piano teachers (Liliane
Vincenzo, Ana Maria Gorski Damaceno and
João Carlos Martins), Clayton graduated
from the Universidade de São Paulo
(University of Sao Paulo) in 2000 with a
degree in Music Education.

In 1992, he joined the group “Metal & Cia”
as a tubist, playing, arranging and producing
2 CDs with the group. In 1996, Clayton won
the “Nascente” prize as best composer. He
worked in the Universidade Adventista de
Sao Paulo (UNASP) as band and orchestra
conductor f rom 1996 to 2002. During his
career, he has produced and arranged
several CDs and composed hundreds of
soundtracks f or institutional and commercial
videos. In 2002, Clayton received the
honorable title of “Amigo do Exér-
cito” (Friend of the Army ) as a recognition
for composing the hymn for the 2nd Division
of the Brazilian Army.
