Social scientists Milton Rokeach and Seymour Parker have developed an exercise for ranking one’s
values from a list of eighteen common values. Participants in their study are asked to select five of
these values as being more important, and then rank them, one through five. Additionally, participants
are asked to place dollar signs ($) beside those values that require money, or influence the use of
money. Here’s their list:

A comfortable life

Inner harmony

An exciting life

Mature love

A sense of accomplishment

National security

A world of peace

Pleasure

Equality

Self-respect

Family security

Social recognition

Freedom

True friendship

Happiness

Wisdom

Their point? What we prize and the choices we make as to where we spend our money are closely
linked. Our use of money is a revealing expression of ourselves. How we spend it, withhold it, give it,
fear for it, save it, receive it – all reveal our deepest beliefs and commitments. The words of Jesus still
throw down the stark challenge: “Where your treasure is, there is also your heart.” For the Christian
disciple, there must be a nineteenth value added to the above list: Honoring God – Remembering that
in life and in death we belong to God, and that God is worthy of our complete trust, adoration, and
joyful service in our daily living. Surely that value must reorder our priorities, even as it provides us
with secure bearings and moorings, as created in the image of God and made for God.

I write this to you sort of after-the-fact of our stewardship efforts. I suspect that many of you have held
back from making your financial commitment to the work of the church as you wait and see how the
markets do or try to project how things financially might play out for you in 2009. I strongly encourage
you to make your pledge/commitment by the end of November, as Bradley Hills not only shapes its
budget, but also prepares to welcome a new Pastor.
