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Our 2009-2010 concert series received a huge kickoff on Saturday evening, October 3, with 

Donald Sutherland and Brass Roots Quintet.  The event was a real success, with 123 people in 

attendance and $1,664 collected as a freewill offering.  Many thanks to Donald Sutherland and 

Brass Roots Quintet for gracing our Sanctuary with such incredible music.  (Look forward to 

Easter, when Brass Roots Quintet will play for worship!)  Our next concert is on Saturday, 

November 14, at 7:30 p.m.  This event will feature Ruth Cunningham, soprano and 

instrumentalist.  Ms. Cunningham is a member of the acclaimed womenôs early music 

ensemble Anonymous 4 and has been featured on ten recordings with that group.  Her solo 

concert program, ñLight and Shadow,ò is described as follows, in her own words. 

The program is a mixture of chants, prayers and improvisations in a variety of 

languages.  The texts I have chosen are from different times and places, but I feel 

they relate to each other on a deep level.  All the music, except for the Gregorian 

chants and cantiga, is either composed or improvised by me.  I accompany myself on 

piano, medieval harp and shruti box (Indian drone instrument), and I also play the 

Renaissance flute and recorder.  Scattered throughout the program are six 

wonderfully evocative poem/prayers written by my sister, Elizabeth Cunningham 

(from her book Small Bird, Poems and Prayers), which I have set to music.  I also 

improvise on several Latin Marian texts.  I include two traditional Gregorian chants 

and a medieval cantiga, as well as one Hildegard of Bingen chant in praise of 

wisdom.   Iôve included several Sanskrit chants, and I also sing one Gaelic text from 

the Ceili De, a Celtic spiritual order.  Near the center of the program is what I call a 

sound journey.  This piece is improvised and will change with every performance.  It 

is an intuitive musical response to the space and those gathered for each concert.  In 

these journeys,  I often also use a variety of instruments.  Though some of the pieces 

are composed, there is a very strong improvisational aspect to the entire 

program.   It will never be the same twice.  Music and sound profoundly affect the 

body and emotions of the people listening.  It can transport you. I look at the whole 

experience of this concert as a journey, so when it is over people have gone some 

place with me and I with them.

www.ruthcunningham.com.  This will be a wonderfully eclectic and interesting program, so I 

hope you all can attend.  And remember that all concerts on our series are free!   Concert 

series brochures are available in the narthex and on the Bradley Hills website.  

In other news, we have recently completed tonal work on some reed stops on our pipe 

organ.  In consultation with Donald Sutherland and myself, our organ technician, Eliot Freese, 

restored the Trompette 8ô, Clairon 4ô (Swell division), and Cromorne 8ô (Positiv division) 

stops to their original state.  The tonal sound of the organ was modified about two years ago, 

dampening some of the brilliance, warmth, and power of these beautiful stops.  We have now 

increased the speaking potential of these stops (as they were originally designed), and I hope 

you agree that they greatly enhance the overall sound of the organ.  Iôm grateful to Donald 

Sutherland for his help with this project.  Listen carefully on Sunday mornings!  All best 

wishes for November.

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A recent series in Adult Education concentrated on stress and anxiety.  All of us 

sometimes fall into the trap of reacting unfavorably to stress in our lives.  And all 

of us have heard the familiar phrase, ñItôs not the stress itself that affects you but 

the way you react to it.ò  With the holidays approaching and with the current 

economic climate, it is easy to let stress overtake our lives! 

Someone has wisely said, "Never borrow from the future. If you worry about what may happen 

tomorrow and it doesn't happen, you have worried unnecessarily. Even if it does happen, you have to 

worry twice.ò  To reduce worry and reduce stress, try the following: 

Y Talk to God frequently.  Acknowledge your need for wisdom and guidance in your daily 

responsibilities. 

Y Go to bed on time and get up on time. When we are well rested, our capacity for handling 

stress is greater. There is such a thing as too much rest! 

Y Make friends with people that share your values. We all need encouragement in living up to 

the truths we hold dear in our lives. 

Y Delegate tasks to capable others. Just because a job needs to be done, it does not mean you are 

the one who must do it. Find the best person for the job. 

Y Allow sufficient time for doing things and getting to places. Over scheduling is another major 

stress producer. You can't be in two places at one time. 

Y Take one day at a time. Do today's work today; let tomorrow's work wait until tomorrow. 

Y Choose your words carefully. This single piece of advice can prevent an enormous amount of 

trouble.    

Y Have fun. Do something every day for the child in you.  Laugh more ï especially at yourself! 

Y Find time to be alone. It is good having people around, but time alone enables us to recharge. 

Y Keep favorite Bible verses readily available. Having cherished Scripture passages written 

down on a piece of paper or a card can serve as a helpful reminder in stressful times.  Consider 

getting a ñPage A Dayò calendar that has a different inspirational message every day. 

Y Develop a forgiving attitude. Bitterness is poisonous. Remember, most people are doing the 

best they can. Be kind to unkind people. They probably need kindness the most. 

Y Remind yourself that you are not the general manager of the universe. Don't try to do God's 

job! 

Words of wisdom from the Bible can help us when we are worried.  One passage is Psalm 91.  I will 

let you look that up yourself!  The other is Philippians 4:6 

ñDo not worry about anything, but in everything by prayer and supplication with Thanksgiving let 

your requests be known to God. And the peace of God which surpasses all understanding, will guard 

your hearts and your minds in Christ Jesus.ò
