In June, we spent a few days with my in-laws in Massachusetts.  One of the joys of visiting that 
area for me is sea kayaking.  They have a small, purple kayak that is easy to maneuver around 
some of the inlet bogs during high tide.  The rain was unusually heavy during the days we were 
there and it is was easy to travel a long way in the bog.  One afternoon I ventured a long way in 
and found myself in a part of the bogs I had not been to before.  I was able to parallel the coast 
of the Atlantic ocean that was just on the other side of a beach from where the bog was.  I went 
along as the day's fog cleared and found myself watching a fly-fisherman casting into the ocean 
from the shore.  By the time my kayak got far enough up that I could see the man, I could tell by 
the curve of his line that he had just hooked a fish way out.  Slowly he began to reel the fish in.  I 
watched for a bit and paddled a bit.  I couldn't take my eyes off his motion as he reeled the fish 
in.  I paddled over to a very shallow stretch so that I was almost grounded and could stay nearly 
stationary to watch.  The man reeled and pulled, reeled and pulled, very gracefully from the 
shore.   He was in no apparent hurry and neither was I.  It was beautiful to watch.  Yet after a 
good while, it was clear he was not going to be able to get the fish in from his position on the 
shore.  The shore was too sharp for the rod and line.  So he waded into the water, just above his 
waste, fighting the break, holding the rod high and pulled the line up enough to raise the fish out 
of the water.  It was his at last.  As he came out of the water, he looked at me, smiled, turned 
around and faced the sea.  I turned my kayak around and paddled back the way I had come. 
 
I thought about all the work that goes into fishing τ the preparation, creativity and patience.   
Yet it was the fisherman's wadding into the environment of the fish that made all the 
difference.  As I paddled back through the bog, I thought about how God wades into the depths 
of our world.  The deep of our pain.  The reality of our existence to find us through Christ.  
 
Of course, Jesus' first disciples were fishermen.  They waded into the Sea of Galilee no doubt to 
find their catch.  For you and for me, there may be places, memories, relationships or goals, 
where the only way we can get what we want, need or are called to experience, is to wade in, 
get wet and meet the world on its terms for awhile.  If you are in one of those places, and you 
can embrace the challenge with courage and faith, you might be pleasantly surprised by what 
you find.

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I recently returned from a trip to Atlanta for a 
ñdenominational happeningò called The Big Tent.  
Ten Presbyterian Church (USA) ministries and 
groups held conferences in conjunction with this 
event under the theme, ñ. . . And the Word became 
flesh.ò  Not many of you realize that, in addition to 
being your parish nurse, I am also secretary for and a 
consultant with the Presbyterian Health Network.  As 
such, I am available to speak to churches and groups 
such as The Synod Gathering of Presbyterian 
Women on the benefits of health ministry and to help 
churches initiate and sustain programs such as we 
have at Bradley Hills.  That is one of the ways that I 
translate the Word into flesh! 
 
Despite the mandate from the 200th General 
Assembly to ñbecome vigorous and conscious 
promoters of health in all aspects of the life of the 
church,ò recent downsizing has abolished the 
National Health Ministries Office of the ñMother 
Churchò in Louisville.  Therefore, the Presbyterian 
Health Network is now the only resource within the 
church for education about health ministry. 
 
The Presbyterian Health Network is part of a larger 
organization called PHEWA ï The Presbyterian 
Health, Education and Welfare Association.  It is a 
voluntary membership organization dedicated to the 
enactment of social justice and welfare ministries and 
works to make the church more responsive to the 
needs of the excluded and suffering.  It also works to 
provide resources and support for people, 
congregations, presbyteries and synods involved in 
social justice and welfare ministries.  Networks, 
representing PHEWAôs ñworking groupsò are 
organized to address special ministries, and provide 
appropriate study and action resources.  The 
networks are as follows: 

paa ï Presbyterians for Addiction Action; pact ï 
Presbyterian Association for Community 
Transformation; padvn ï Presbyterians Against 
Domestic Violence Network; pan ï Presbyterian 
Aids Network; paro ï Presbyterians Affirming 
Reproductive Options; paspm ï Presbyterian 
Association of Specialized Pastoral Ministries; 
pcan ï Presbyterian Child Advocacy Network; 
pdc ï Presbyterians for Disability Concerns; 
phn ï Presbyterian Health Network; and psmin 
ï Presbyterian Serious Mental Illness Network. 

