Cedar Hill Summer Feeding Program

Thank you for your interest in the Summer Feeding Program.

Cedar Hill will be opening two feeding centers beginning on Monday, June 8. The CHISD will offering hot
breakfast and lunch, Monday through Friday at High Pointe Elementary and Highlands Elementary. The feeding
centers will stay open throughout the summer or until interest wanes. Breakfast will be from about 7:30 AM - 8:15
AM and lunch will be from 11:30 AM - 12:15 PM. These times are subject to change.

We would like each church or organization to sponsor one meal per week. This would be a breakfast or lunch where
at least 3 - 4 adult volunteers from your church would come each week to serve as monitors in the cafeteria and
clean up when the meal is completed. It is important to be sure that you can supply at least 3 - 4 adult volunteers
each week when you sign up.

The district has several guidelines they would like for you to follow as you come to volunteer:

1. All adult volunteers must be approved through the school district. The process involves completing an
application form, and consenting to a criminal background check. Once your background check is cleared,
your volunteer badge will be processed and issued. A photo will be tfaken at the government center. Due to
the large volume of applications received, processing may take up to two weeks. An application and
instructions will be attached.

2. Volunteers need to arrive in the cafeteria 15 minutes before the start of the meal.

3. Youth groups and families may participate. However, no children under age 6 may volunteer and children
from ages 6 - 14 must be accompanied by a parent or guardian.

4. Feel free to wear your church shirts or other clothing, however, we respectfully ask that you refrain from
handing out literature on school property.
