One pastor may oversee ten or more
congregations and the day to day life of the congregation is in the hands of
the elders. Though we are blessed with more pastors than the African
churches, we still need to mine the leadership gifts of our elders to rise to the
challenges before us. To be a Presbyterian elder is a unique and high calling,
and there’s no fQlickoonm Marchlzadwmn to read her words on
evangelism.]
