What is Mission Juarez Stateside?

It is an opportunity for 18 people (per week) to serve God by helping the
“poorest of the poor” in El Paso, Texas. We will be working with the Cristo
Rey Lutheran Church, an ELCA congregation in the heart of a low-income
Hispanic district of El Paso. Cristo Rey ministers to people on both sides of
the El Paso/Juarez Border.

Due to elevated travel warnings, Mission Juarez Stateside will not cross the
border in 2009. The mission stays the same; the location will change.

Who is leading the mission?
Garold and Gretchen Jones, veterans of this trip.
Where do we stay?

Accommodations will be at a Red Roof Inn for 3 nights and in a dormitory style building at Cristo Rey for the
remaining nights. As in any large city, safety precautions should always be followed.

How do we get to El Paso?

Participants fly or drive to El Paso (these travel arrangements are to be made individually). Lutheran Church of
Hope staff will make hotel reservations.

What types of projects will be completed? Do | need
construction skills?

Projects may include remodeling of buildings, assisting with an after-
school enrichment program and helping in some of the "colonias" of El
Paso (communities that are home to those most in need). A willingness to
learn is all that’s required. Everyone pitches in and you can learn new
things!



What are the conditions like?

You will be out of your comfort zone as you interact with the poor of El Paso, especially the children. God will
bless them through you, and you in turn, will be blessed through them! While you will certainly be tired, you will
have the time of your life!

How will faith connections be made with our mission ?

Each day begins with group prayer. We end the day with devotions and reflections on the day. Throughout the
day, we interact prayerfully with the people of the area. We bring support and encouragement to the
missionaries of the area and to the people, as well as share the everlasting love of Jesus Christ with them.

What is the cost?

The cost is $375 per person (per week), which includes:
- Lodging in El Paso (motel and dormitory)
Food at Cristo Rey
Transportation in El Paso
T-shirt
Required Missionary Insurance

Additional costs include:
Additional meals while in EI Paso
Transportation to El Paso (fly or drive)
Other expenditures, such as souvenirs, are at your discretion.
