An opportunity to serve God by helping the most impoverished 
residents in El Paso, Texas. We will be working with the Cristo Rey 
Lutheran Church, an ELCA congregation in the heart of a low-
income Hispanic district of El Paso.  

Who is leading the mission?

Where do we stay? 
Two nights are spent in a hotel in El Paso. The remaining nights 
are spent in a dormitory-style building at Cristo Rey. 

How do we get to El Paso? 
Participants fly or drive to El Paso (these travel arrangements are to be made individually). 
Lutheran Church of Hope staff will make hotel reservations.  

What types of projects will be completed? Do I need  construction 
skills? 
Missionaries may work on a variety of projects including but not limited to:  
construction, assisting with an after-school enrichment program, adult Bible 
studies and outreach within the El Paso community.�2Team members will 
also participate in worship and fellowship with the Cristo Rey congregation. 
A willingness to learn is all that’s required. Everyone pitches in and you can 
learn new things!     

How will faith connections be made with our mission ? 
Each day begins with group prayer. We end the day with devotions and reflections on the 
day. Throughout the day, we interact prayerfully with the people of the area. We bring support 
and encouragement to the ministries of the area and to the people, as well as share the 
everlasting love of Jesus Christ with them.  



What is the cost? 
The cost is $375 per person, which includes: 

·  Lodging in El Paso 
·  Food at Cristo Rey 
·  Transportation in El Paso 
·  T-shirt 
·  Required Missionary Insurance

·  Transportation to El Paso (fly or drive) 
·  Other expenditures, such as souvenirs, are at your 
discretion.
