SPIRITUAL DISCIPLINES
Growing In Our Faith

-Dr. Jenkins

Study

(A study of Richard Foster’'s
Celebration of Discipline)

The purpose of studying and utilizing the Spiritual
Disciplines is for the total transformation of the
person. All the disciplines aim at replacing old
destructive habits of thought with new life-giving
habits; however, nowhere is this purpose more clearly
seen than in the Discipline of study. The Apostle
Paul says weare “...transformed by the renewing of our
mind” (Rom. 12:2); and that the mind is renewed by
applying it to those things that will transform it.
“Finally, brothers, whatever is true, whatever is noble,
whatever is right, whatever is pure, whatever is lovely
whatever is admirable—if anything is excellent or
praiseworthy—think about such thing@?hil. 4:8).

Why is it that some people can be faithful in their
church attendance, yet the tenor of their lives remains
unchanged? Foster says it is because they have neve
taken up one of the central ways God uses to change
us: study. Jesus said, “You shall know the truth and
the truth shall set you free.” (Jn. 8:32) It is the
knowledge of the truth that transforms our minds
and our lives. Good feelings will not free us; ecstatic
experiences will not free us; getting “high on Jesus”
will not free us; it is the knowledge of the truth that
sets us free and that knowledge is acquired through
the discipline of study.

The purpose of study is to direct our minds
repeatedly and regularly toward certain modes of
thought about God and human relationships. What
we study determines the kind of habits we develop.
Our minds will always take on an order conforming
to that which it concentrates on. Foster identifies 4
steps in study. They are:
1.Repetition - this channels the mind in a specific
direction.
2.Concentration - this centers the mind and
focuses the mind on what is being studied.
3.Comprehension this focuses on the
“knowledge” if the truth. Jesus said it is not just
the truth, but the knowledge of the truth that sets
you free.
4.Reflection - this defines the significance of what
we study.
