During the November 25, 2008 meeting of the Session, the following motions from the denominational task force were approved: 
Motion #1

Pursuant to the recommendation of the Denominational Issues Task Force, the Session of First Presbyterian Church of Florence, SC hereby commits to the Dual Track approach outlined below with regard to determining the extent and nature of the relationship between this congregation and the PCUSA:

(1) While we remain part of PCUSA, we will be intentionally proactive in the continuing effort to bring about needed change and/or realignment. (2) We will simultaneously do our due diligence in exploring dismissal alternatives and the ramifications thereof.

Our efforts within PCUSA will include, but not be limited to: (1) taking the lead to defeat the proposed amendment to G-6.0106b, (2) initiating overtures, (3) networking with like-minded clergy and congregations, (4) closely monitoring both PCUSA and renewal groups, (5) attending PCUSA and renewal gatherings, (6) monitoring church court cases and (7) further defining who we are as a congregation through the development of essential tenets.

With regard to dismissal options, the list of concerns that we will address includes, but is not limited to: (1) Book of Order provisions, (2) Process and Precedents, (3) Property Issues, (4) Legal Issues, (5) Pros and cons, (6) Financial Considerations, (7) participation in selected PCUSA and Presbytery Ministries, (8) potential for divisiveness (9) other denominations pros and cons.

Motion #2

The Task Force will schedule, publicize and conduct a detailed briefing open to the entire congregation no later than early January of 2009.

Motion #3

The Task Force is both authorized and directed to recruit and organize individuals into working groups assigned to address the issues and perform the functions necessitated by the Dual Track strategy we have endorsed.
