Graduation of five students from the Baptist Bible School of Belize (BBSB), a new Executive Secre-

tary Treasurer (EST), new staff at the Baptist Training Center, new churches sending teams to Belize, CBFNC members participating in the Baptist Association of Belize (BAB) General Assembly, a Belizian pastor studying for his Doctor of Ministry at Gardner Webb; what a year for Belize missions.

Antolino Flores resigned (for health reasons) from his post as EST of the Baptist Association.  He 

had done a tremendous job and endeared himself to many.  It is great that he continues in his role as 

the Belizian on-site coordinator for the pastor school.

The new EST is Henry Baizar, (Belizebap@btl.net) a graduate of the first class from the BBSB.  

Henry is now the contact that you will use along with me (BelizeBaptistPT@cs.com) for information about construction and other work in Belize.  Working with us is Eric Maas.  He and his wife, Julie, 

are the CBF missionaries who are serving at the Baptist Training Center (director@belizebtc.org) 

near Belmopan.  Eric helped a lot in the interim between Antolino’s resignation and Henry’s appoint-ment. In October, the Maas family hosted CBFNC leaders and acted as guide, providing valuable information and transportation to potential worksites and to the BAB General Meeting in Belize City.  

The first group of graduates from the BBSB joyfully received their certificates at the BAB General Meeting.  Linda Jones, Larry Hovis and Brenda Hipp were privileged to participate in the ceremony.  

Leaders and volunteers from the BAB and CBFNC had productive meetings on the same weekend 

as the General Assembly.  The Partnership Covenant was reviewed and a focus on building the 

association was named the common goal.  Another CBFNC leader, Rick Jordan, spoke to the Pastors Summit in Belize on January 31, 2009.

Thanks to Scott Hagaman’s advocacy, Pastor Norman Willacey was able to enroll in the Doctor of Ministry program at Gardner-Webb School of Divinity this fall with GWU providing free tuition, 

fees, and books.  Norman hopes to use this degree to help him develop a Baptist college in Belize.  

Bob/ Rea Lamb are providing him with housing and local churches are needed to pay for his airfare.  FBC-Marion, FBC-Lexington and CBFNC paid for one flight each for August, October and January.

February—FBC Lexington and Roxboro did medical clinics in the south at Punta Gorda, Medina 

Bank and Trio Baptist Churches. 

The BBSB held its seventh session in May.  Teachers:  Mike Browder of Virginia. Ron Boswell of Washington, DC and Henry Byrd, retired missionary living in Durham.

June—New Community and Woodhaven along with Wallace McCall from Rozman did construction

at Libertad Baptist Church and held guitar and reading training for churches in the northern region.  

June—Memorial Baptist Buies Creek did VBS and construction at Mt. Zion Baptist (Independence)
July—FBC Enfield took first trip to Belize working at Fabers Road and Biscayne Baptist Churches.

August—FBC Marion installed and furnished a house near the BTC. 
The BBSB held its eighth session in August.  Five students took their last exams to complete their Certificate.  Teachers: Rodney Hunter from Washington, D.C., and David Waugh of Mississippi. 

October—Linda Winslow of FBC High Point accompanied Brenda Hipp and CBFNC leaders to see  mission sites for 2009.  Distributed at the BAB General Meeting were five Q-chords donated by FBC Rutherfordton to the BAB for Beth Hefner’s BBSB students to use in their churches (Fabers Road, Light of the Valley, Punta Gorda, Silver Creek and Benque Viejo).

The BBSB held its ninth session in January.  Two women enrolled.  Teachers:  Dr. David Waugh and Dr. Mike Browder from Virginia and Archie Jones, retired missionary from South America.

January-- FBC Marion worked on homes near the BTC and conducted medical clinics at Armenia, San Martin, Benque, La Gracia, BTC, and the Baptist High School.
January/February--Trinity Baptist in Raleigh began their three-year partnership with Lagoon Road by doing construction.  Gave 420 flash drives to the BAB for students/pastors’ use for information storage.

February-- FBC Lexington—doing painting and wood rot repairs at Baptist Training Center, work with Baptist High School, Circle sponsored a child from Iglesia Bautista Getsemani for high school.
