Moments ago their eighteen year old son Toby told them 
he was old enough to make his own decisions and instead of accompanying them to Power Prayer as he had done 
so may times prior, he was going to hang out with some friend from High School and out the door he went.  Bro 
Jones was very upset because he blamed himself for not seeing this event coming.  Sis Jones attempted to comfort 
her husband and insisted they leave for Power Prayer.  The 15-minute ride to church was quiet.  No one had 
spoken a word as they pulled into the Church parking lot.  Sis Jones asked prayer for her son and strength for the 
family as they attempt to deal with this situation.  Late that evening, Toby returns home and hears his parents 
praying in their room.  He shrugs his shoulders and goes to bed because clearly they don’t understand.  The next 
day Bro Jones approaches his son who is relaxing in the back yard.
