(Zephaniah 3:14-18; Philippians 4:4-7; Luke 3:10-18) 

  

A recent IKEA advertisement had a very catchy and 

amusing phrase.  It said: where there is room for two, three 

can fit.  And you would watch people gladly making room 

to receive another person in their small apartment or home.  

The nice thing is that they were doing it with joy and not as 

an imposition.  Where there is room for two, we can 

accommodate three is something we readily say when we 

are expecting a visitor or when the family prepares to 

welcome a new member with joy and hope.  We know well 

that receiving this visitor or family member can imply 

discomforts or sacrifices, but it is done with pleasure and 

produces an even great happiness.   

 

The message we receive today is somewhat similar to this, 

although much more powerful.  For those willing to share 

everything they have, knowing in reality that it is not theirs, 

they are offered abundant and everlasting happiness 

because in sharing they receive the presence of God in their 

lives.  Where there is room for two, there is room for three, 

and room for God.  And this is a reason for joy and 

salvation.  We will not be saved, nor can we make a smooth 

way for the Lord by keeping to ourselves and refusing to 

make room for others and share.  The only thing we achieve 

with this attitude is that no one will come to see us or want 

to spend time with us, making our life much poorer. 

 

The type of conversion the Lord is asking for is one that 

allows him to arrive this Christmas.  It is a conversion that 

demands sacrifice, effort, and commitment, even publicly, 

but it offers all the happiness of having the presence of God 

in our lives.
