 Una Gran Luz Ilumina Toda La Tierra A Great Light Illuminates The Earth 

 La Epifan²a del Se¶or 

(Isa²as 60:1-6; Efesios 3:2-3, 5-6; Mateo 2:1-12) 
 

No es necesario ser muy sabio para entender las dificultades que 

pueden surgir en las relaciones entre personas de diversas 

culturas.  No es sólo por las comidas, ni por las costumbres, sino 

muchas veces por la manera de entender la vida y las relaciones, 

por la manera de pensar y de comunicarse.  Todos venimos con 

nuestra propia cultura familiar y de nuestro país y pensamos que 

nuestras maneras son las maneras correctas y que todo lo demás 

está fuera de un auténtico sentido de buena educación.  

Podríamos llegar a pensar que las personas de otro cultura son 

inferiores a nosotros, o no tan buenas o dignas de la salvación de 

Dios.  Lo distinto, por otra parte, produce temor.  Es como 

caminar por aguas pantanosas.  Nunca sabemos cuándo vamos a 

pisar en falso y nos vamos a hundir.  Conversar sobre las 

diferencias podría ayudar, pero a veces también se convierte en 

un motivo más de tensión, porque no se entiende a la otra cultura 

o, lo que podría ser peor, porque uno u otro lado se siente 

juzgado y amenazado.   
 

Por otra parte en tiempos de gran dificultad económica, el 

escape más seguro es el ataque a los distintos, a los diferentes.  

Es decir, a los inmigrantes.  De eso, desgraciadamente, estamos 

viendo mucho hoy día. 
 

Por otro lado, a veces nos escudamos en defectos propios 

diciendo que son parte de nuestra cultura, como por ejemplo 

sería la informalidad o la falta de puntualidad, o incluso a veces 

el machismo (que es parte de todas las culturas y en ninguna de 

ellas es correcto).  O nos escudamos en que “así somos”.  A 

veces nos hemos sentido discriminados y, cuando tenemos 

delante a alguien distinto, le hacemos, con variaciones, lo mismo 

que nos hicieron a nosotros. 
 

Lo que hoy se nos dice es que la Epifanía (manifestación de 

Dios) es para todos.  Dios desea manifestarse a todos los 

pueblos, porque ama a todos.  La Encarnación de Dios, la gracia 

más asombrosa de Dios para este mundo, es para todos.  Cristo 

no se hizo hombre solamente para un pueblo concreto, sino para 

la humanidad.  Es para todos los pueblos y todas las naciones sin 

excluir a ninguna.  Los regalos de Dios, provenientes de todo el 

mundo, porque todos tienen riquezas y bendiciones que aportar, 

se ofrecen a todos aquellos a quienes la Encarnación de Dios ha 

venido a levantar y a dignificar.   

Feast of the Epiphany of the Lord 
(Isaiah 60:1-6; Ephesians 3:2-3, 5-6; Matthew 2:1-12) 

 

You don’t have to be extremely wise to understand the 

difficulties that could emerge in relationships between people 

of different cultures.  Not just in the types of food or traditions 

we have, but also in the way we understand life and 

relationships, in our way of thinking, and how we 

communicate.  We all have our own popular culture, as well as 

traditions from our native countries.  We think our ways are 

correct and all else remains outside the true sense of a good 

education.  We could even reach the point of believing that 

people from other cultures are inferior to us, not as good as we 

are or even undignified to receive God’s salvation.  On the 

other hand, things that are different can often produce fear.  

It’s as if we were walking on marshy waters, we never know 

when we might sink.  To speak about our differences can often 

produce fear.  It’s as if we were walking on marshy waters, we 

never know when we might sink.  To speak about our 

differences might help, but sometimes it can also become one 

more source of tension because we don’t understand the 

culture or what’s worse, one side or the other feels judged or 

threatened.   
 

During times of economic difficulties, one sure escape is to 

attack those who are different.  That is, the immigrants.  

Unfortunately, it is something we are witnessing a lot 

nowadays. 
 

Recently there has been a wave of attacks against immigrants, 

with these feelings of exclusion further aggravated by fears 

emerging from the tremendous economic crisis we are 

enduring. 
 

On the other hand, we sometimes hide behind our 

shortcomings justifying them as a part of our culture such as 

our informality, the lack of punctuality, and even the 

machismo found in all cultures but unacceptable in any of 

them.  We may even hide behind the saying, “that is just how 

we are.” 

 

Today we are told that Epiphany (the manifestation of God) is 

for everyone.  God wants to manifest himself in all people 

because he loves everyone.  He is here for all people and all 

nations, and no one is excluded.  The gifts from God originate 

from everyone, because we all have riches and blessings to 

give, and they are offered to all those whom the Incarnation of 

God has come to lift up and dignify.
