Sefor
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Feast of the Baptism of the Lord
(Isaiah 42:1-4; Acts 10:34-38; Mark 1:7-11)

Many immigrants in this country are employed in the service
sector, in restaurants, hotels and transportation. In times of
economic struggles and huge anti-immigrant sentiments we
often ask ourselves what would happen if there were no
immigrants working in the service sector. We know that many
large cities would become practically paralyzed. Service is
indispensable in our society and those who serve are extremely
important people during the course of human life.

But as Christians we are all called, without exceptions, to a
greater service. In our baptism we were anointed and to be
anointed means to become a servant. In Christian life,
becoming a servant is the only path to follow Christ. When
the disciples asked Jesus if they could sit on his right side, he
responded by asking them if they were willing to serve the
smallest and to be the last ones. Jesus said that he did not
come to be served, but to serve and bring salvation for
everyone. It is a generous service; one filled with sacrifices
and sometimes it is even risky. To serve is not an easy thing.
Often those whom we serve fail to demonstrate even the
slightest bit of gratitude. To serve is hard because it can entail
leaving behind a lot of comforts, giving up our time and even
money, as well as the privacy we would like to have. To serve
is too often not glorious and it does not bring fame or fortune.
Yet, it is what we are called to do as the children of God, the
brother or sister of Christ, kings, priests, and prophets. To
serve is our greatest dignity because it provides a measurement
of who we are, just as it did to Jesus, the Anointed One and
Servant of God.

In addition to our daily work, how can we become servants of
Christ? It is about making sense out of everything we do? It
is a way of viewing our daily job as a vocation to serve others,
our family, and God. We serve God when we realize that
through our work the lives of other people are made better and
when we fulfill our obligations with responsibility and care.
We serve God when we take care of those who are weak, teach
others, and care for our families and when we generously give
all that we are and have s
love and peace is felt in this world. That is, when we fulfill
our baptism as kings, priests, and prophets. And therein lies
our dignity. It could not be the furthest from servility
