Second Sunday in Ordinary Time 
(1 Samuel 3:3b-10, 19; 1 Corinthians 6:13c-15a, 17-20; 

John 1:35-42) 
 

There is a ballad titled ñIf you tell me to come, I will leave 

everything.ò  This could easily be a vocational hymn.  Vocation 

is a calling; the voice of someone (in the life of faith it is God) 

who says ñcome.ò  The response to this call is to leave 

everything behind and follow the calling out of love.  Vocations 

can come in many ways: through the testimony of others and the 

example of people called to follow God and who often 

heroically pursued their call and commitment.  This example 

imitates a personôs search and responds to the invitation of God 

by way of Jesus Christ. 
 

What are we looking for?  How do we hear the possible calls 

that are coming from God?  What are we waiting for to respond?  

Many people around us provide examples of responding to 

Godôs call with their lives.  They are the people who serve, live 

for others, and give generously what they have for the benefit of 

others.  They are people who do not keep track of what they 

give, are loyal, honest, meet their obligations, and to sum it up, 

are a manifestation of the life of Christ in this world.  We all 

know and can think about people who are like that.  Sometimes 

we think they cannot be imitated, but if we think carefully about 

their lives, maybe we will realize that their circumstances are not 

that different from ours.  They simply dared to put everything at 

Godôs will, without hiding anything or keeping talents for 

themselves out of comfort or stinginess.   
 

During these times when so much is said about change, the 

people who hear the call and follow are those who dare to 

change something in their surroundings, no matter how small it 

may seem.  They donôt think that, since they cannot resolve the 

worldôs greatest problems, why bother resolving those that are 

right next to them.   
 

There were only twelve apostles and they were not precisely the 

wisest or most powerful people of their time.  Nor were they 

very brilliant, according to the ineptness they express in the 

gospel and their slowness in understanding the message of 

Christ.   
 

What is being asked of us?  First, to listen when the Lord speaks.  

Even if it seems that a voice is so simple it cannot come from 

God, it does, precisely because it is so simple or easygoing.  It 

can be something as simple as smiling, spending time with 

someone who feels lonely, reprimanding a bad gesture or a show 

of impatience, and just listening to a child who wants to tell you 

what appears to be an extremely boring story.  It could also be 

something greater, such as getting involved in an act of justice 

or dedicating our life to service in another country.  Everyone 

has a great vocation cemented in the smaller calls, which 

throughout the day may seem less heroic or courageous, but are 

nonetheless enormously important.
