Many times in the soap operas we watch, there are characters 

that portray the role of the mistreated servants or are 

considered inferior.  The great secret behind the servant is 

that in reality she is the mother of the young lord, who is 

unaware that the person making such great sacrifices for him 

also gave him life.  Or perhaps, the servant is the one that 

possesses great wisdom, understanding and unconditional 

love, very similar to God. 
 

If this figure seems familiar, then we can better understand 

the mysterious figure of the Suffering Servant, who acts in 

silence and carries much pain.  He is, definitely, the one who 

brings greater life; who with his pain obtains freedom and 

salvation for many.  It is through him that we learn 

unconditional love is not hampered by obstacles, difficulties, 

pain or the aggravations encountered.  We are not 

accustomed to this form of love.  It feel too heroic  

and perhaps even a bit irrational.  It is certainly 

disproportionate, yet it is the only type of love that is truly 

satisfying.  It is one that places no conditions to the 

continuation of love, no limits on commitment, and expects 

nothing in return beyond an abundant life, freedom and 

salvation.

As Catholics, we join with Christians throughout the world in 

observing the Week of Prayer for Christian Unity beginning 

Monday, January 18, 2010 and concluding January 25, 2010, 

the Feast of the Conversion of St. Paul. The Catechism of the 

Catholic Church reminds us that to achieve Christian unity we 

"must always pray and work to maintain, reinforce, and perfect 

the unity that Christ wills" and that "The desire to recover the 

unity of all Christians is a gift of Christ and a call of the Holy 

Spirit" (paragraph, 820). 
 

In the week ahead, I invite you to join me in praying for the 

gift of unity to which Our Lord calls us. The theme for our 

observance of the Week of Christian Unity this year is, "You 

are witnesses to these things" (Luke 24:48). This theme is an 

important reminder that the witness of Christian life can have a 

powerful effect on the lives of others. When we offer our 

prayers in Christ's name, when we are attentive and give the 

hope of Christ to those in great need, and when we discuss 

with others our belief in Christ and who He is for us, these are 

each ways in which Christians are already united in a common 

witness to God in Christ at work in our daily life. 
 

As we pray during this Week of Prayer for Christian Unity, we 

do so mindful of the common witness to Christ we already 

share with other Christians, but we also pray that continued 

gestures of reconciliation may be possible so that the perfect 

unity among Christians for which Jesus prayed may come to 

pass: "That all may be one...that the world may believe" (John 

17:21). It is with this perfect unity that our common witness to 

Christ may be an even greater instrument in the life of those 

who do not believe. 
 

Include prayers for this perfect unity in your intentions this 

week, even pray with Christians who are not Catholic, but 

share a common love for Our Lord. May Our Lord Jesus bless 

you in this important endeavor and Mary, Mother of the 

Church, continue to guide you and watch over you always.
