Update presentation on the New Church

- presented by John Nussbaum, January 17/18, 2009

Good progress has been made since we hired our architect, McClure Hopkins Architects. Last September, many of the
leaders of our parish community had a brainstorming session with the architect. All of our wants and needs were

gat hered. Knowing that we

coul dnot

afford to do

split the list into needs that should be addressed now and needs that we could address later. These results were then
presented to the architect for him to use as he developed our master site plan that will be used for developing the
property for the next 20-30 years. After several sessions, with the architect, we now have our site plan. On the handout,
that you should have, you will find a copy of our site plan. It shows the placement of all of the buildings that we have
today, this church, our education building and the rectory. It also shows where the new Church will be built. It also
shows the future education building, new social hall and the possible expansion of the new Church. These future
phases and the possible Church expansion could be built after the loan for our new Church is paid off. If you have any
guestions on this site plan, please see me after Mass outside.

The Building Committee is also in the process of selecting a contractor for our new Church. Based on research that
they did, they narrowed the list from eleven down to four possible contractors. They have interviewed each of the four
contractors and will recommend one to become part of the building team along with the architect.. Their
recommendation will be made to the Steering Committee at their January 28" meeting. The Steering Committee will

make a recommendation to Father Joseph. If he approves of our recommendation, we could have a contractor on board

in early February.

The architect is currently working on conceptual drawings of our new Church. When the first draft is completed, the
architect will work with the Steering and Building committees and our contractor to make sure our needs are properly
addressed and that the cost are hopefully kept within our budget. When the conceptual drawings are complete, the
contractor will cost out the building. This will give us our first good estimate of what our new Church will cost. We will
present what has been designed and the cost estimate to the entire parish. A realistic timetable for this presentation is
several weeks after Easter. Assuming that the estimated costs are within our budget and a majority of you approve of
what is presented, we will then schedule a meeting with the Diocese to get approval to move forward with the detailed

drawings and to get

approval
