Fourth Sunday in Ordinary Time 
(Deuteronomy 18:15-20; 1 Corinthians 7:32-35; Mark 1:21-28) 

 

Some people have authority because the government of the 

nation, voters in a democratic process or their position of 

power has granted it to them, although such authority is 

often not recognized as being authentic.  However, there are 

people who do not hold any position of importance, but 

when they speak everyone listens.  They have an authority 

that seems to emanate from within.  It appears, above all 

else, to stem from the coherence between words and 

actions.   
 

It is difficult to trust a person who says one things but sends 

a completely different message with their own life.  For 

example, someone who speaks of love and respect for 

human life but mistreats their family at home; or a person 

who speaks about justice but fails to fairly compensate 

employees, speaks of honesty but does not work the hours 

they get paid for or performs their responsibilities in a poor, 

inefficient of careless manner.   
 

There are people who try to impose their authority over 

everyone else in their home simply because they are the 

man of the house, but they have no real authority since they 

are not transmitting the will and love of God.  They could 

impose themselves over others by force, but deep down 

they have no true authority.  They may obtain obedience 

from the people around them or below them through fear 

and threats but they fail to earn the respect or admiration of 

the people. 
 

We see this happen on so many levels.  On the political 

level it is called tyranny and on the domestic level it is 

machismo or even domestic violence.  The assertion that 

ñthis is they way things are done because I said soò could 

attain, at most, feelings of fear, but never a true recognition 

of prophetic authority, which is the one sent by God.

Algunas personas tienen autoridad porque se la concede 

el gobierno de un país, el voto democrático, o su cargo.  

Pero en ocasiones, tal autoridad no es reconocida como 

verdadera.  Sin embargo hay otras personas que no tienen 

ningún cargo ni posición social, pero cuando hablan, 

todo el mundo escucha.  Tienen una autoridad que parece 

venir de dentro de ellas mismas.  Parece que se trata, 

sobre todo, de la coherencia entre palabras y hechos.   

Nos resulta difícil confiar en una persona que dice unas 

cosas pero luego las desdice con sus propia vida.  Por 

ejemplo, alguien que hable de amor y respecto a los 

derechos humanos y luego en casa maltrate a su familia.  

O alguien que hable de justicia y luego pague mal a sus 

empleados; o que hable de honradez y verdad y luego no 

trabaje el tiempo que debiera dar a sus trabajo, o lo haga 

de manera poco eficiente y descuidada. 
 

Hay personas que en su hogar se imponen simplemente 

por el hecho de que son del género masculino.  Pero no 

tienen una autoridad real, porque no transmiten la 

voluntad y el amor de Dios.  Puede que lleguen a 

imponerse por la fuerza, pero en el fondo no tienen 

ninguna autoridad.  Puede ser que consigan, por miedo y 

amenazas, la obediencia de las personas de su alrededor, 

o de sus súbditos, pero no tienen el respeto ni la 

admiración de la gente.   
 

Esto lo vemos ocurrir a muchos niveles.  A nivel político 

se llama tiranía y a nivel doméstico podría ser machismo 

o violencia dom®stica.  El argumento de ñesto se hace as² 

porque lo digo yoò podr²a conseguir, a lo m§s, un 

asentimiento amedrantado.  Pero nunca el 

reconocimiento de verdadera autoridad profética, es 

decir, enviada por Dios.
