(Job 7:1-4, 6-7; 1 Corinthians 9:16-19, 22-23; Mark 1:29-39) 

 

It is normal for things to get us down, in that our problems, whether they are work-related, money, or family, appear 

insurmountable.  When we felt crushed under all types of problems, perhaps we look for the reasons behind these and feel guilty.  

If I had done such a thing...behave another way...yet sometimes, just like Job, we canôt find an explanation.  We behaved 

appropriately, did everything within our reach, and instead of our efforts being compensated, we are trampled.   
 

We could complain to God just like Job did.  Or we could also reflect on our life in its entirety and see all the things that, if not 

during this moment, in some time of our life we have received and enjoyed.  Think about all the good things around us and all the 

joy and suffering of other people, not just our own. 
 

The past can sometimes sink us in bitterness and misery.  But Jesus comes to our rescue, healing even our most bitter and 

traumatic experiences, revealing all the positive things and reasons we must be grateful for.  With it, just like Job and Peterôs 

mother-in-law, we can get back on our feet and go out in the service of others. 
 

This is precisely what it means to evangelize: a service that announces the good news.  To bring good news is to bring joy, hoping 

for a positive spirit, which sees the best in others and is thankful for it.
