Patience

Third Sunday of Lent
(Exodus 3:18, 1315; 1 Corinthians 10:46, 1012; Luke 13:19)

God, give me patience! This is something we often say when

we are exasperated with the behavior of people close to us.

We become impatient when things are not done like we want
them or done in the time we want them: when we don't see
immediate results and know when our spouses or children

appear not to be listening to us. We know we have to live with

or accept the peculiarities of other people and even their bad
habits. Deep down we know they also have to put up with

ours. We are aware that at times, we can mess up things
because of a lack of patience. We rush in and wreck

something that required a longer process. This occurs often in
the kitchen, when we dondt wai
and we ruin the meal Or in |
allow the time they deserve and in the end it turns out bad.
Furthermore, lack of patience with those around us can also

lead to the breakup of relationships. It is true that people can
often test our patience, but what about us? Is it not true that
many ti mes we test Godoés
close to us? Is it not true that many times we plan to do things
better, work with enthusiasm, listen closely to our spouses and
children, pray more, learn about our religion, study and
advance ourselves? But we are weak and often do not have
the patience necessary to carry out our plans. Sometimes we
even demand more from others than we are willing to give.

There is a difference between the frustration and exasperation
that leaves us with no other option but to tolerate it, and the
real patience that comes from God, which is an expression of
pure and unconditional | ove.
time, we are certain what we wait for, with much love, will be
attained. As the reading from Exodus reminds us, God has
given us many examples of his patience. God walks with his
people and even becomes one with them, but he expects a
faithful response, one that bears fruit.

Patience comes as a gift from God and as an established
hope, it is our job to seek what God wants from us with both a
certainty and guarantee that the outcome will not be harmful.
And this assurance and patience from God should inspire,
console and motivate us. It inspires us to extend this same
patience toward others; consoles us because we know through
our experience that we do not deserve for God to wait so long
for us. Despite living in a culture where we feel we deserve
everything, deep down we know we have not earned anything.
Godds patience toward us shoul
lives and be prepared, not because God is going to punish us,
but because we love him and are grateful to Him for his infinite
mercy.
