In the instructional year ending in
2008, our Diocese has trained over 2,400 adults in how to
recognize and report child abuse and neglect. In addition,
nearly 22,000 parents have received information on how to
maintain a safe environment for their children. These efforts
demonstrate our continuing Diocesan commitment to ensure
that our children and youth will always have a safe setting
where they can learn and grow in the faith of Our Lord Jesus
Christ.

As we diligently continue to safeguard and nurture the faith of
our children, please be assured of my prayerful support for this
important work. May our Lord Jesus bless you and Mary,
Mother of the Church, watch over you always.
