Second Sunday of Easter  
(Acts 5:12-16; Revelation 1:9-11, 12-13; John 20:19-31) 

  

We often hear people say, ñI have to see it to believe it.ò  

There are things that seem so amazing, it is  hard to believe.  

Or we believe it if someone we trust has said it, because we 

believe that someone we trust will not lie to us.  Thomas 

didnôt even believe his friends, the community to which he 

belonged.  He had to see the wounds, the ultimate test that 

this was the same Jesus who suffered terribly and is now, 

according to what Thomas was told, alive. 

 

To believe in the resurrection of Jesus today we resort to 

faith and the testimony of the ecclesial community, which 

tells us this is the main mystery of our faith: that Christ 

triumphed over death.  It is not a faith that must be accepted 

without any proof, since we certainly have evidence of 

resurrection in our surroundings.  Each time we see the 

triumph of life, in other words, of good conquering evil.  

Each time we see that someone, in the name of Christ, cares 

for the pain of the needy, seeing their wounds and 

recognizing the face of Christ in them.  Each time we see in 

ourselves that kindness and generosity can conquer the 

temptation of selfishness and comfort.  Each time someone 

near us offers a wonderful forgiveness that we do not 

deserve.  Each time, overcoming our impulses and anger, 

we are capable of forgiving the one who did us wrong.  

Each time we witness the work of missionaries who face 

many dangers and difficulties throughout the world.  Each 

time a young person among us decides to devote their life to 

the service of God.  In all this we see the crucified and 

resurrected Jesus.  Our faith has all the evidence of wounds 

that are healed and resurrected.  Like Thomas, when we see 

so much kindness, we can shout, excited and grateful, ñMy
