I give you peace but not the way the world gives peace.  I 

donôt know what type of peace the world give, but if itôs a 

future secured by pension plans and other types of material 

guarantees, this peace neither endures nor is it deeply 

satisfying.  This type of peace is shaken when difficulties 

emerge, it seeks to run from conflicts, and escapes 

commitment when things get tough.  It is such a fleeting 

peace, it easily resorts to separations, divorce, or a change of 

employment when something goes wrong, severing the 

relationship instead of talking things over.  This peace has no 

guarantees unlike the profound peace of Jesus.  He speaks of 

a peace that is, enduring, and unaltered no matter how 

terrible conditions around us may seem. 

 

The peace from Jesus, is the kind that knows just how the 

story ends.  And in the end, good always triumphs over evil.  

Always.  We may be facing illness, unemployment, violence, 

war and death.  We could have serious problems in our 

family or conflicts over the different ways of thinking and 

customs in our community.  And yet we know the truth of 

Christ is much more powerful than the lie, death, and wars of 

this world.  To seek peace does not consist of escaping the 

reality of the world we live in our closing our eyes to what 

happens around us.  It is a journey to an interior point of 

encounter with God, where peace and strength to continue 

fighting exist, and acceptance of all those things we can do 

nothing about.  It consists, above all, in living and walking in 

the profound truth of God.   

 

When you walk with God it is not easy to walk away and 

seek your own peace.  When you walk with God, you walk 

with your best friend, who listens and comforts.  God 

promised Abraham and Moses, ñI will be with you.ò  The 

angel said to Mary, ñThe Lord is with you,ò although she had 

no idea, from that moment on, every step she took would be 

with the Son of God growing inside her.  If we walk with 

God we walk with a peace that cannot be shattered.
