The Ascension Of The Lord 
(Acts 1:1-11; Ephesians 1:17-23; Luke 24:46-53) 

  

A popular song says, ñSomething dies in our soul when a 

friend departs.ò  When their friend Jesus left, because of the 

significance of his friendship to the disciples, they could 

have said the same thing and perhaps more: that everything 

in their souls died when their friend departed. 
 

What is wonderful about the life of Jesus is that it is 

completely the opposite.  He departs, but nothing dies, 

instead he lives through the resurrection and with much 

greater power.  A new life that no longer recognizes death 

and with the victory of knowing nothing can ever be taken 

from them. 
 

The Feast of the Ascension of the Lord into heaven could 

represent something melancholic or sad, such as the end of 

their life and their sharing together as friends of Jesus.  But 

in reality, it marks a new friendship that is much more 

extensive and universal to all the new friends of Jesus, who 

received life in his Passion and resurrection.  This is a new 

life marked by discipleship and mission. 
 

ñHe promised to return,ò the disciples told the two men 

dressed in white as they stared at heaven.  It wouldnôt be 

hard for them to believe heôd be right back and they should 

stay and wait.  They had missed his return the first time 

when they didnôt see him conquer death and walk away from 

the sepulcher.  The angels told the disciples, ñThis Jesus, 

who was taken from you into heaven, will come back the 

same way you saw him go.ò   
 

To stare at heaven does not mean to remain bewildered 

without any sense of reality.  It means that with their eyes 

fixed on heaven, the disciples of Jesus, who personally knew 

the living Christ and had witnessed him conquer death, 

would begin rebuilding the earth.  In other words, they 

embraced the mission of sharing Christôs salvation with 

everyone.

Vacation Bible School 
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 Saint Eugene de Mazenod, OMI/San Eugenio de Mazenod, OMI 
Saint Eugene was an impetuous Mediterranean, caught as a 
child in the stormy upheavals of the French Revolution. He 
was born at Aix-en-Provence on August 1st, 1782, the son of 
Marie-Rose Joannis and Charles-Antoine De Mazenod. He 
inherited his father's native intelligence, strength of character 
and integrity. From his mother, he received insight and 
gentleness of heart. 
 

Early Years ~ When he was only nine he was force to flee 
with his father from the fury of the nobility bashers. Their 
lives were in constant turmoil. They sought refuge 
successively in Nice, (an Italian territory at the time), Turin, 
Venice, Naples, and finally, Palermo. In the midst of this 
turmoil, young Eugene managed to learn Italian, an asset 
which would serve him very handily in the years to come. At 
the end of all these adjustments he had also become familiar 
with the German Language. In whatever language he 
studied, this young man always rose to the top of his class. 
He was not, however, beyond a deep personal religious and 
moral crisis. When this troubled him in Venice, he sought out 
a saintly priest, Don Bartolo Zinelli, who inspired in him early 
thoughts of the priesthood. 
 

His Vocation ~ At the age of 20 Eugene returned to France. 
The exile was over. It didn't take him long to succumb once 
again to those same inane pleasures of the aristocracy which 
had lead to his earlier crisis in Italy. But God's Providence 
watched over this man who was destined to nurture a 
violently troubled church. The shallowness of the high life 
wearied him after a while, and two proddings by others 
towards a loveless marriage didn't help. Attraction to prayer 
reappeared. On Good Friday, 1807, he was touched by a 
special grace that drew him back to his previous fervor. This 
time it was a radical conversion. 
Once again thoughts of the priesthood began to materialize. 
Not even his mother's fierce opposition could alter his 
decision. He was ordained on December 21st, 1811, at the 
age of 29. From that time he renounced the prestige and 
comforts that his mother could offer. Free from wealth, he 
focused on ministry to the poor, beginning with youth, 
prisoners, and refuges. This nobleman preached to the 
simple folks of Aix in their own Provencal dialect. 
 

A Few Dates ~ Father de Mazenod gathered a few priestly 
companions, and in 1816 founded the Society of the 
Missionaries of Provence. On February 17th, 1826, Pope 
Leo XII approved their Constitution and Rules and gave them 
the title of Oblates of Mary Immaculate. On October 14th, 
1832, Eugene was ordained bishop with the See of Icosia. 
On December 24th, 1837, Pope Gregory XVI appointed him 
Bishop of Marseille. In 1841 the new religious society began 
to reach out beyond France. A first missionary was sent to 
England. Soon after, six Oblates arrived in Montreal, on 
December 2nd, 1841. Bishop de Mazenod died in Marseille 
on May 21st, 1861, at the age of 78. 
On May 22nd, 1935, his writings were formally presented in 
Rome and approved.  On January 14th, 1936, Pope Pius XI 
signed the decree that introduced the cause of Bishop de 
Mazenod in the Roman court. On December 12th, 1936, 75 
years after his death, the body of Bishop de Mazenod was 
exhumed, and found to be intact. In 1970, Pope Paul VI 
promulgated the decree of heroic virtues. On October 19th, 
1975, Blessed Eugene was beatified by Pope Paul VI. On 
December 3rd, 1995, he was canonized by Pope John Paul 
II, the first French bishop to be so recognized since 1588. 

