Decimotercero Domingo en Tiempo Ordinario
(Sabi dulb222324; 2 CoBintios 8:7, 9, 134;
Marcos 5:21-43)

El otro dia estaba en una misa con nifios y, en las peticiones, los
niflos empezaron a expresar en voz alta sus oraciones. La
inmensa mayoria se referia a personas que conocian que estaban
enfermas. Pedian su curacion, tal como lo hacian Jairo y la
mujer que toco a Jests. Seguramente que las oraciones de los
nifios siempre son escuchadas pero, ;qué tal se ya es el momento
de que la persona pase a otra vida? ;Les quedara a nuestros
niflos la impresion de que Dios quiere la muerte de alguien, o de
que no escucha sus oraciones, o de que no tiene el poder de
hacerlo? Nos podemos aplicar la misma pregunta a nosotros
mismos. A veces es posible que consideremos que Dios es algo
asi como un mago, que no hace mas que tocar a las personas y
estas quedan sanas. ;Qué sentimos cuando no lo hace?
[Interpretaremos que la voluntad de Dios es la muerte? Las
lecturas de hoy nos lo dicen bien claro: Dios no es autor de
muerte, ni es voluntad suya que haya muerte. Y sin embargo,
todos los dias mueren personas a nuestro alrededor.

God Gives Life To All

Thirteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time
(Wisdom 1:13-15, 2:23-24, 2 Corinthians 8:7, 9, 13-14;
Mark 5:21-43)

I recently attended a Mass with children and during the
intentions, they began expressing out loud their prayer
intentions. Most of these were about people they knew who
were sick. They asked for them to be healed just like Jairus and
the woman that touched
always heard, but what if the time has arrived for this person to
go on to the next life? Will the children be left with an
impression that God wants someone to die, that he does not
listen to their prayers or he does not have the power to do what
they are asking? Can we apply the same question to ourselves?
Sometimes it is possible that we may consider God to be
something of a magician and all he has to do is touch people,
and they are healed. How do we feel when this does not
happen? Do we interpret G
Todaybés readings clearly t
nor is it his will that we should die. And yet, everyday people
around us are dying. Is it that God is not listening to us? Or that
he cannot do what we ask of him?

How can we believe that God does not want death and yet at the
same time allows people to die?

The answer could be found in our faith in another life, which
does not end and does not yield to any law of death. Jairus and
the woman believed and they entered into a personal dialogue
with Jesus. And Jesus uncovered something for them that went
beyond physical healing. Who had been truly healed? The
woman sought physical healing, but found that Jesus pulled her
out of her social and religious isolation. He did not reject her
because she might have violated religious laws; instead he
reinstituted her into the center of the community. Jesus heals a

person, whom can achieve the
power of God that is given through faith, and can respond to
Godds calling. Jesus tells J
her back to live and to reintegrate into her family life.

Such a calling could be personal or in community. Jesus lifts
Jairusd6 daughter and the woma

morally. Paul shows the Corinthians, the community which he

led, another passageway to health: by responding generously to
the needs of others, just as Christ gave up everything, becoming
poor so that we could be wealthy. This is our health.
