Decimosexto Domingo en Tiempo Ordinario
( J er e m26aEdesids 3:13118; Marcos 6:3634)

A veces nos podemos sentir distanciados, separados de los que
queremos, o enfrentados por conflictos y pleitos unos con
otros. También tenemos, muchos de nosotros, la triste
experiencia de haber sido desorientados precisamente por
quienes nos tenian que haber guiado. Y todos contemplamos
el triste espectaculo de politicos corruptos, negociantes y
banqueros que han engafiado y robado a la gente. En nuestros
dias, muchos han perdido el empleo y la casa por la mala
gestion y la ambicion de otros.

Frente a todo eso, hoy se nos habla de reunién, de comunion y
reconciliacion. En las primeras lecturas se nos habla de
pastores que no guiaron bien a su pueblo y del Pastor que
viene a reconciliarlo todo en su cruz. Lo que hace Jesus para
congregar, para unir, es lo que hacen todas las madres del
mundo: invitar a comer, alimentar, sentar a la mesa. En primer
lugar, Jesus alimenta a una muchedumbre hambrienta.

(Qué significa esto para nosotros? Tan necesario como
alimentarse es dar de comer a los demas, sobre todo a los
pobres. Y esto es la Eucaristia. Jesus se da a si mismo, todo
entero, Cuerpo y Sangre, para convertirnos a todos en su
cuerpo y sangre que se da a los demas.

El gesto cristiano mas central es el banquete compartido. Lo
peculiar de los creyentes no es el ayuno, sino la comida con los
pobres. Jesus compard el reino de los cielos a un banquete de
bodas donde la comida es exquisita, abundante y gratis. En la
iglesia primitiva los cristianos celebraban la Eucaristia
precedida de una comida. La comida de hermanos en La
Eucaristia tiene consecuencias. Cada vez que asistimos a una
misa nos alimentamos nosotros mismos, pero contraemos una
obligacion de alimentar a otros. No siempre es pan lo que hay
que dar, aunque en estos tiempos es posible que tengamos que
dar de comer a alguien. Pero mucha gente esta también
hambrienta de reconciliacion, de comunidad, de apertura y
hospitalidad, de carifio, de atencion. Sabemos cuales son
nuestras propias hambres, lo que mas deseamos. Podemos,
por tanto, comprender las hambres de los demas. Sélo
tenemos que prestar un poco de atencion.

A Leap Of Faith

Sixteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time
(Jeremiah 23:1-6; Ephesians 2:13-18; Mark 6:30-34)

We may sometimes feel distanced, separated from those we love
or are enduring conflicts and controversy with one another.
Many of us have also lived the sad experience of being led into
confusion, precisely by the people who should have been
guiding us. We have been witness to the sad spectacle of
corrupt politicians, business people, and bankers that have lost
their jobs and homes as a result of mismanagement and the
ambition of others.

In light of all this, today we hear about gathering, communion,
and reconciliation. In the first readings we are told about the
shepherds who did not lead their people well and the Shepherd
who came to reconcile it all in his cross. What Jesus did to
congregate and bring everyone together, is what mothers all over
the world do: by inviting them to eat, feeding them, and having
them sit together at the table. In the first place, Jesus fed the
hungry multitude.

But what does this mean for us? Just as important as it is to
nourish ourselves, it is vital that we feed others, especially the
poor. And it is through the Eucharist that Jesus gives himself up
entirely, Body and Blood, to convert us all into his body and
blood, so we may give to others.

The most Christian of gestures is the shared banquet. The
peculiarity about believers is not when they are fasting, but
when they share their food with the poor. Jesus compared the
kingdom of heaven with a wedding banquet where the food is
exquisite, abundant, and free. In the early church, Christians
celebrated the Eucharist before their meal. But the meal of
brothers and sisters in the Eucharist bring with it consequences.
Each time we attend Mass we are nourishing ourselves, but we
also assume the obligation to feed others. We do not always
have to give bread, although these days it is possible that we
may need to give someone food. Many people are also
hungering for reconciliation, community, openness, hospitality,
kindness, and attention. We know what these are, because they
are the things we also hunger for or desire the most, and as such,
we are able to understand the desires and needs others are
feeling. We just have to pay a little attention.

What hungers do the
people in my family endure? How do | pay attention to them,
give them my time and kindness? What hungers exist in my
community?
