Catholicism Is The Inclusion Of Everyone

Vigésimo Tercer Domingo en Tiempo Ordinario
(I s a2 4q;sSanBaga 2415; Marcos 7:3137)

Uno se puede hacer el sordo cuando no quiere oir alguna cosa
a la que no le interesa contestar. Pero molesta muchisimo
cuando alguien esta hablando y no se puede oir bien lo que
dicen. Hay gente que se siente excluida e incluso a veces
como amenazada cuando no sabe lo que estan diciendo otras
personas. Como si estuvieran murmurando, criticando o
conspirando contra uno. Ese sentido de exclusion es doloroso
y se siente como injusto y discriminatorio. Todos lo hemos
vivido alguna vez en nuestra propia carne y nos ha dolido.

We can pretend to be deaf whe
something that is of little interest to us or prefer simply not to

respond to any comment. However, we also become annoyed
when someone is speaking and

said. People feel excluded or at times even threatened when
they donét know what
may be gossiping, criticizing or conspiring against us. This
sense of exclusion is painful, feels unfair and discriminatory.
At one time or another we have all felt this type of pain. For
human beings, who are people of relationships, there is
nothing worse than to feel excluded. Children can feel this
way in their games and adults feel it in their social circles.
When a group of people, whether in a parish or the
neighborhood, isolate themselves from others it creates an
uncomfortable atmosphere. For example, a group of people
establishes a group and secludes themselves from the rest.
Refusing to welcome or accept others can generate feelings
that are not very Catholic. Catholicism is precisely the
inclusion of everyone, universality.

Exclusion is like a disease. It can occur for reasons of race,
origin or social class, and yet nothing could be further from
Goddbs mind as this disease
Jesus also gives them the right to return to their community.
This was the most important aspect and is the message behind
the healing.

As Christians we are called upon to heal and be healed,
although we are not doctors, nurses or healers. But if we are
healed from the great sin of exclusion and make our inner
circles and communities welcoming to everyone, along with
the support and kindness of a community, we will discover the
true meaning of being children of God.  Nuestra Parroquia
