Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 
 

Each year the Catholic Church in the United States high-

lights the importance and vital role of catechetical ministry 

with the celebration of Catechetical Sunday. This yearôs 

theme, Catechesis and the Proclamation of the Word, will 

be the focus of our celebration on Sunday, September 20, 

2009. 
 

Speaking on the Word of God, Pope Benedict XVI in his 

homily opening the World Synod of Bishops (October 

2008), tells us, ñOnly the Word of God can change the 

depth of the heart of man, and so it is important that both 

individual believers and the community enter into an ever-

growing intimacy with it.ò Within our homes, parishes, pa-

rochial schools and faith formation programs, and wherever 

we find ourselves each day, it is the Word of God that 

guides and enlightens us.
