Twenty Seventh Sunday in Ordinary Time 
(Genesis 2:18-24; Hebrews 2:9-11; Mark 10:2-16) 

  

There are a thousand little things that can strain a relationship.  

An empty container of water left in the refrigerator and which 

we have repeatedly asked to be filled...things left all over the 

place, slamming doors, the bad habits we all have.  There always 

seems to be tension regarding things that appear to be very 

small.  These things can be overcome when there is love.  But 

when relationships are getting colderðbecause we are too busy, 

forget details, are tired or bored, because of the lack of attention 

and not spending enough time together, the little things become 

bigger and bigger.  And sometimes we want to just run away 

from a relationship or situation.   
 

There are times when we must endure conflicts that are truly 

grave.  A failure to communicate, which cannot be resolved due 

to the lack of courage or the inability to face conflict, can often 

lead to the total collapse of dialogue.  It could also be a 

dominant personality who wishes to impose his or herself on 

another, failing to respect the dignity of the other person.  These 

things could lead to physical or psychological violence.  In some 

of these cases the best thing in order to protect the physical and 

psychological health of the person is to remove them from the 

situation.  But unresolved problems still remain, the least 

important of them can be about material things: who gets to keep 

what things, how will the property be divided or who will 

financially support the other spouse?  The most important 

problems have to do with the children who feel divided and torn 

between two homes.   

 

Although there are situations when nothing else can be done, 

clearly the break up and separation of a married couple were not 

in Godôs plans, who seeks happiness for people.  And happiness 

often does not come in the form of loneliness.  Human beings 

are creatures of relationships.  It is in relationships where we 

grow as a person, exceed ourselves, practice generosity, and 

sacrifice for love, work and devotion.  If there werenôt any 

conflicts we would not have the opportunity to mature, learn, 

and in some cases maintain our dignity.  Something as sacred as 

personal relationships, which humanizes us so much, can only 

have a place of preference with God.  It is in our relationship 

with others that we learn to relate with God, by trying to imitate 

the ideal of community that is God himself.  Family and 

marriage relationships are so sacred that it is one of the seven 

sacraments of the Catholic Church.  It is the place where we 

discover how to be in the image of Godôs love and community.

(G®nesis 2:18-24; Hebreos 2:9-11; Marcos 10:2-16) 

 

Hay mil cosas pequeñas que crean roces en la relación.  Una 

jarra de agua vacía en el refrigerador, cuando tantas veces hemos 

dicho que se llene...las cosas tiradas por donde quiera, los 

portazos, las malas costumbres de unos y otros.  Siempre se crea 

alguna tensión en torna a cosas que parecen muy pequeñas.  

Cuando hay amor, se van superando.  Cuando se van enfriando 

las relacionesðpor tener demasiado que hacer, por olvidar los 

detalles, por cansancio o aburrimiento, por falta de atención y de 

pasar suficiente tiempo juntos, las cosas pequeñas se van 

haciendo cada vez mas grandes.  Y a veces, queremos salir 

corriendo de una relación o de una situación. 
 

Otras veces los conflictos son verdaderamente graves.  Una falta 

de comunicación que no se resuelve por falta de valentía o de 

capacidad para enfrentar el conflicto, puede llevar a una ruptura 

total del dialogo.  O podría ser que una personalidad dominante 

tratara de imponerse, faltando en absoluto al respecto por la 

dignidad de la otra persona.  Esto podría llevar a la violencia, 

tanto física como psicológica.  En algunos casos, lo mas sano 

para la integridad física o psicológica de una persona, es salir de 

la situación.  Pero quedan siempre problemas sin resolverse del 

todo; los menos importantes pueden ser los problemas 

materiales: quien se queda con las cosas, como se reparten los 

bienes, quien tiene que seguir apoyando al otro cónyuge...Mas 

graves son los problemas que se crean con los hijos, que ahora 

se sienten como divididos y desgarrados entre dos hogares.

Las personas humanas somos seres 

de relación.  Es en la relación donde crecemos como personas, 

donde nos superamos a nosotros mismos, donde practicamos la 

generosidad, el sacrificio por otros por amor, el trabajo, la 

entrega.  Si no hubiera conflictos y tensiones, seguramente no 

tendríamos oportunidades de madurar, de aprender a ceder a 

veces, de aprender, en otras ocasiones, a defender nuestra propia 

dignidad.  Alto tan sagrado como la relación humana, algo que 

humaniza tanto, no puede sino ser un lugar de preferencia de 

Dios.  En la relación con los demás aprendemos también a 

relacionarnos con Dios, tratamos de imitar ese ideal de 

comunidad que es Dios mismo.  La relación familiar, el 

matrimonio, es por eso tan sagrado, que es uno de los siete 

sacramentos de la iglesia católica.

