L iturgical Areas of Service: 

Altar Servers:  Boys and girls who have received their First Communion and are big enough to hold the 

candles, can consider the ministry of altar server.  Parental approval and support are necessary and required.  

Servers are scheduled on a weekly, biweekly or monthly basis.  Mass preferences are honored when possible, 

but parents should be aware that the schedule may vary.  A list of all Altar Servers and phone numbers will be 

provided in case a substitute is needed.  After an initial training session, annual refresher training will be 

provided.

Lectors: Lectors proclaim the Word of God during Mass and other liturgical celebrations.  Volunteers are 

assigned to read at Sunday worship services.  Lectors need to able to enunciate clearly and strongly so that 

everyone in the sanctuary can hear them.  Lectors must have received Confirmation, be in good standing in the 

Catholic Church and be a registered member of St. Eugene.  An audition/preliminary training session is 

necessary and all lectors must attend a training/refresher course once a year.  Lectors average reading about 

once every two months.  Schedules are distributed every two months.  A guidebook containing all the readings 

for the year and a copy of the Lector Guidelines for St. Eugene is given to each lector.  If you think you are 

interested in becoming a lector, please contact Steve Sledge at - 919-365-9285 or by email at 

ssledge@wcsr.com. 

  

Ushers: The Usher is the first person a worshiper meets when they enter the church.  He or she has the 

opportunity and responsibility to represent the rest of the assembly in offering hospitality.  Duties include 

escorting persons to pews; respecting the needs of the infirm; assisting with the money offerings; and guiding 

communicants.  Schedules are distributed every two months and mass preferences are considered when 

possible.  Clara Stewart is the contact for this ministry, 919-269-9138. 

  

Extraordinary Ministers of  the Eucharist: As the approval of the Bishop is required in all cases, candidates 

must be confirmed and in good standing with the church.  Extraordinary Ministers of the Eucharist have the 

privilege and honor to assist the Priest in distributing the sacred Body and Blood of Jesus in Holy Communion. 

Ministers are appointed by the Pastor, approved by the Bishop and are typically commissioned for a three year 

period. After an initial training session annual refresher training will be provided.  Bimonthly schedules are 

distributed indicating the Masses Eucharistic Ministers are expected to serve.  Mass preferences are honored 

whenever possible but in fairness to all Extraordinary Ministers, you should expect to serve at any weekend 

mass.  A list of ministers with phone numbers will be provided to assist with scheduling a substitute when 

needed.  Larry Nilles is the contact for this ministry - 919-266-5820. 

  

Cantor:  This person assists the congregation in the singing of hymns, songs and chants.  A Cantor must have a 

pleasant solo singing voice, be able to sing on pitch and have diction sufficient to communicate to the 

congregation.  Cantors must learn the hymns and Psalms for the appropriate Mass.  The Director of Music will 

provide training and annual refresher retreats will be conducted.  Jim Marshall is the Director of Music - 919-

876-0987. 

  

Music Ministry:  The Choir leads the assembly in praise and worship through song at Mass. Formal training is 

not required.  If you can carry a tune and are willing to participate in rehearsals and attend Mass you are 

welcome to join.  Weekly rehearsal is held on Sunday morning and Thursday evenings at 7:30PM.  The choir 

usually participates in the 10:30AM Mass.  Jim Marshall is the Director of Music - 919-876-0987. 

 

Youth Ensemble: The youth of our parish come together twice a month to lead the congregation in song.

H uman Concerns/Social Ministries: 

Eucharistic Minister to the Sick and Homebound:  Specially trained Eucharistic Ministers take the Eucharist 

to the homebound or nursing home patients.  Ideally the Eucharist should be taken to the homebound directly 

from Mass, but the circumstances of the individual may necessitate some flexibility.  Appointments are 

scheduled with the individual or their family. 

  

Community Spirit Committee:   In an attempt to foster fellowship within the parish on the first Sunday of 

each month refreshments are served after the 8:00 and 10:30 Masses.  Members will set-up, serve and clean up 

the refreshments after one of the two Masses.  The event usually requires about an hour of time.  It is 

recommended that you attend a Mass other than the one you are working.  The Contact for this ministry is: John 

Ettensberger is the contact for this committee: John.Ettensberger@yahoo.com 
 

 Ladies Guild:  Membership in the Ladies Guild is open to all women in the parish.  The Ladies Guild supports 

and plans activities that benefit the social and spiritual life of the church.  We serve our church throughout the 

year by hosting receptions, providing meals, organizing social events, a Tricky Tray (like a Chinese auction) 

and a Christmas Cookie Sale.  A Christmas party and a Mass followed by a breakfast are social events planned 

annually for our members.

Faith Formation: 

Catechist:  While the primary catechist for a child is their parent, St. Eugene offers classes in religious 

education for children that meet each Sunday.  The Catechist is the person responsible for knowing the 

curriculum, planning lessons and activities and successfully implementing those lesson plans and activities each 

week. Opportunities for formation are held periodically throughout the school year.  Approximately two hours 

per week are needed for class prep and classes last for 60 - 75 minutes.  Consistency in preparation and 

attendance is very important.  With planning a Substitute can be arranged but Catechists are expected to plan 

the lesson.
