Feast of Our Lord Jesus Christ the King 
(Ezekiel 34:11-12, 15-17; 1 Corinthians 15:20-26, 28; 

Matthew 25:31-46) 
 

The kings found in childrenôs story books have some things 

in common: they possess a lot of power and everyone obeys 

them.  The few modern kings that still remain may not appear 

to have a lot of power, but they show off their countries and 

have the final word in situations of internal conflicts.  The 

king we celebrate today, however, picks images that seem 

nothing like our ideas of a monarch.  In the first reading it is 

a loving shepherd.  In the gospel, it is a judge, who does not 

pass judgment over the crimes committed, but for lack of 

compassion.  He is a shepherd who heals his flock and a 

judge who demands compassion and love.  And then goes on 

to a shocking image: he becomes the recipient of that 

compassion.  He was the king who is shabbily dressed in the 

street, the prisoner, the sick, and the stranger.  ñWhen did we 

see you?ò  asked those being judged.  Each time you saw one 

of these, the smallest among you.  The king had hidden 

among poverty and humility.  Who could have imagined it? 

 

What consequences does this have in our lives?  Sometimes 

we wish to have control and dominate everything, as if we 

were kings.  And we are, because we are made in the image 

of God.  But we see something unexpected in the image of 

God.  We also MUST be shepherds who heal and treat others 

with kindness, as they care for them.  We MUST recognize 

the king hiding in the smallest and serve and feed them, visit 

the sick and imprisoned, and welcome the stranger with 

hospitality.

Fiesta de Nuestro Señor Jesucristo, Rey del Universo  
(Ezequiel 34:11-12, 15-17; 1 Corintios 15:20-26, 28; 

Mateo 25:31-46) 
 

Los reyes que aparecen en los cuentos para niños tienen en 

común que tienen mucho poder y que todo el mundo los 

obedece.  Los pocos reyes modernos que quedan quizá no 

parezcan tener tanto poder, pero sí ostentan la representación 

de sus países y tienen la ultima palabra en situaciones de 

conflicto interno.  El rey que se celebra hoy, sin embargo, 

elige imágenes parra definirse que no se parecen nada a 

nuestras ideas de monarca.  En la primera lectura, es un 

pastor amoroso.  En el evangelio es un juez, pero no juzga 

delitos cometidos sino la falta de compasión.  Es un pastor 

que cura a sus ovejas y un juez que exige compasión y amor.  

Y luego pasa a una imagen incluso más chocante:  él mismo 

se convierte en el receptor de esa compasión.  Es un rey que 

anda andrajoso en la calle, un preso un enfermo, un 

forastero.  ¿Cuándo te vimos así?  Preguntan atónitos los 

juzgados.  Cada vez que vieron a uno de estos, los más 

pequeños.  El rey se ha escondido en la pobreza y la 

humildad.  ¿Quién se lo podría haber imaginado?  

 

¿Qué consecuencias tiene esto para nuestra vida?  A veces 

quisiéramos tener el control y el dominio sobre todo, como si 

fuéramos reyes.   Y s² que lo somos, porque estamos hechos 

a imagen de Dios.  Pero ya vemos que la imagen de Dios es 

algo inesperada.  Tendremos que ser también pastores que 

curan y tratan a los demás con dulzura, cuidándoles.  

Tendremos que reconocer al rey escondido en los más 

pequeño y servir, dar de comer, visitar a enfermos y presos, 

recibir con hospitalidad generosa el forastero.   Es todo un 

programa de reinado.
