Fr. Joseph said the Diocese will have to understand given the current economic situation.

Parish Council elections are coming up and we will be soliciting nominations the weekend of March 13-14.  Parish elections will be on the weekend of April 10-11.  Three Anglo representatives will be elected and one Hispanic representative.    John Ettensberger has been appointed Nominations Committee chair and has assembled the Anglo and Hispanic nomination committees.  My term ends May 1 and I am not eligible for another term. Joe H.’s term ends 5/1 and he is not eligible for re-election either. Jim Polito and Mary Castleberry's terms end May 1 and they are eligible for re-election.  The terms of our anglo and hispanic youth representatives will be up May 1 and they are eligible for re-election.
