And this is not e just
with these ancierdiassical ¢egories ofspirituality—payer, fast
ing and almsgng—hut with all aspects afur Christian Id,
whether in hospitality or leasleip with teabing or with sesing
Framed this ay, v need not &t over whether to “gie up”or
“take on”something Framed this ay,the anger to tha ques
tion is “yes” Spiritual disciplineseatha which disciples of
Christ do vkich help them learto follow His way,truth and li¢
more fully and rightl. Christ came ging up (His heanly form
for one a place to YaHis headdr another) and taking on (a
commitment to a comunity of beloved bethien for one the
suffering need othe world for another).We could satha God
is a cermin way, lut had Christ not come and done the things

Giving up and taking on in thisyjwwill lead us into a @idult,
painful sharing ofhe sufering ofthe world, and also into a
deely gatifying sharing othe world's joys of communion,fel
lowship and edeeming lkee.
