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Yet another year has come and gone in the life
of our parish.It was a good year and an active
year as we continued to build on the strengths
of our ministries. Here are just a few examples.
In Worship, our contemporary service has con-
tinued to grow in attendance and is now fre-
quently at capacity. Participation in Youth
Discipleship has doubled in the last two years.

Missions & Outreach successfully completed building another
Habitat house, and the Vestry authorized funding to continue our
collaborative efforts with CCES and others to establish an
Episcopal school in the Sterling Community. We hosted the
Diocesan Convention,a conference on Haiti,and a Cursillo work-
shop. We added a beautiful prayer chapel and four new rose win-
dows in the church, and a new sound system was installed.We
grew again this year by more than 100 members.

2008 should be equally as exciting. In January, Wednesdays at
Christ Church will include an all new Adult Discipleship class that
will be a wonderful opportunity to listen and learn in chapel pre-
sentations on N.T. Wright’s recent book,Simply Christian, fol-
lowed by small group discussions and fellowship. In January, we
will have the first of two pilot contemporary services in the All
Saints Center. To help broaden and deepen our rapidly growing
youth programs, we will be adding a second youth minister to
work with Joel Tassie, Director ofYouth Ministries. We are also
begining a new Sunday school class for adults ages 35-50.Missions
& Outreach expects to reach several more milestones in their work
to establish the Sterling Hope School.And on and on…….

Also, of critical importance this year is our work to call a new
Rector. Sixteen Vestry appointed members of our congregation
comprise the Rector Search Committee. Each member brings spe-
cific skills, interests, and experience to the task,and several mem-
bers have served on prior search committees. The Rector Search
Committee is a well balanced,high energy group of parishioners
dedicated to finding the best new Rector for Christ Church. The
first step was to conduct a comprehensive discernment process to
obtain accurate information from our congregation about the state
of our church and the direction ofits ministries, and to determine
what characteristics and strengths were the most important attrib-
utes for a new Rector. The results ofthis process were analyzed
and condensed into a Parish Profile, which will be a principle doc-
ument used in our search.

We are not sure how long our search process will last.While both
the Vestry and the search committee think that it is in the church’s

Ministry at Christ Church is guided by a Strategic Plan,
and in the area ofAdult Discipleship, the plans for ’08
focus on building leadership teams for various areas
where already good ministry needs the ongoing support
of committed lay leadership groups. From Men’s
Ministry to Cursillo, from Adult Sunday school to the
Wednesday night program,we are going to spend time
raising up leadership groups to tend with me our many
ministries. If successful,our already numerous and
strong ministries will get even stronger through the tend-
ing care of dedicated lay leaders.

The Priest in Charge,Senior Warden,Interim Committee and Vestry are
pleased to announce that the Rev. Peter Hawes, recently retired from
Resurrection,Greenwood will be joining us to supply leadership in our
weekday and Sunday worship services as well as to take a day of hospital
visitation. Peter, who lives in Tryon,NC will begin taking many of our
mid-week services beginning January 2,and Sunday services twice a month
beginning in February.
Peter retired to Tryon NC in 2006 after 28 years of parish ministry.During
that time he served successively as an assistant at Christ Church, Pensacola
FL, and as rector ofSt.Paul’s,Selma AL; St.George’s,Germantown TN;
and Resurrection,Greenwood SC. He is a graduate of the University of
North Carolina – Chapel Hill and the School of Theology at Sewanee. He
is married to Anna Cay (Henry) and they have three children and five
grandchildren.
During the interim period everyone is working a little harder than normal
and doing a great job keeping the parish moving forward. Please join us in
thanking them for their efforts when you see them.
Please join us in welcoming this wonderful person and priest to our wor-
ship and Parish life.

ENCOURAGING TEENS TO GO TO CHURCH...

Attending church on Sunday mornings can be one ofthe
most satisfying and exciting days for any family. However, it
can also be one ofthe most frustrating and draining days
for parents who have a difficult time getting their teen to go
to church. If your family finds itselfin the second category,
please understand you are NOT alone. When was the last
time your family all agreed on where to eat, much less on
where and what time everyone should attend church?  To

better understand the true significance ofattending church, you must begin
with the basic question,"Is attending church important?"  The answer is an
emphatic YES!  God set up the church for worship and for community for
God's family. Read Acts 2:42-47 and see for yourself the "Church" in action.
When we miss out on that, we miss out on a very important part of God's
plan. So, if we agree on that point,then where does a family go from here?  If
your teen does not like going to church, begin by asking the simple question,
"Why". When asking this question,you must then be willing to listen.Don't
comment after every sentence or roll your eyes when a reason is given that
seems ridiculous. Ask God to give you patience as you listen intently to their
objections, frustrations, and concerns. After your teen is finished,begin talking
about the reasons they gave and find a way to begin to actively address their
concerns. For example, one of their reasons could be they don't feel a part of
the group. Some suggestions you might give could be to allow them to bring a
friend,or ask with a great amount ofdiplomacy if they are making an effort to
meet other youth. The bottom line:Research shows that youth are more likely
to go to church later in life if they went to church in their teen years, even if
they are coerced a little in the process. I encourage you to be proactive in the
decision ofchurch attendance. Talk,listen and problem solve with your youth.
Let them be a part of the solution and help overcome their flight from the
church. (For more information about this topic see the January Parent
Newsletter found in Discipleship Hallway.)

Beyond a temporary physical cure of the
body,healing takes to a deep faith relationship with God.We certainly
pray for physical cures, and we believe that when we offer up prayers
of healing to the Lord something always happens. Some times we
receive peace in a situation where there is no peace. Often there is an
ease ofanxiety. Some times the awesome power of the Holy Spirit
works a physical cure.Always there is a calling into a closer relation-
ship with the loving Lord.

I have seen miraculous cures;and I don’t know why a physical cure
doesn’t occur every time. Some things we will never fully understand.
God is God ofmystery. “For my thoughts are not your thoughts, nei-
ther are your ways my ways, declares the Lord.” (Is. 55:8) I know with
great certainty that God is all mercy,power and love and that God’s
healing power flows to us all in a calling to wholeness and to an expe-
rience ofGod’s grace. In that prayer is the greatest healing ofall.
