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Minutes of Executive Board

1. Moderator Tony Wilson was returning from a mission trip so-Wloeerator Alan Rogers called the March
14th meeting of the HCBA to order. Alan also introduced Myron Wilkins, pastor of Hixson FBC, to
present the devotion based on Proverbs53:4

The minutes were approved as written.
The ViceModerator began the reports covering February.

4. Sandy Bishop, Director of the WMU, presented her oral report. The theme for the WMU is unhindered, un-
stoppable, undistracted. The Lottie Moon offerings have completed with the beginnings of Annie Arm-
strong coming along. The WMU State Getgether is the first of April and May 2 is the annual WMU
meeting hosted by Brainerd Hills this year. The speaker will be from the Women at Risk organization in
Cleveland.

5. Gerald Lawson, Director of HaCoBA Care Center, announced the totals of 845 children receiving toys from
36 volunteers who worked in that ministry this year.

6. Steve Roper, Specialist with TBC Collegiate Ministries, reflected on his printed report. He said that two
male students had asked him to set aside time to disciple them weekly in prayer and Bible Study. He said
that time involves homework, memory work, journaling and lots of dedication on the part of all participants.
This fall they plan twelve groups of three each for such times.

7. Becky Witt, Administrator, gave the reports of about 30 groups or individuals who give to causes at HCBA
monthly. She noted the TN Baptist Medical grant used at HaCoBA Care. The expenses from other desig-
nated funds included VBS expenses for training leaders. The church gifts for operations of HCBA General
Fund were shown and also expenses for February.

8. Becky continued by giving the report for Language Ministries. She reported that 35 registered for the ESL
training held in January/February taught by National Trainers for NAMB, Brenda Myers and Edie Barry.
She noted the work of Francisco Ruiz and Pastor Jaime Betancourt at the Oak Grove church property.
There are more children and moms responding to this ministry than anticipated. HCBA &HaCoBa Care
donated two computers to be used at the Oak Grove location.

9. Becky, as administrator, mentioned answers to family prayers in that her 15 month old newly adopted Afri-
can grandson had arrived in the US on February 4th. She thanked everyone fothveenygars of work
here at HCBA as of February 8. She reported that the 3 legal and tax meetings held were well attended (one
had 52 present). She noted the sale of the extra corner lots is pending.

10. David Myers, Director of Missions, said that 22 children (all winners) participated in the Bible Drill of the
HCBA and would proceed to the State Drill. Both Drills were held at Dallas Bay under the leadership of
LeeAnn West. David said that he along with Randy Davis, Executive of TBC and Steve Holt of TBC will
meet on March 17th with Danny Lovett at Tennessee Temple University concerning property and a vacant
building we have discussed even in 2009 for the moving of HaCoBa Care Center.

11. There being no old business the board accepted a motion from David Myers and seconded by David Martin
for Frank Seymour be elected to continue an unexpired term on the BCM board. This will be approved in
the TBC Executive Board meeting in May. Other new business was reporting that Pilgrims Rest Church
moved to TN Valley Baptist Assn. upon their request by letter.

12. The meeting adjourned with prayers for many. Seventeen attended.

For the most part, at this early date following the tornadoes, cleanup of brush, debris and trees is the major
portion of the response effort. Items are being collected at Apison Baptist Church and Concord Baptist Church
to be used for victims. The following are some items needed now:

Groceries (canned goods, rice, pet food, canned meats, staple goods)

Toiletries (toilet paper toothpaste and brushes, soap, deodorant, facial tissues, etc.)
Cleaning supplies

Hand sanitizer products (liquid, individual wipes, etc.)

Baby products (diapers, wipes, lotions, etc.)

Suntan lotion

Garbage bags, zip lock bags

Gift cards for WalMart or other general merchandise stores.

Bill Mason at Morris Hill is serving as a contact for Baptists groups wanting to help with cleanup, chainsaw
work and the like. We are working with the Emergency Management Agency in Hamilton County to coordi-
nate our response.

During the months of March and April, 570 families received food, which totals 1295 individuals and 488
children ages 1 to 18.

The Baptist Nursing Fellowship during these two months checked 144 blood pressures, issued 55 pairs of
glasses and 11 consultations of specific health issues.

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Baptist Collegiate Ministries Report

By the date of this meeting the Spring Semester will have ended and preparations will already be well under-
way for the upcoming fall semester. Upon reflection of the year, it has been a very good year. While our num-
bers have been fisteadyd throughout the year, the b
place in the lives of our students. As the year progressed, the students that are most actively engaged in our
ministry became more proactively engaged in spiritual pursuits. It was extremely gratifying to see young men
and women that became more intentional about the walk with Christ and their personal responsibility to be a
positive influence with one another. Some highlights of the year include:

Discipleship: Over the course of the year we had 6 different small groups that met weekly to
engage students in Bible Study. In addition, 6 of our students were involved in a personal,
intentional process of being discipled by more mature Christians. Each week they met to study
the scriptures, share what they had journaled in their personal daily study, pray and memorize
scripture. The intent is that these students prepare to replicate themselves in the lives of
someone else.

Worship: We followed a thematic approach to our weekly worship this year. During the fall we

studi ed AThe Song of Solomond as a means of he
desires for romantic relationships. In the Spring we studied Evangelism/Personal Discipleship

utilizing 8 different speaker from 7 different local churches.

Missions: Our students were engaged in 3 different local mission projects. In addition, we

partnered with Brainerd Baptist Church for a Spring mission trip to Miami. Weekfi510

students gathered to prepare and give away meals to the homeless downtown. Over the year

these students raised/gave over $1200 to purchase food, then purchased, prepared and

di stributed approximately 2100 meal sé. as well a
backpacks and hundreds of new socks.

During this summer we will have 4 students serving all summer in missions through the TBC.

Three additional students will serve on staff at Christian camps. Two others will be serving

in youth ministry at their local churches.

Intern: We have been extremely fortunate to have David Madden serve with us for these last
two years. David is the tenth different intern that we have trained since beginning this ministry
emphasis. In July, he and his wife, Jamie, will leave for California where he will begin seminary
studies at Golden Gate Baptist Theological Seminary.

This is just a sample of the way God has worked among these young men and women. We often worry about
the future and whether the next generation will be engaged in reaching the world for the cause of Christ. | feel
confident that this generation of students loves the Lord as much as any other. Many of them desire deeply to be
relevant to the struggles and questions of their world. The real question we must ask, perhaps, is not whether
they wil.| be relevant é. . but rat her , wi || weé.the ¢
young men and women will make a difference. The jury is still out, however, on whether they will make that
difference through the church.
