In giving us the Great Commission, Jesus instructs that we are to “Go, and make disciples of 

all nations . . .” (Matthew 28:19)  Yet how can we make disciples unless we first become 

one? And what does it truly mean to become a “disciple of Christ?”  

 

The Adult Education Subcommittee examined these questions and sought to discern the 

purpose and direction of our Adult Sunday School programs and the other adult education 

ministries of our church.  The result was two discipleship “ideals” as they relate to Christian 

Education . . . 
 

1. As disciples, we are called to the ongoing study of the Bible as God’s 

  revelation to us so that we may faithfully grow in our understanding of 

  God and His intentions for our lives. 
 
2. Informed by this understanding and guided by the Holy Spirit, we are 

  called to experience God’s Word through a personal relationship with  

  Jesus Christ, in fellowship with the Body of Christ, and in service to our 

  families, friends, coworkers, church and community. 

 

Guided by these ideals, we have selected curricula that we believe will nurture our spiritual 

growth.  We have also structured the Adult Sunday School program for 2010-2011 so that 

classes across the calendar year have the same start and finish dates.  These dates are     

divided into 5 learning segments of 7 weeks in length with the first covering a 9-week                   

period.   

 

We believe this structure provides opportunities throughout the year to join and move freely 

between classes.  It is our prayer each Sunday morning our congregation will find new              

opportunities for learning, fellowship and spiritual growth through the Sunday School                      

experience.
