 As summer ends and the fall begins, our energy and effort turns toward planning for next year (2012) both 

in terms of our annual Operating Budget as well as the sharing of our Time & Talent.  Our hope financially is to 

raise sufficient pledges for the upcoming year by encouraging all individuals and families either to continue 

pledging or to begin pledging in a committed and sacrificial way to the annual Operating Budget.

“Lift High the Cross” Capital Campaign 
 Four years ago on Sunday, October 28, 2007 our church completed our first major Capital Campaign in 

almost 20 years, receiving pledge commitments over the next 5 years (2007-2012) of approximately $4.5 to $5.2 

million dollars toward a variety of projects and initiatives both here in Belmont and beyond our local community.  
 

Several Goals  have been achieved as we approach the campaign’s fourth anniversary:  

 (1)  The debt on the church manse (Pruitt house) at 202 South Central Avenue has been retired;  

 (2)  A new sound system has been installed in the sanctuary with closed-circuit broadcast of Worship 

   in the chapel and CD/DVD recordings now available through the church office; 

 (3) The Ford House property at 114 South Central Avenue has been purchased, the house renovated, 

   and our church office relocated there during the period of new construction.  

 A Benevolence Fund of 10% the cost of all new construction (a tithe of roughly $300,000 from the projected 

cost of $3 million) has been established for disbursement over the next 5 years as pledges are received.                

Already a number of individuals and institutions have benefitted from this fund:  

 (1)  $105,000 has been paid toward a $150,000 5-year pledge to the Black Mountain Home for      

   Children, Youth and Families for an Independent Living cottage and a new amphitheatre; 

 (2) $5,000 was given in October 2008 to match a similar gift from First Presbyterian Church in  

   Morganton to purchase a car in Malawi, Africa for PCUSA missionary Barbara Nagy; 

 (3) $3,000 was given in November 2008 to Kairos House in Guatemala City which provides  

   lodging for families visiting relatives at Guatemala City Hospital; 

 (4) $125,000 has been designated for the construction of two new playgrounds on our church campus 

   to serve the children of our Weekday School as well as our entire church family.  

A contract with Beam Construction Company was approved by the Session in April 2009 to move  forward 

with the following renovations and new construction:  

 (1) $200,000 in Deferred Maintenance (exterior windows, lighting, roof repairs, etc.); 

 (2) $3,088,500 in New Construction (gathering space, music area, elevator, fellowship hall upgrade);   

 (3) $204,000 in Renovation Upgrades (hallways, kitchens, sanctuary, drive thru, Pastor’s Study).  

Phase I of a Columbarium ($165,000) to be located adjacent to the Sanctuary Building and Parlor/Chapel 

was approved by the Session on August 8, 2010 based upon sufficient pre-sale of niches and other gifts.     

 If you have not made a pledge to the “Lift High the Cross” Campaign, please consider doing so this fall 

as we move forward to improve our facilities and grounds for current and future ministry in the name of Christ.
