Superintendent and must meet high spiritual, moral, doctrinal, and aca-

demic standards.  Members of the faculty also demonstrate practical ex-

perience and proven ministry.  At all times NCD-SOM seeks to maintain

♦NCD-SOM is NOT a college or university.  Individuals who are able to 
attend college or seminary are strongly encouraged to attend an en-
dorsed A/G college or seminary for the absolute best in ministerial train-
ing! (www.colleges.ag.org) 
♦NCD-SOM is NOT an accredited school.  Students must not expect that 
their NCD-SOM courses will be accepted by any A/G college, Bible 
school, or other accredited college. 
♦NCD-SOM is NOT the same as Berean or Global University correspon-
dence education.  NCD-SOM satisfies the same credentialing requirements, 
but Global University students can earn college credit and a diploma.  
Berean offers students correspondence courses that can be taken at any 
time and at the student’s own pace (www.thenewberean.com).  NCD-SOM 
courses are only available at specific times. 
♦NCD-SOM is NOT the same as credentialing.  NCD-SOM certainly helps 
applicants meet the educational requirements for credentialing.  Creden-
tialing within our Fellowship is an altogether different process with its own 
exams, paperwork, and interview.  Students interested in seeking creden-
tials should contact Eloise Kelly, Credentialing Secretary (919.965.0225 or 
email credentialoffice@ncag.org).  
♦NCD-SOM IS about helping those who want to grow in their understand-
ing of the Bible and ministry but cannot break away to pursue a four-year 
degree.

♦NCD-SOM IS for those who need to complete their educational require-
ments for credentialing within the Assemblies of God. 
♦NCD-SOM IS for laypersons who may not be interested in credentials or 
full-time ministry but who want to learn more about the Bible and improve 
their ability to serve Christ and their church.

** Required Courses 
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Structure 
 Classes are conducted the third Saturday of each month, nine 
times a year.  Three (3) courses are offered each month, one (1) for each 
credential level (certified, licensed, and ordained), and meet from 10 
a.m. until 3 p.m.  On occasion classes may be held on a Saturday other 
than the third week. 
 Prior to class, each student is required to completely read the 
course textbook and complete the Study Guide.  A minimum of ten (10) 
hours or more of preparatory work is necessary.  With the classroom time, 
students will have invested sixteen (16) hours or more per course.  Stu-
dents will be notified in advance of additional pre-session requirements 
that may be added on a class-by-class basis. 
 The classroom instruction provides an overview of the material, 
practical application, and students are given an opportunity for questions 
and discussion.  Instructors use personal experience and a variety of 
teaching methods. 
 Instructors are limited to credentialed ministers or others with 
outstanding qualifications who have distinguished themselves academi-
cally and/or in their field of ministry.  Faculty members become natural 
mentors as they build relationships and share experiences with their stu-
dents.

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Financial Policies    

1.  Payment in full must be received by the 1st of the month in which  
the class session is offered.  

2.  A $15 late fee will apply to any registration received after the 
1st of the month. 

3. No registration will be accepted after the 10th of the month for the 
current course offered. 

4. Students unable to attend a course for which they have enrolled 
may request a refund of their enrollment fee, less a $10 processing 
charge.  

 5. Students unable to attend a course for which they have registered 
may transfer their full enrollment fee to a future NCD-SOM course.  Stu-
dents may make one such transfer for each course, and all transfers must 
be completed within the calendar school year.  A $10 processing fee will 
be charged for any subsequent transfer request.   

6. Checks returned for non-sufficient funds will be charged $25. 
7. Transcripts will not be released to any student who has an out-

standing balance due or unresolved financial issues. 

 

Enrollment fees/textbook fees must be paid before  
Study Guides/textbooks are sent to the student.  Upon receipt of a 
completed course enrollment and subsequent fee the textbook and 

course Study Guide will be mailed to the student.   
Students may also purchase the textbooks at other locations besides 
the NCD-SOM and request the Study Guide via email with their paid 
course Enrollment.  It is the student’s responsibility to allow sufficient 

time for delivery of textbooks purchased at another source. 
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Annual Application & Enrollment 
1. Contact the school office for an Annual Application and Enrollment 

Form or online at www.ncag.org. 
2. Complete the Annual Application Form and return it to the school 

office along with your enrollment prior to the first course taken in the cur-
rent school year.  Only one (1)Annual Application is required per school 
calendar year. 

3. Complete an Enrollment form and return it to the school office by 
the 1st day of the month of the course session.  Course materials will not 
be sent until all fees are paid in full. 

4.  Read your textbook(s) and complete the course Study Guide as 
soon as you receive them.  A minimum of ten (10) hours or more of pre-

paratory study is required prior to the class session.  A basic knowledge of 
the information covered in the textbook is expected when students arrive 
for class. 

