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Jean Long’s Famous Sugar Cookie Recipe

Sift Together & set aside:

   4 c. and 2 Tbs. flour


   1 tsp. salt



   1 tsp. soda



   1 tsp. cream of tartar

Beat Together:  2 eggs



    1 c. cooking oil



    1 c. butter



    1 c. granulated sugar



    1 c. powdered sugar



    2 tsp. vanilla 



    food coloring (optional)

Add 2 mixtures together, mix until moist.

Drop by teaspoon onto greased cookie sheet. Press down on cookie with a wet glass bottom dipped in granulated or colored sugar. Bake at 350 for 10-12 minutes. They should be lightly browned and slightly crisp. Makes 60 cookies.

Craft Corner
Idea #1 Make a mini Christmas Tree out of a pinecone painted with glue and rolled in white glitter.  Add a star made of foil or shiny paper and tiny bead ornaments.

Idea #2 Make a “”countdown to Christmas”” paper chain and countdown the days to Christmas by cutting a link each day, and saying a little prayer for someone.
