Supplies and Directions
Sorting Hard and Soft ~ Children will use a sorting tray and sort items that are hard and soft. 
Feely Box ~ Children will place the items in a freely box and try to identify the objects by touch

Texture Walk ~ Children will take off their shoes and walk on cotton balls, sandpaper, bubble wrap, feathers, and beans

Children will smell various items and try to identify the smell of what that smell makes them think of. Items to smell: vanilla, mint, garlic, syrup, vinegar, and coffee

Children will taste chocolate chips, pickles, cheese, salami, cherry pie filling, canned pears, prunes, Dum Dum suckers, and oranges. These are some of the items that the Very Hungry Caterpillar eats. Children will graph their likes and dislikes.
