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Report to the Presbytery of Transylvania
March 15, 2005
Social Witness and Mission Committee

The SWM Committee met on January 17 and February 7.

The committee approved a $1000 peacemaking grant for Rev. David Renwick to go to
Israel with Temples Adath Israel (Lexington) and Sholom (Louisville) on May 30-June
10. Our balance on peacemaking grant funds will be only $216.27 after this grant
payment, so we encourage churches to give to the peacemaking fund and participate in
the Peacemaking Offering on World Communion Sunday.

The committee will sponsor a mission conference, “Celebrating Mission: Growing in
Mission” on August 20, 2005 at First Presbyterian Church, Winchester. The Christian
Formation and Discipleship Committee has agreed to co-sponsor this conference. A
keynote speaker will preach at an opening worship service followed by workshops on
issues concerning the environment, hunger, peace and justice, PC(USA) mission and
mission education. Childcare will be provided. Please mark this date on your calendar,
again, August 20, 2005.

The committee approved a request from Hunter Presbyterian Church, Lexington, to form
teams of two persons who will go to our youth and speak on how our Christian values
would inform a person to serve or not to serve in the military. Such teams can be
requested through the SWM Committee which will train these persons. Anyone who
wants to volunteer to be on a team, please contact Rev. David Chumney, (859/987-2770)
or the Presbytery office.

Persons going on water purification installation trips for the Synod of Living Waters
project will be commissioned at the next presbytery meeting. We have 18 persons going
from our presbytery.

Read this before contacting one of the speakers

Some of the Presbyterian mission workers on these lists are home on "interpretation assignment" (what we
used to call "furlough" or "home assignment"), some are retired, and the some have ended their term of
service for other reasons.

Feel free to contact and invite them to speak at your church.

The church or inviting body must pay the travel expenses (mileage, meals, lodging) incurred by the mission
worker.

If a mission worker is still under appointment (still receiving a salary from the PC(USA)), then no honorarium
is expected or required.

If the mission speaker has ended his or her term of service, or is retired, then an honorarium is appropriate.
Talk about this with the mission worker when you first contact him or her. Then, don’t forget to follow
through.

Please use our human resources wisely

Think of different ways to permit the missionary to share the whole range of his or her experience—sermon,
Sunday school, potluck supper, prayer breakfast, bag lunch, Presbyterian Women'’s meeting, mission
committee, keynote speaker at a mission fair.

Think of how to share the missionary with the community. Local media (especially radio and newspapers)
might like to interview someone just home from years abroad. Local civic organizations, such as the Rotary
Club or Jaycees, might like to hear your speaker.

Think of how to share the missionary regionally by inviting other congregations to share the program, or
perhaps arrange with other churches to have a program during the same time period in order to share travel
expenses.
