Autobiography of Daniel Phelps

I, Daniel David Phelps, would like to introduce myself to the Transylvania Presbytery as
an inquirer to the ordination process. I was born into a Christian home and am the son of
Leonard and Judy Phelps. My father is an ordained PCUSA minister currently serving in
England. Because of my upbringing, I have always felt called to serve God in some capacity
with in the church. As a teenager I went with our church youth group to Mexico on four
different occasions serving in Children’s ministry opportunities. During these years I also
developed a love of church music, especially the organ.

Upon entering Wheaton College in 1991 I pursued an organ performance degree with the
intention of serving the church in the area of music.

My
purpose was to get some practical work experience on the field before returning to the US for an
advanced degree. At the end of my time in England I returned to pursue a M.A. in Church Music
from Asbury Seminary.

(a native of Mexico). Upon graduating in 2000 Wilmore PC offered me a full-time position
which I accepted and where I continue to serve.

I
resumed studies in the Master of Divinity program at Asbury in 2003 with the reasoning that this
background will open more opportunities for us on the mission field.
