Treasurer’s Report 

June 7, 2008 
 

 

Financial Summary 

• The Treasurer’s Report through April 30, 2008 is attached. 

• The Presbytery Operating Budget shows a deficit balance of $6,568.  (Page 3)  In April 
2007, the operating budget had a deficit balance of $12,330. 

• In the case of Per Capita, regular monthly payments are made to the General Assembly and 
to the Synod regardless of how much has been received from the churches. Receipts from 
churches for Per Capita (for Presbytery, Synod and General Assembly combined) for 2008 is 
$107,185. (Page 5)   $72,769 has been used in the presbytery’s operating budget.   

Amount of Per Capita due is calculated based on the number of members reported by each 
local church on its Annual Statistical Report for the prior year.  In other words the 2008 Per 
Capita is based on number of members reported as of December 31, 2006.  If no report is 
filed by a local church, the General Assembly carries over the number of members from the 
prior year.   

• Receipts from churches for Unified Mission Giving (for Presbytery, Synod and General 
Assembly combined (Page 5) are $17,127 lower for 2008 than in 2007 ($93,337 as compared 
to $106,839).  This results in a revenue decrease to the operating budget of $9,499 as 
compared to this time in 2007. 

• Total Revenue for April 2008 is $580 less than in April 2007 ($184,293 as compared to 
$184,873). (Page 2) 

• Personnel expenditures for April 2008 are $18,467 less than in April 2007 ($74,960 as 
compared to $93,426). (Page 3) 

• Total Expense for April 2008 is $6,342 less than in April 2007 ($190,862 as compared to 
$197,204). (Page 3)

April 24, 2008 

 
The meeting of the Council was called to order at 1:00 p.m. by the moderator, Elder 
Marilyn Daniel, and opened with prayer offered by General Presbyter Richard Smith. 
 
The roll was formed with the following present: Sandy Mitchell, Catesby Woodford, 
Susan Alley, Bill Owens, Tom Farmer, Larry Snyder, Les Grooms, Susan Warren, 
Monica Tillie, Nik Fegenbush (representing George Moore of the Trustees), Woody 
Berry. Also present: Richard Smith, General Presbyter and Jim Rucker, Stated Clerk. 
 
The Agenda developed by the moderator was adopted as the agenda for this meeting. 
(Appendix A) 
 
The moderator led the council in a brief but cogent study of the phrase “loving kindness” 
as part of the study of the “theme” for the presbytery for the year, “He has told you O 
mortal, what is good; and what does the Lord require of you but to do justice, and to love 
kindness, and to walk humbly with your God?” 
 
The Stated Clerk reported two items: that he would report to Presbytery the appointment 
of an Investigating Committee, and, that a research of the Guidelines has determined that 
the minutes of the Coordinating Council are to be reviewed by the Judicial Business 
Committee. 
 
The report of the Task Force appointed to review the Presbytery Structure was presented 
as a preliminary report of the directions the task force is taking. (Appendix B)  The 
council offered several suggestions for the consideration of the task force. 
 
Priorities as developed by the Council at its retreat were discussed.  2008 priorities 
include congregational support, Communication, Strengthening Connections.  The 
moderator led a discussion of the priorities and the council outlined various ways each 
might be approached.  Two task groups were appointed: Bill Owens, Convener, Richard 
Smith and Sandy Mitchell to develop suggestions for implementation of the priority of 
Congregational support in the areas of stewardship, education, evangelism, and primarily 
an Eastern Kentucky presense…for example, the implementation of a resource center in 
eastern Kentucky, perhaps at Hazard; and, a second group, Woody Berry Convener, Jim 
Rucker, and Larry Snyder to explore ways of implementing communication in the 
Presbytery. 
 
The present status of the sale of the Gleneagles property was presented and lengthy 
discussion ensued.  Following the discussion the following group was appointed to 
provide information to inform the members of the presbytery of the issues involved: 
Melissa Sevier, Convener, Marilyn Daniel, Susan Alley, John White, Richard Smith and 
Nik Fegenbush.  The group set a tentative meeting date of May 6, 2008 at 2:30 p.m. 
 