 
I encourage you to visit the PHEWA website at 
www.pcusa.org/phewa/networks.htm to explore some 
of the topics covered by the above networks.  Several 
years ago, when we celebrated the abilities of the 
disabled, we invited Sue Montgomery of the 
Presbyterians for Disability Concerns to come and be 
our preacher.  She brought her ñhandcycleò to add to 
our displays of information and materials and has 
been extremely helpful and encouraging to the 
members of the Accessibility Task Force.  On  the 
Presbyterian Health Network website you will find an 
article about the Accessibility Sunday celebrated at 
Bradley Hills and also another article written several 
years ago about parish nursing at Bradley Hills 
complete with a picture of one of our members! 
 
A visit to the above website and to several of the 
network websites will open your eyes to what the 
larger church is doing in the world today.  If you find 
the materials useful and inspiring, you may want to 
join this worthy organization to further support their 
efforts.

Deacon News 

One of the long-standing traditions at Bradley Hills is 
the support given to those who have experienced a 
death in the family.  A part of this process is the 
provision of a reception in honor of the deceased 
following the Memorial Service.  Those of us who 
have lost a family member realize how helpful and 
meaningful it is to have this service provided by the 
church family. Historically, the memorial reception 
was offered by a number of ladies in the church.  We 
acknowledge their efforts and many years of 
service.  Now, this tradition currently falls under the 
auspices of the deacons. 
 

At the time of a parishionerôs death, the deacon in 
charge organizes and structures the reception, calling 
members for food and requesting assistance with set-
up, clean-up and help during the event.  The deacon 
also works closely with Joanie Friend and the pastors 
to ensure that the reception both honors the familyôs 
wishes and pays tribute to their loved one in a 
meaningful, tasteful manner.  Beautiful floral 
arrangements are usually provided through our flower 
guild. 
 

Since this service is usually provided on short notice, 
not everyone can help all of the time so it is helpful to 
have a large pool of people on which we can draw.  
One new member was overheard saying how active 
he had been in his old church and that he was 
looking for a way to be involved.  This is a wonderful 
way!  Another young member said that she had been 
involved with childrenôs activities for the last few 
years and was eager to meet and spend time with 
other adults at Bradley Hills so she would be happy to 
assist. 
 

It is so nice to have people be proactive about getting 
involved with this activity rather than waiting to be 
invited in.  So, if you are willing to bake cookies, 
make sandwiches, help arrange food on platters, 
carry cups and dishes to the church kitchen and 
otherwise help to set up or clean up at these events

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About Praying with Emotions 
 

When I companion others on their spiritual journeys, we talk about what is going on in their lives. We 
also talk about their prayer lives. Usually, they can name the feelings or emotions different situations 
cause them to experience.   I find it interesting that whenever they express feelings of joy, gratitude, 
hope or contentment they feel especially close to God and have no trouble sharing those feelings with 
God.  However, when the feelings expressed are anger, anxiety, sadness, frustration, guilt or shame, 
God is no where to be found nor is God being sought.  For what ever reason, we have decided that 
these emotions are bad and we either try to ignore the feelings or we get mad at ourselves for having 
these feelings. We make the mistake of trying (either consciously or unconsciously) to repress 
emotions we consider ñbad.ò  The problem is that repressing or suppressing our emotions does not 
make them go away.  On the contrary, strong emotions that are not dealt with straightforwardly will 
seek some sort of unconscious release.  For example, unrepressed anger towards my husband might 
lead to passive-aggressive behavior such as ñforgettingò to take care of responsibilities around the 
house or, even worse, making ñharmless jokesò about him to my friends. 
 
So if emotions must be dealt with, then how should we do so?  Should we simply scream at our 
spouses anytime we feel angry?  Of course not.  We can consciously choose for ourselves how we will 
release these emotions, but doing so, according to Mark Thiboreaux, in God, I have Issues, requires 
reflection and temperance.  This is where prayer comes in.  If we pray about the strong emotions we 
are feeling, we can with God, find healthy ways of expressing and releasing them.  Often times, simply 
consciously acknowledging them before God is enough of a release and nothing more is required.  At 
other times we might need to take some concrete action.  At those times we will have to discern what 
is the right action-what is Godôs will for us.  Returning to the example of spousal anger, it may be the 
case that acknowledging that anger before God is all that is needed.  I may in my prayer time feel a 
sense of relief and release once I have talked it over with God.  On the other hand, God might 
challenge me to deal with deeper problems at the root of my anger.  God might reveal to me that the 
anger is an emotional problem I must come to terms with in my life. I need to change something.  Or I 
might discern that my anger is pointing to an issue in my marriage that needs to be tended to by both 
my husband and me.  God and I would discern how best to approach my husband with this problem, 
waiting and knowing the right time to speak (not out of my anger but out of concern that my anger 
revealed to me).  Whatever the case may be, praying about persistent emotions in our lives will only 
help us to grow and become more mature and loving persons.