San Eugenio fue un Mediterráneo impetuoso, atrapado cuando 
niño en la agitación tormentosa de la Revolución francesa. 
Nació en Aix-en-Provence  el 1º de agosto de 1782, el hijo de 
Marie-Rose Joannis y Charles-Antoine De Mazenod. Heredó la 
inteligencia nativa de su padre, fuerza de carácter y la 
integridad. De su madre, recibió intuición y nobleza de 
corazón.  
Los Primeros años ~ Cuando sólo tenía nueve años de edad, 
él fue forzado a huir con su padre de la furia de los que 
detestaban la nobleza. Sus vidas estaban en constante 
agitación. Buscaron refugio sucesivamente en Niza, (territorio 
italiano en ese tiempo), Turín, Venecia, Nápoles y por último, 
Palermo. En medio de esta agitación, el joven  Eugene logró 
aprender italiano, lo cual le serviría muy hábilmente en los 
próximos años. Al final de todos estos ajustes también se 
había familiarizado con el idioma alemán. En cualquier idioma 
que estudiaba, este joven siempre era parte superior de su 
clase. Sin embargo, no estaba más allá de una profunda crisis 
personal en las áreas religiosas y moral. Preocupado por esto 
en Venecia, buscó la ayuda de un sacerdote santo, Don 
Bartolo Zinelli, quien le inspiró los primeros pensamientos 
sobre el sacerdocio 
Su vocación ~ A la edad de 20 años Eugene regresó a 
Francia. El exilio había acabado.  No tardo en sucumbir 
nuevamente a los mismos placeres de la aristocracia, los 
cuales lo habían llevado a su crisis anterior en Italia. Pero la 
Providencia de Dios, cuido a este hombre que estaba 
destinado a fomentar una iglesia atormentada violentamente.  
La superficialidad de la vida de alta sociedad lo preocupaban 
después de un tiempo, y las bromas de otros sobre un 
matrimonio sin amor no ayuda tampoco.   Reapareció la 
atracción a la oración. Un Viernes Santo en 1807, él fue 
tocado por una gracia especial que lo llamó nuevamente a su 
fervor anterior. Esta vez fue una conversión radical.  
Una vez más los pensamientos del sacerdocio comenzaron a 
materializarse. Ni  la oposición feroz de su madre podría 
alterar su decisión. Fue ordenado el 21 de diciembre de 1811, 
a la edad de 29 años. Desde ese momento renunció al 
prestigio y comodidades que su madre le podía ofrecer. Libre 
de la riqueza, se concentró en el Ministerio a los pobres, 
comenzando con la juventud, prisioneros y refugios.  Este 
noble predicó a la simple gente de Aix en su propio dialecto 
provenzal.  
Algunas fechas ~ El padre de Mazenod reunió a unos 
compañeros sacerdotales y en 1816, fundó la sociedad de los 
misioneros de la Provenza. El 17 de febrero de 1826, León XII 
aprobó su Constitución y Reglamentos y les dio el título de los 
Oblatos de María Inmaculada. El 14 de octubre de 1832, 
Eugene fue ordenado como obispo con sede en Icosia. El 24 
de diciembre de 1837, el Papa Gregorio XVI lo nombró obispo 
de Marsella.  En 1841, la nueva sociedad religiosa comenzó a 
extenderse más allá de Francia. El  primer misionero fue 
enviado a Inglaterra. Poco después, seis Oblatos llegaron a 
Montreal, 2 de diciembre de 1841. El Obispo de Mazenod 
murió en Marsella el 21 de mayo de 1861, a la edad de 78 
años. 
El 22 de mayo de 1935, sus escritos fueron formalmente 
presentados en Roma y aprobados.   El 14 de enero de 1936, 
Pío XI firmó el decreto que introdujo la causa del obispo de 
Mazenod en la corte romana. El 12 de diciembre de 1936, 75 
años después de su muerte, el cuerpo del obispo de Mazenod 
fue exhumado y encontrado intacto.  En 1970, Pablo VI 
promulgó el decreto de virtudes heroicas. El 19 de octubre, de 
1975, Eugene Beato fue beatificado por el Papa Pablo VI.  El 3 
de diciembre de 1995, fue canonizado por el Papa Juan Pablo 
II, el primer obispo francés reconocido desde el año 1588.