 Recap of New Church Presentation 

 From Joe Howell: 

 

Good morning.  I feel privileged to be up here today along with Renée Nilles and John Nussbaum.  Father Joseph called all three of us 

in and told us he wanted some people to speak to you who were smart enough to explain where we are on our building project.  He 

then turned to me and said ñand Joe, I want you to speak too.ò  Thank you for that vote of confidence, Father.  It means a lot. 
 

I want you to take a trip with me in your mindôs eye.  Please do me a favor; close your eyes and imagine this picture.  It is a bright 

sunny Sunday morning in June of 2011.  As you get out of your car and step onto fresh pavement you hear laughter and chatter and 

friendly hellos.  You look up from locking your car door and you see your spouse and your children but they arenôt looking at you.  

Theyôre looking away at something else.  Just before you turn away to see what they are looking at you see them mouth the word:  

ñWowò.  As you turn to look the sunlight bounces off the windows of a building and it hits you.  Thatôs my church.  Thatôs Saint 

Eugene.  You take the hands of your family up a short walk to massive eight foot doors and as you pull them back to enter you think, 

ñThis is some place specialò.   
 

Please open your eyes.  These conceptual drawings give you a glimpse of what you will see on that joyful day but what you will feel 

will be even better.  What you will feel are the emotions that come with knowing that all of your hard work, your sacrifice, and yes, 

your faith have been rewarded.  For years and years weôve talked about that day when we could worship in a true sanctuary and free 

this building up to become a much needed parish hall.  I am proud to announce this morning that we are only a few short steps away 

from the design and finance that will make that happen. 
 

Your building and steering committees have spent countless hours going over plans and figures, challenging our architect, Wes 

McClure and our contractor, G&G Builders, to go back to the drawing board time and again to provide a building that gives us what 

we need at a level of quality we demand; and at a price we can manage.  The total cost of the new church project is estimated just 

under three million dollars and will provide us with a 600 seat sanctuary, expandable to 800, and the use of this facility as our parish 

hall.  At this point our architect and contractor clearly understand that weôre not cheap but we are frugal.  We arenôt looking for flash 

in this building, weôre looking for timelessness. 
 

You should be comforted to know that our budgeting takes into account not only the estimated cost of building but estimates every 

facet of expenses going forward right down to utility and insurance costs.  John Nussbaumôs capable steering committee and Sam 

Fishôs dedicated building committee have been good stewards of your money every step of the way and they are not going anywhere.  

They understand that old saying that if they watch every penny, the dollars will take care of themselves. 
 

We now stand ready to design, finance, and build this church.  When you think about it, it really is amazing how far weôve come.  

Most of you probably remember that it wasnôt that many years ago when Father Charles, Father Mel, and Brother Giovanni voluntarily 

gave up their food stipend to help us make ends meet.  Yaôll remember that?  So many of you quietly went about the business of 

making sure they were fed better than if they had fed themselves.  You didnôt do that for recognition, or fanfare, or accolades.  You did 

it because you loved your religion, your church, and each other. 
 

Just a few short years later we are now presented a different challenge.  But this challenge is a good one.  It is a challenge of 

opportunity.  Renee will give you more specifics in a minute but if we are able to show the Diocese that we are prepared to go forward 

as a community, we can break ground for our new sanctuary in the summer of 2010.  What that means is that we will be able to take 

advantage of material and labor costs BEFORE they begin to rise with the economyôs recovery.  As you listen to Renee, I think you 

will be pleasantly surprised to find that you are already doing the heavy lifting; we just need to add a few more pounds.  If we are ALL 

willing to share the load, the extra weight will hardly tip EACH of our scales.  
 

Let me close with this observation.  As I look out among you I see the faces of so many people who love this place and its people.  

You DESERVE this sanctuary and parish hall.  You have worked too long and sacrificed too much to get this close and fail to move 

forward.  The opportunity is here and the time is now.  We have proven time and time again that together we can do anything.  Letôs 

prove it one more time.  Renée? 

From Renée Nilles: 

 

Weôve seen the architectôs drawings and we know the cost.   What is it we have to do to get the building started? 
 

As Father shared in his letter our weekly goal is $ 9,796.  This figure includes the cost of the mortgage and the estimated expense of 

the new and existing buildings.  If we can hit that goal for the next nine months we will be able to break ground next August.   

A dedicated worship space has been the dream for years and we need to all work together to achieve that dream. 
  

Your ability to contribute to the church depends on your personal situation.  I hope you have been prayerfully considering how you 

can contribute.  The Hispanic members of our congregation were encouraged to contribute their first hour of pay each week to the 

Lord.  For those of you that donôt contribute regularly maybe that would be a good place to start.  
 

We are asking that each family fill out the pledge card.   Please list what you currently contribute.  I have weekly in the text so if you 

give monthly please write that on the card.  Then list what your new commitment will be.     
 

For many of you increasing your contribution will be a sacrifice.  It is these sacrificial gifts that will make this new worship space a 

reality.  Hopefully your generosity will get this project started by next August.