5.  Arrive for class at the NCD-SOM site by 9:30 a.m. for orientation.  
Classes are conducted from 10a.m. -  3p.m. on one Saturday each month. 
Bring all pre-class assignments, completed and ready for submission to the 
course instructor.  Students are to provide a photo copy of the completed 
course Study Guide to the instructor for grading and keep one copy for 
the student’s records. 

6. NCD-SOM reserves the right to deny enrollment to any applicant 
who fails to follow its student policies, meet the academic, spiritual or 
moral qualifications, or their financial obligations to NCD-SOM or the 
North Carolina District Council. 

7. NCD-SOM welcomes Christian students from other evangelical 
traditions.  However, all course content and examinations are consistent 
with Assemblies of God doctrine and practice. 

8. NCD-SOM reserves the right to deny registration/enrollment to 
any person it deems not suited for this course of study. 

9. Requests for transcripts must be made in writing to the registrar’s  
office.  Transcript request forms are available online or from the school 
office. 

North Carolina District School of Ministry 

Standards of Academic Integrity 

 Registration in the NCD-SOM requires adherence to basic standards of 

academic integrity.  Any violation of these standards may result in disciplinary 

action ranging from lowering a grade to dismissal from the NCD-SOM, depending 

on the severity of the infraction.  

  In addition, a notation of the violation will be placed in the student’s 

permanent file, which is reviewed by the credential committee and by the Presby-

tery, during the credentialing process with the North Carolina District Council of 

the Assemblies of God.  The following examples represent some basic types of 

behavior that are unacceptable. (This is not an exhaustive list.) 

 1. Submitting work done by someone else as your own. 

 2. Copying or paraphrasing someone else’s essays, projects, study 

 guides, or other work and submitting it as your own. 

 3. Obtaining or sharing NCD-SOM course Study Guides from students 

 that have previously completed the courses.  
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1. Enrollment: Enrollment for each course is due by the 1st of the 
month in which it is offered.  Any registration received after the 1st will be 
assessed a $15 late fee.  No student will be allowed to register after the 
10th of the month. (See the appropriate Enrollment Form for desired location) 

2. Self Study: Students are required to complete a minimum of ten 
(10) hours of preparatory self-study in advance of the class session. 

3. Course Textbook and Study Guide: Students are required to 
read the course textbook(s), complete the Study Guide and any other 
assigned work prior to attending class.  Study Guides are emailed after 
receipt of the Enrollment Form and payment in full. 

4. Assignments: Students are to complete all assignments required 
for the course prior to the class session, and are to submit them to the in-
structor at the beginning of the class.  Students are to provide a photo 
copy of the completed course Study Guide for the instructor. 

5. Attendance: Attendance is mandatory. 

6. Grading: Students must attend class, complete the textbook read-
ing, complete the Study Guide, complete the additional assignments (if 
given), and successfully pass the course exam in order to receive full 
credit for the course. 

 
7.  Missed Session: Under certain extreme circumstances students 

may miss one class session during the school year.  In such cases, permis-
sion must be granted by the director of NCD-SOM.  If approved,  stu-
dents are required to submit a three-page reflection (500 word minimum) 
paper describing the impact of their studies on their life and ministry.  
Students are responsible to submit the paper within one month of the 
missed course to the instructor.  No credit for the course will be given 
unless this requirement is met. 

8. Reading Confirmation: Each course Study Guide includes a 
Reading Confirmation section.  This section MUST be completed and 
turned in to the instructor or credit will not be given, resulting in a loss of 
30% from the overall final grade.

 8. Removal: Students who consistently fail to complete assigned 
course work, are disruptive, uncooperative, or treat faculty or other stu-
dents disrespectfully may not be permitted to register for future NCD-
SOM courses. 

9. Plagiarism & Cheating: Plagiarism and cheating are serious 
violations of NCD-SOM ethical standards.  Students who breach these 
standards will be immediately dismissed. See “Standards of Academic 
Integrity” 

10. Grading: All NCD-SOM courses are graded on the following 
scale.

 80-89  B   
 70-79  C   
 60-69  D

Students must achieve a “C” or above for coursework to 
be accepted for credentialing purposes. 

 

11. Course Make-Up:  Students are responsible to manage their 
schedules so that they can attend NCD-SOM courses as scheduled.  This is 
especially important for those students wanting to complete a credential-
ing level in one academic year. However, when emergencies and other 
unavoidable scheduling conflicts occur, students are encouraged to com-
plete the course through Berean studies offered by Global University. 

12. Visitors: Only registered students may attend NCD-SOM classes.  
While family and friends are welcome to accompany students, they are 
not permitted to attend class.  Individual exceptions to this policy may be 
made by the on-site coordinator or the instructor, if the visitor’s presence 
does not in any way impede the instruction.  Visitors may be asked by the 
instructor to leave the class at any time and for any reason. 

13.  Audit: Individuals may audit a course and will be charged 50% 
of the registration fee.  They must enroll as an “auditor” and read the 
course text prior to attending the class.  No transcript or record of their 
attendance will be kept.