Following discussion of presbytery participation in committee work and the questions of 
travel costs and video conferencing the matter was referred to the Administration and 
Finance Committee for study and advice. 
 
It was moved, seconded, and carried to approve funds from Leadership Development to 
pay for the attendance of Bill McAtee at a conference sponsored by ARMSS. The 
conference is to be held in Indianapolis for a period of three days. 
 
The matter of consensus building on new church development was postponed to the next 
meeting of the council.

The Task Force appointed by the Council at the January 25-26 Retreat has met three 
times and has made significant progress toward presenting a “structure” to the Council 
for its consideration.  The attached is a rough draft that indicates direction more than 
anything  else.  The Task Force is working at the present time to fill out the skeleton of 
structure with written definitions of each of the Book of Order mandated committees and 
the three”Departments”   --  or whatever they end up being called – and a description of 
the role and function of each and each part..  Several re-alignments of roles and 
responsibilities are envisioned and in skeletal form are outlined on the attached. 
 
After reviewing both our own Guidelines and the structure papers of other Presbyteries 
the Task Force determined to move in the direction of a STRONG Council, assigning the 
roles of  Vision, Decision Making with the power for facilitation and implementation, 
review of the Docket for Presbytery meetings and the regular review and evaluation of 
the structure of the Presbytery.  The attached paper presents a bare-bones description of 
the council which will be filled out at a future meeting.   The structure envisioned is most 
closely modeled by the structure of the Presbytery of Mid-Kentucky. 
 
The Task Force feels that it is making significant progress and recommends that it be 
continued to report again when the structure is more clearly spelled out along with roles 
and functions of each of the working parts.

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Report of the General Presbyter 

June 7, 2008 
 
Since starting my work on the first of February I have been educating myself in the 
workings of Transylvania Presbytery and broadening my focus to include a deeper 
involvement in the Synod and national church. I attended the “Executive Start-Up 
Seminar” offered by the PC(U.S.A.) to help familiarize new EPs\GPs with the scope of 
our work, and I’ve gotten to know the other EPs and GPs in the Synod.  Like every pastor 
serving a church who also serves on a presbytery committee, I’ve found myself 
asked/assigned to a position on the Synod’s Living Waters for the World Committee – an 
area in which I am happy to serve, especially in the light of Transylvania’s continued 
commitment to this great mission.  In that capacity I will be attending Clean Water U this 
fall, and traveling with Joanie Lukins to a conference in Mexico in November.  I am also 
getting acquainted with all the various committees of the presbytery. 
 
The most important part of my work, at least for me, has been my contact with the 
ministers and churches of Transylvania.  So far I have found myself at 25 of our 92 
churches either on a Sunday morning or for some other activity during the week.  With 
the number of new pastors to be installed and other celebrations this Summer I expect to 
continue to build on that number. What I am finding is a wealth of enthusiasm for our 
common ministry and a growing awareness of that fact that we need each other. The great 
diversity we find within this presbytery is truly a gift, and our connectionalism is more 
than just a concept, it is part of the very fabric of our denomination.  In April I visited a 
number of our churches in the Hazard area and enjoyed an evening meal with the area 
pastors and CLPs.  We shared our common concerns and needs as pastors and the group 
decided to meet regularly to provide mutual support and fellowship. A second, and larger 
gathering of CLPs from around the presbytery emphasized these same needs. That group 
will gather again this fall. There is so much we gain from being together.  
 
I have also been working with the Council on several special projects. Council appointed 
a group to look at the guidelines of the Presbytery and how we structure our work and 
mission. Right now we have about 18 committees and/or sub-groups working on various 
tasks. Is there a better way to organize and accomplish our mission?  The Task Force on 
Structure will do some research and let us know.  Council is also addressing the concern 
for an increased presence in the eastern part of our presbytery.  Using monies from an 
endowment earmarked for that region, how can we strengthen our ministry in the 
mountains?  A third task facing the presbytery this year concerns the location of the 
presbytery office. The Administration and Finance Committee has been assigned the task 
of looking at all the options and they hope to bring a report and recommendations to the 
presbytery by December.  
 
I am enjoying my work as General Presbyter and look forward to meeting and greeting 
even more churches in the future. Let me know of your special events, especially those 
that occur during the week.