Financial Stewardship 
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MAY 

For the second month in a row, the members of the Session had 
the pleasure of spending a considerable amount of time meeting 
and talking with prospective new members, including the12 
members of the 2009 Confirmation Class.  We all enjoyed very 
much getting to know these interesting individuals.  The 17 new 
members who joined us in May are adults William Edelblut, 
Caroline Grandy, Betty Lee, Barrie McLeod, and Douglas Pearce, 
and Confirmants Alexander Cohen, Amanda Cohen, Spencer 
Easterbrook, Jack Fowler, Mikey Gura, Lora Jones, Lauren Lane, 
Daniel Mahoney, Davis Nordeen, Max Nordeen, Tori Northup, and 
Danny Stauffer.  Session looks forward to the active involvement of 
all of these new members in the life of Bradley Hills.  Elder Todd 
McCreight reported that, as of the end of April, our receipts were at 
33.54% of the amount  budgeted and our expenditures were at 
35.27% of budget.  There is some concern about the pace of 
receipts of pledged income.  We are at about the same place we 
were at this time last year, and last year we did not receive all of 
the income that was pledged.  Pledged income is the largest 
source of income for the church.  If you made a pledge to the 
church this year, please make every effort to fulfill your pledge in a 
timely manner.  If you know you will be unable to do so, please 
advise Amy deCourt so that we can adjust our expectations for the 
rest of the year. 
 
Last month, Session approved a new Parish Associate relationship 
with Rev. Dr. Tom Jones, and this month we adopted a position 
description that spells out the relationship.  Dr. Jones will preach at 
Bradley Hills on June 21, 2009. 
 
Session also established a search committee and a timeline for the 
purpose of engaging a person to serve as the Christian Educator of 
Bradley Hills.  It is expected that we will be in a position to begin 
advertising for candidates by the end of 2009 and that the 
individual selected to fill this very important position will join us in 
July 2010.   Members who are interested is serving on the search 
committee should contact Elder Andrew Milne or Lay Ministry Chair 
Mary Hickey. 
 
Session began what will be an ongoing discussion of what kind of 
church we want Bradley Hills to be.  We discussed the things that 
we believe matter most to members of the congregation, some of 
which were preaching of the Word, education, music, mission, and 
worship.  This is a topic to which we will return in future meetings. 
 
We also discussed the nature of our relationship with BJC, 
particularly BHPCôs participation in the Intercongregational 
Partnership (IPPES).  Pastor Gray advised that there are only two 
regular attendees at IPPES meetings from Bradley Hills, while BJC 
has stronger representation.  It was the sense of those at our 
meeting that lack of time rather than lack of interest is what keeps 
BHPC representation at IPPES meetings so low.  We all place a 
very high value on the relationship we have with BJC and look 
forward to it continuing long into the future. 
 
Finally, we discussed the possibility of moving the time for the start 
of the early worship service from 8:15 AM to 8:30 AM.  Session 
understands that the 8:15 starting time was established to insure 
that the early service would end before the start of the education 
hour.  All of the members of Session who attend the early service 
indicated support for the change, so long as such a change does 
not impact upon the churchôs education program.  We will revisit 
this issue at our June meeting. 
 

JUNE 

The first order of business at the June meeting of the Session was 
to revisit our annual budget.  At the time of adoption of the 2009 
budget, Session agreed to take up at our June meeting the 
question whether there was a possibility of reallocating funds to the 
mission budget, which is significantly lower in 2009 than it was in 
2008.  Alvin Stenzel of the Financial Stewardship Lay Ministry 
reported that the revenue projected at the time of adoption of the 
budget appears to right on target and, unfortunately, that there is 
no expectation that funds in addition to those budgeted will be 
received this year; accordingly, there are no additional funds 
available to allocate to this yearôs mission budget at this time. 
 
Session next turned its attention to a motion from Financial 
Stewardship that Session create a Planned Giving Subcommittee 
of that Lay Ministry; this motion passed unanimously.  The Session 
wishes to encourage members of the church to include Bradley 
Hills in their wills and to consider other forms of planned giving to 
the church.  Session recognizes that planned gifts, because they 
typically would be made from membersô assets, rather than 
incomes, could greatly enhance the churchôs ability to maintain its 
facilities, increase mission giving, and fund church programs.  It is 
expected that the Planned Giving Subcommittee will be organized 
very soon and that a Planned Giving Program for Bradley Hills will 
be in place by the spring of 2010. 
 
Our next item of business was a motion from Property 
Management to reallocate funds in the Building and Grounds 
Restricted Fund for repairs to the sheds in the parking lot as 
follows: $3,000 from the Columbarium and $1207 from window 
shades for Covenant Hall.  Session postponed action on this 
motion until its July meeting so that the nature of the restrictions on 
the use of the funds in question can be determined. 
 
At the request of Worship and Arts, Session changed the starting 
time of the early worship service from 8:15am to 8:30am, beginning 
in September 2009.  Attendance at the early service has dwindled 
over the last year, and it is hoped that by making this change 
attendance at that service will increase. It was Sessionôs 
understanding in making this change that the early service will not 
end after 9:15am so that those in attendance will be able to be 
timely participants in the education programs. 

 
Worship and Arts also proposed that Session establish a policy 
with regard to the ñstyleò of communion to be used at Bradley Hills, 
and Session adopted Worship and Artsô proposal, as follows: (1) 
from September through May, the ñtraditionalò style communion 
service be used exclusively during the second (10:30am) service 
and the ñintinctionò style be used exclusively during the first 
(8:30am) service; (2) from June through August, the intinction style 
will be used exclusively for the single summer (10:30am) service; 
and (3) changes to this pattern, for a given Sunday will be allowed 
at the pastorsô discretion. 

 
Finally, Session once again celebrated our continuing relationship 
with the Bethesda Jewish Congregation.  Pastor Gray expressed 
his pleasure with the opportunity he had to speak at BJCôs Friday 
Night Service on June 5, 2009, as part of the annual pulpit 
exchange between our congregations, and Session lifted up the 
moving message delivered by Hazzan Sunny Schnitzer to our 
congregation at worship on June 14, 2009.

Kevin Gschwend Receives Global Mission Scholarship  

Kevin Gschwend will leave for Cape Town, South Africa, on August 1 to participate in a cultural 
immersion program that will enable him to explore the richness of cultural and ethnic diversity of that 
region.  He is receiving a combined grant of $2,000 ï ($800 from a Global Mission Scholarship and 
$1200 from Church and Society mission trips funds) toward his costs.  In exchanges with Church and 
Society members he has agreed to be alert to diverse musical styles, the impact of HIV/AIDS on the 
society and how climate change and environmental issues relate to South Africa.  If possible, he may 
make some musical connections for a future Community of Caring Concert.  Upon his return he has 
agreed to share slides and some of the highlights of his experience with Bradley Hills members in 
order to enhance our congregationôs understanding of diversity and inclusivity in culture and, 
inevitably, in musicð since that is his passion. 
 
Here are Kevinôs own words taken from a flyer advertising a fund-raising event for the trip:   
 

For those of you who don't know, my name is Kevin Gschwend and I'm a member at 
Bradley Hills.  For the last couple years I was up in Cleveland working for a jazz/blues/
c lass ica l /wor ld  mus ic record company cal led Te larc /Heads Up 
International.  Unfortunately, I was laid off along with over half of the employees due to the 
poor economy.  I moved back to the area back in late February and have been looking at 
other opportunities.  After talking to my good friend Ted Hamilton who's done mission 
work for BHPC in the past in the Philippines, I decided that I wanted to pursue a Volunteer 
work program in South Africa.   

 
I've always wanted to travel to South Africa with my college studies in African music and working for 
a record label that promoted many South African musicians. I figured this was a great opportunity to 
pursue a great cause and immerse myself in a culture that I've been very passionate about.  I'm 
doing the program through a great non-profit organization called Cross-Cultural Solutions 

(www.crossculturalsolutions.org) who coordinates volunteers all over the world.  Finally, I also have 
sponsorship support from the BHPC Global Mission Scholarship and also Church and Society 
committees.  I will be in South Africa for 3 months doing work in the following fields: Education, 

Healthcare, Community Development, and Caregiving... starting August 1st, 2009. 
 

I look forward to learning as much as I can about the culture of South Africa in all of its elements.  I 
also look forward to acting as a liaison between South Africa and Bradley Hills in terms of 
establishing connections and educating the [C&S] Council and other members about pertinent 
issues.ò
